was assassinated in Dallas; then 

j followed shooting of his accused 
> assassin, Lee Harvey Oswald in 
I the basement of the Dallas County 
j jail by Jack Ruby, nightclub oper- 
' ator in Big-D.
i Ruby’s trial was held in recent 
weeks in Dallas and the jury 
brought in their verdict last Satur­
day after deliberating less than 
three hours: guilty, and his penalty 
was assessed as death in the elec­
tric chair.

Chief counsel for the defense 
was the flamboyant “King of 
Torts” , Melvin Belli of California, 
who has already denounced the 
trial and stated that he would ap­
peal. This action, of course, was to 
be expected; so if and when Ruby 
does go to the chair it is apt to 
be quite a while yet.

Belli apparently couldn’t do for 
Ruby what the late Clarence Dar- 
row accomplished nearly 40 years 
ago for Richard Loeb and Nathan 
Leopold, who were convicted in 
Chicago of killing a 14-year-old 
boy, Bobby Franks.

The year was 1924 when Loeb 
& Leopold, both graduate students 
in the University of Chicago at the 
age of 19, decided on the thrill 
slaying.

Clarence Darrow was one of the 
famed criminal lawyers of that 
day and he took on their defense. 
The two were found guilty and 
their sentence was set at life im­
prisonment.

Then as now, public feeling ran 
high in the case, and it was gen­
erally conceded that only Darrow’s 
brilliant defense saved Loeb and 
LeoDold from the gallows.

About a decade after the pair 
started their prison term, Loeb 
was killed in a riot in the prison. 
A few years ago, Leopold was 
paroled after serving about 35 
years in the Illinois state prison 
and when last heard from, was on 
his way to Porto Rico to work as a 
laboratory technician in a hospital.

Back to Belli . . .  he will pre­
sumably exhaust all possible ave­
nues of legal technicalities to save 
Ruby from the chair during the 
months, and possibly even years, 
ahead.

The flashy criminal lawyer, the 
type Belli represents, are said to 
be a vanishing group. Although 
the field is a well-paying one, it 
seems that younger men graduat­
ing now from law schools shy 
away from the criminal law field 
as not quite respectable. They, 
along with so many new engineers, 
doctors, and other specialists, tend 
nowadays to seek soft berths with 
large, wiall-paying corporations, 
instead of striking out on their 
own.

Among valuable historical items 
lost when fire destroyed Wilson 
Administration building and Alma 
Reeves Chapel at Mary Hardin- 
Baylor College early last month 
was a marble bust of General Rob­
ert E. Lee, given to the college in 
1914 by the College Chapter and 
the Bell County Chapter of the 
United Daughters of the Confed­
eracy.

As of this writing only the head 
of the bust has been recovered 
from the ruins. This has been 
taken to the home of the college 
president where it will be kept 
until a later date.

One of the members of the 
Bell County Chapter of the UDC 
who was most interested in the 
bust following the fire was Mrs. 
J. W. Thomas, Sr., of Belton who 
told this writer that she recalled 
the ceremonies in which both the 
marble figure and the pedestal on 
which it sat were presented to Dr. 
J. C. Hardy, then president of the 
college.

“The two chapters paid $300 for 
the bust,” Mrs. Thomas recalled, 
“and when the presentation was 
made, Mrs. Jennie Hardy, sister- 
in-law of Dr. Hardy, represented 
the College UDC and Mrs. Sam 
Walker, mother of General Walton 
H. Walker, represented the Bell 
County chapter.”

The bust was for years displayed 
prominently in the chapel and 
sat beneath a huge Confederate 
flag, also a gift from the UDC in 
later years.

The two chapters of the UDC 
were active ones for many years 
and in 1923, through their com­
bined efforts, the statewide annual 
meeting of UDC was held on the 
campus. The Bell County Chapter 
is still active today, but the college 
chapter ceased to function years 
ago.

Many of the college faculty and 
administration, whose names run 
through the school history, were 
members of the College Chapter 
and the 1923 yearbook, published 
following the annual meeting on 
the Belton campus, listed Mrs. Lil­
lie J. Meyer as president, Miss 
Emma C. King, first vice presi­
dent; Mrs. C. C. Howard, treasur­
er; Miss Francenia McGarity, as­
sistant treasurer; Miss Katherine 
Bowen, historian; Mrs. Jennie M. 
Hardy, registrar and custodian; 
Miss Helena Berryman, reporter; 
and Misses Lucille Townsend, Alta 
Rita Brewster, Alma Freeman, 
Charlotte Henderson, Zimma Hare, 
Mary Jordan, Birdie Lawrence, 
and Mrs. R. B. Sparks, other mem­
bers.

The Bell County Chapter in 
1923 reported 90 members with 
Mrs. Thomas Yarrell, president; 
Mrs. J. E. Elliott, first vice presi­
dent; Mrs. T. L. Means, second vice 
president; Mrs. J. M. Jarrell, rec­
ording secretary; Mrs. R. C. Fisher, 
corresponding secretary; Mrs. Pet­
er Hammersmith, treasurer; Mrs. 
S. S. Walker, historian; Mrs. W. H. 
Brown, registrar; Mrs. F. Y. Boyd, 
custodian.

The Chapter that year reported 
that their social activity was to

give a cimbined picnic in the park 
for several Confederate veterans.

Printed by Lucas Publish­
ing Co. of Columbia, we have found 
the book most gratifying and 
worthwhile.

One of the finest biographies in 
a long while is Frances Leigh Wil­
liams’ “Matthew Fontaine Maury, 
Scientist of the Sea,” published by 
Rutgers University Press. Here is 
the gripping and sometimes sad 
story of a man who gave up much 
to serve with his native Virginia 
during the War and whose story 
has not been compassionately told 
until now.

By turning down a general $600 
million a year federal pay raise 
bill (including a salary jump for 
Congressmen) the House last week 
registered two economy votes in 
a row. The first, which came a 
week earlier, was the defeat of a 
$300 million item for foreign aid, 
disguised as an advance (nonreim­
bursable) to the International Dev­
elopment Association. The salary 
raise was defeated by a 222-to-184 
margin.

I joined with 12 other Texans in 
voting against the pay hike. Nine 
from the Lone Star voted for it.

The bill was quite generous. It 
raised Supreme Court Justices, and 
other Judges, from $35,000 per 
year, which they now get, to $45,- 
500; jumped the President’s cabi­
net from $25,000 to $35,000; upped 
members of Congress by $10,000; 
and tossel in an average 4.2% raise 
for classified civil service workers 
plus a 5.6% average jump for pos­
tal workers.

A little more than a year ago, 
the Congress voted a $1.2 billion 
a year raise for all classified and 
postal employees, some o? which 
just became effective in January 
of this year.

As I pointed out during debate, 
the current deficit in federal spend­
ing is estimated at about $10 bil­
lion; and the recent tax cut takes 
more than $11 billion a year from 
revenue receipts. Moreover, by 
playing loosely with the taxpayers’ 
money now the effect would be to 
encourage pressures for another 
round of pay raises in private in­
dustry, with resulting inflation. I 
maintained that it behooves the 
Congress to set up an example of 
frugality and restraint at this 
time. This is no time to be indulg­
ing Tn raises for anyone.

Growing Bluebonnets
Austin.------Each Spring as the

Texas countryside becomes bathed 
in the beauty of Bluebonnets, Tex­
as Highway Department mail be­
comes heavy with requests for 
information. Hundreds of people 
in every section of the state want 
to know about the planting and 
care of the world famous Texas 
State Flower.

But, by then it is too late to 
plant bluebonnets for enjoyment 
during the current season. So the 
Texas Highway Department has 
compiled the following informa­
tion which will assure the “green 
thumb” crowd the opportunity to 
include bluebonnets in their gar­
dening plans for 1965.

The Bluebonnet blooming date is 
influenced to some degree by the 
weather. In general, the first flow­
ers open about March 15 in the 
southern part of the state, and in 
the more northern section the first 
flowers may not show before May 
1. The length of the flowering 
period is about one month.

Seeds mature about six weeks 
after the last flowers fade. These 
should be harvested before the 
seed pods explode and scatter the 
seed. Seed may be planted immed­
iately after harvest or may be 
stored. However, seed should be 
planted prior to November 1, so 
that they may germinate and grow 
throughout the winter months. 
During this period a heavy root 
system and a sturdy plant is 
developed to produce an abun­
dance of spring flowers.

Bluebonnet seed can be obtained 
from seed distributors if orders 
are placed well before the crop is 
ready for harvest. The Texas High­
way Department harvests seed 
from time to time for its own use 
by mowing the plants when the 
seeds are mature, and immediately 
distributing them thinly over the 
area to be seeded. No seed is 
retained for the ensuing season by 
the Highway Department.

It is extremely important to ino­
culate Bluebonnet seed prior to 
planting. This procedure is nec­
essary because Bluebonnets require 
the presence of certain bacteria in 
order for its root system to form 
the nodules (knots) on its roots and 
to carry on its nitrogen fixation 
process.

These bacteria cultures, called 
inoculants, may be purchased 
through commercial seed stores. 
Be sure that the seedsman is told 
that the inoculant is for Bluebon­
nets. Dampen the seed with a 
small amount of water and mix the 
inoculant by stirring it into the 
wet seed. Plant the seed soon after 
inoculation.

Bluebonnets grow best in soils 
that are sweet (contain lime), mod­
erate in fertility and most import­
ant of all, well drained.

3/4 teaspoon salt 2 teaspoons grated orange rind

1/4 teaspoon (about) orange juice
Sift flour, baking powder and salt. Cut in shortening. Add orange 

rind and blend. Add milk and stir with fork until soft dough is 
formed (about 20 strokes). Turn out on lightly floured board and 
knead 20 turns. Pat or roll lightly 1/4 inch thick.

Cut the following circles for each bunny; one 2-inch circle for 
body; one 1-inch for head; and two 3/4-inch for ears.

The leveling of 13 acres of irri­
gated land was checked for com­
pletion on George Humphrey’s 
place, two miles east of Eldorado, 
the first week of this month. The 
work was started in January and 
was delayed by rain and snow.

The purpose of the land level­
ing was to alter the topography of 
the land whereby efficient use of 
irrigation water can be achieved, 
to make efficient use of rainfall, 
prevent erosion, and facilitate pro­
per soil and water management.

The land was leveled between 
borders spaced 47 feet from cen­
ter to center of borders, which is 
known as bench leveling. The sys­
tem was designed and constructed 
whereby there are no point bor­
ders in the system. Also, there are 
no curves or angles in the entire 
lengths of the borders. Fall from 
the upper side of each bench to 
the lower side is not more than 
0.10 of a foot.

Land leveling eliminates the 
side movement of water whereby 
the water can be applied at an 
even depth across the entire width 
of each bench. The grade in direc­
tion of watering is zero to not 
more than Vz the gross application 
of water for each irrigation. With 
little or no grade in the benches, 
the water depth will be nearly the 
same throughout the entire length. 
Water can be stood to the same 
depth over all of each border that 
is completely level. A more effici­
ent application of irrigation water 
can be obtained on leveled land.

Also, any rainfall that is received 
is distributed evenly over the 
field.

Land leveling irrigated land that 
is flood irrigated, is as essential 
as contour farming and terraces on 
dry cropland. Level land holds 
water received from the irriga­
tion water source and from rain­
fall. Like most all conservation 
measures that are beneficial, land 
leveling has one minor bad point. 
Borders on each side of the lev­
eled area are in the way of farm­
ing operations. This can practically 
be eliminated by making each 
area leveled, as wide as possible. 
In this type of leveling, known as 
field leveling, the need for bor­
ders are eliminated when the field 
is being row cropped. When dril­
led or broadcast crops are planted, 
temporary borders can be cons­
tructed.

In designing, layout and check­
ing the land leveling, Humphrey 
was assisted by Soil Conservation 
Service technicians. The land lev­
eling is a part of Humphrey’s 
Great Plains Conservation Plan 
and cost share assistance was 
received through the Great Plains 
Conservation Program.

Land leveling is one of several 
needed soil, water and plant con­
servation practices included in 
Humphrey’s conservation plan. The 
basic objective of the plan being, 
to use each acre of agriculture 
land within its capabilities and 
to treat it according to its needs 
for protection and improvements.
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Austin:—For the first time in 
history, Texas Republicans will 
have an oportunity to express 
their preferences for the GOP 
presidential nomination in a state­
wide straw vote.

Republican Extcutive Committee 
voted to hold the presidential ref­
erendum on the May 2 primary 
ballot. The opinion sampling has 
no binding effect. Principal pur­
pose is to boost the stock of Barry 
Goldwater and to lure restless con­
servative Democrats into the GOP 
primary.

Democratic Executive Commit­
tee offered no special voter bonus 
to keep their own partisans in the 
fold.

Leaders of both parties, in sim­
ultaneous meetings in Austin, dec­
lined to submit requested referen- 
dums on sale of liquor by the 
drink and curtailment of Mexican 
nationals’ commuting to jobs in 
Texas.

Names of Goldwater, Nelson 
Rockefeller, Margaret Chase Smith 
and Harold Stassen will appear on 
the GOP ballot. Originally the 
names of Richard Nixon, William 
Scranton, George Romney and 
Henry Cabot Lodge were included, 
but they asked to be omitted. Rock- 
effer wanted off. He was told he 
had to stay since he already had 
announced.

Democrats responded warmly to 
Gov. John Connally’s call for all- 
out support of President Johnson 
in party conventions. But they 
squabbled at length before accept­
ing Dallas as the site of their Sept. 
15th state conventions. Dallas fin­
ally won, 33-18 over Corpus Christi.

Connally made clear in a ring­
ing speech urging Johnson support 
that as governor he plans to keep 
control of the state party.

“It is important . . .  to choose 
people (as convention delegates) 
who will be as strong for Connally 
in September as they are for 
Johnson in June,” the Governor 
stated.

Without dissent the Democrats 
agreed on Houston as the site of 
their June 16 state convention to 
pick national presidential nominat­
ing convention delegates. The 
state party platforms will be writ­
ten and a new SDEC selected at 
the September meeting.

Republicans will hold their June 
convention in Dallas and their Sep­
tember convention in Austin.

SDEC Chairman Eugene M. 
Locke of Dallas resigned at the 
Democratic meeting and was rep­
laced by Frank Erwin Jr. of Austin. 
He had served as secretary.

Republicans adopted a resolu­
tion calling for a special legislative 
session on congressional redistrict­
ing, and decided to admit register­
ed voters who did not pay their 
poll taxes (under new federal cons­
titutional authority) to party con­
ventions.

He cited resignations of doctors 
at Harlingen State Hospital, East 
Texas Tuberculosis Hospital, and 
San Antonio State Hospital and 
possibility of the McKnight State 
Hospital clinical director’s taking 
a job in another state.

Key medical jobs in the state 
institutions pay $14,000 to $15,000 
a year, plus housing. Schless said 
the next Legislature will be asked 
to raise that to $19,500.

Executive Director Raymond W. 
Vowell offered the Board for Hos­
pitals and Special Schols a more 
cheering note: with completion of 
new facilities for the mentally re­
tarded (which now house 9,813), the 
present waiting list of 1,800 may 
be trimmed to 500 by fall.

Schless also had an encouraging 
report: average hospitalization per­
iod of tuberculosis patients is 
shorter, and fewer are leaving the 
hospitals against medical advice. 
New and improved drugs are offer­
ing better hope of quick cure.

Study Hearings Planned
The Governor’s Committee on 

Education Beyond the High School 
will take its preliminary recom­
mendations before college officials 
and state legislative groups during 
late May and June.

Chairman H. B. Zachry, still 
fighting a running battle with the 
capitol press over secret sessions 
of the 25-member committee an­
nounced the hearings. He said 
members will reach a tentative 
decision on recommendations at a 
meeting here April 17-18.

Committee has balked at telling 
reporters it has agreed on to date 
except a coordinating committee 
for all colleges and junior colleges.

A sub-committee on junior col­
leges reported a list of - specific 
proposas, however, including a 
recommendation that no moile 1 
junior colleges be elevated to four- 
year status. They also recommend­
ed that the state pay all instruc­
tional costs of the 33 existing and 
future publicly-supported junior 
colleges:

Zachry indicated the Committee 
will propose a “stair-step” or easy- 
stages approach to achieving a 
first class system of colleges and 
universities. He hinted the Com­
mittee will make specific recom­
mendations for financing the pro­
posed upgrading program.

Appointments Made
Governor Connally announced 

pointments of O. E. Bevers of Lake- 
view and C. C. Broughton and Rus­
sell Jones, both of Childress, to the 
board of directors of the Upper 
Red River Flood Control and Ir­
rigation District (Hall, Briscoe and 
Childress counties). Bevers and 
Broughton are reappointments.

Jones succeeds the late Dr. Roy 
H. Barr.

Connally appointed Ben F. Ship- 
ley of Beaumont and Neal D. Rader 
of Port Arthur to the Pilot Com­
mission for the Sabine Bar, Pass 
anl Tributaries. He also named to 
the commission Lee Wheat of 
Beaumont, Bill Sexton of Orange 
and W. F. Fredeman of Port Ar­
thur.

Committees Meet
The new steering committee of 

the governor’s Committee on Ag­
ing, headed by Sen. Walter Rich-
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ter of Gonzales, held its initial 
meeting, as did the governor’s 14- 
member committee studying elec­
tronic data processing equipment 
in use by the state:

Tourist Program In High Gear
The Texas Tourist Development 

Agency reports that national ad­
vertising is scheduled for summer 
issues of the New York Times and 
Chicago Tribune travel sections 
and for issues of Sunset, Redbook 
and Reader’s Digest magazines. 
Some 36 travel writers from other 
states and Canada are due to take 
a week-long tour of the state in 
April to gather material for their 
columns.

Courts Speak
State Supreme Court has agreed 

with lower courts that a state tax 
on gas pipelines is unconstitution­
al. Decision upheld earlier opin­
ions that the dedicated reserve tax 
cannot be applied to pipelines 
holding long-term contracts to take 
Texas gas to out-of-state consum­
ers. About $9 million has been 
paid to the treasurer under the 
levy, $8.5 of it under protest.

High court permitted filing of 
three mandamus petitions involv­
ing election controversies.

It also heard arguments on for­
mer Fort Worth Councilman Doyle 
Willis’ suit to get on the May 2 
Democratic primary ballot as a 
senate candidate.

In addition, it scheduled hear­
ings on a suit to keep former 
Bexar County Commissioner Sam 
Jorrie off the ballot as a House 
candidate. Both are challenged un­
der a ruling that holders of paid 
office are ineligible to run for the 
Legislature during the term to 
which they were elected or ap­
pointed. Both Willis and Jorrie 
now are out of their old offices.

Another argument was set on a 
suit to prevent Robert F. Bartlett 
of Van Zandt County from running 
for county and district attorney. J. 
Alton Mills, another candidate for 
the Van Zandt post, claims Bartlett 
has not met residence require­
ments.

For the second time, the Court 
of Criminal Appeals affirmed the 
swindling conviction and 8-year 
prison sentence of Billie Sol Estes.

Backtagging
The “backtagging” of culls and 

dry cows may be used to solve 
the growing problem of certifying 
all Texas counties for* brucellosis 
eradication. Dr. R. G. Garrett, exe­
cutive director of the Texas Ani­
mal Health Commission, and Dr. 
John Wilbur, veterinarian in 
charge of the U. S. animal disease 
eradication division in Texas, say

the backtagging market testing 
program is in force in several 
northwestern states.

Under this program, culls and 
dry cows headed through concen­

tration points on their way to 
slaughter are marked so that the 
state, county and herd from which 
the cow came can be identified.

When the cow goes to slaughter, 
a blood sample is taken and the 
results of a brucellosis test is rec­
orded.

As Dr. Wilbur says, “Brucellosis 
being what it is, if older female 
animals are free of the disease, it 
is pretty certain the herd is free. 
In this way, about 97 to 98% of 
the testing could be eliminated.”

Dr. Garrett says backtagging 
could eliminate “ down-the-road” 
testing by between 90 and 97% in 
a given county.

The animal health officials an­
nounced that Texas has entered its 
third month without a reported 
case of screwworms.

Dr. Jim Dan Hill 
Takes Position With
State Of Wisconsin

Dr. Jim Dan Hill, a former res­
ident of Santa Anna and Eldorado, 
recently resigned as president of 
Superior State College, Superior, 
Wisconsin, to accept a position as 
co-director of the Joint Staff, Co­
ordinating Committee for Higher 
Education for the State of Wis­
consin.

Dr. Hill attended Santa Anna 
schools and a number of the old 
timers there remember him well. 
He has been a weekly columnist 
for many newspapers throughout 
the United States for a good many 
years. His column appears in the 
Brownwod Bulletin and the San 
Angelo Standard-Times. Many 
times he has told of his childhood 
activities in Santa Anna.

Dr. Hill became president of 
the Superior State College in 1931 
and has served in that position 
since, except for his wartime ser­
vice during World War II. He has 
published three books since the 
war, his latest being “The Minute 
Man in Peace and War.” His other 
two books are, “The Texas Navy” 
and “Sea Dogs of the Sixties.”

Dr. Hill is a brother of Ernest 
C. Hill, and Misses Miltia and Kath­
erine Hill, of Eldorado.
