The work-at-home scheme, usu-|
ally heralded in junk mail or]
newspaper want ads similar to
those above, have particular appeal
to pensioned older folks with time
on their hands and to mothers with
young children. Here’s a chance
to pick up a little extra cash to
buy that new furniture or appli-
ance, to take the dreamed-of vaca-
tion or just to help meet the
everyday cost of living. At least
that’s the appearance given by the
company making the offer——but
don’t bet on it.

My Consumer Protection Divi-
sion gets numerous /complaints
each year concerning these work-
at-home gimmicks. Experience
shows that far too often consumers

wind up spending money instead
of making money.

The swindles range from addres-
sing envelopes to making some;
article in the home for the com-
pany to sell. The work involved
varies greatly but there is  one
common theme which runs all
through these plans. The person,
in order to secure the home em-
ployment, must first part with
some money. The amount of mo-]
ney typically is small. We have|
had instances reported to us of

companies asking for as little as| ¢
runs

25¢ but generally the cost
from $2 to $10. This purchase by
the consumer is what the company
is interested in and not in provid-
ing employment.

Often the consumer who gets no-
thing for his money is luckier than
the consumer who gets a kit to
make a product which is to be

sold to the company. The finished !

product is rarely bought back by

the company because it is not “up | §
to standards” or the handwriting

on the envelopes is ‘“not legible
and neat.” Probably worse than
the loss of the small amount of
money involved, the victim has
wasted his time and is left with
the feeling of humiliation and
failure at his inability to produce
“quality merchandise.” Unknown
to him however, is the fact that
no one produces merchandise
which meets the ‘standards” set
by the company.

Be an informed consumer. Don’t
be victimized by the home employ-
ment racket. Think before you
rart with your money for a home
employment opportunity.

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Enjoy Fresh Strawberry Dishes

People eat first with their eyes,
then with their taste buds. That’s
one reason the fresh strawberry
season is such a delightful occasion
in good eating. The bright red,
juicy and tasty berries catch your
eye in the field, the market or the
moement they’re brought into the
home. Their appeal grows as the
berries are transformed into attrac-
tive, simply prepared dishes cof
strawberries ‘n cream, shortcakes,
cereal toppings, pies, sauces and
cakes.

In earlier years the strawberry
season lasted only a short time.
Homemakers had to work hard and
fast to preserve the berrie for win-
ter use. Things have changed a bit.
We now have fresh berries avail-
able, to some extent, the year
around. Still the excitement over
the first berries luciously ripe
from vines in nearby gardens—can-
not be excelled.

A hidden bonus in strawberry
eating lies in their nutritive value.
Fresh or frozen, they rate high in
vitamin C: A half-cup of straw-
berries—a dish of strawberres and
cream or a large piece of straw-
berry pie—provides the minimum
daily dietary needs of this im-
portant vitamin. And strawberries
that ripen on the plant contain
more vitamin C than those picked
half-red and held until fully ripe.
So now’s the time to enjoy the full
glow of eye-catching, tasty _and
nutritious fresh spring strawber-
ries from nearby production cen-
ters. You can expect supplies to
increase gradually, with peak ship-
ments in May and June, as the
season advances.

When buying strawberries, look
for berries with full red color and
a bright luster. The flesh should be
firm and the cap stem still attach-
ed. The berriés should be dry and
clean. Usually medium to' small
sizes have better eating quality
than the large ones. It’s wise to
avoid buying berries with large
uncolored or “seedy” areas. These
are signs of poor flavor and tex-

ture. A dull, shrunken appearance
or softness are signs of over-ripe-
ness or decay. Also, watch for ber-
ries with mold which can spread
rapidly from one berry to another.
Because fresh strawberries are so

delicate, handle them carefully to

avoid bruising. Empty the berries
into a shallow tray, and sort out
the damaged or decayed ones. Co-
ver loosely with wax paper and
store in the refrigerator. Just be-
fore serving, wash the berries in
cold water and drain dry. Remove
caps after thes berries are clean and
dry. Serve them as soon after pur-
chase as possible, within one or

two days.

Poor Storage Causes Falls

A lack of storage and poor at-
tempts to make up for it cause
many home accidents. In homes
lacking storage, objects must be
placed on the floors and on stairs.
Articles and boxes stored atop high
furniture cause family members to
reach too far, climb atop other fur-
niture to reach them or use make-
shift ladders. These often topple
over and cause serious injury.

Shelving made for storage can
help lessen some of the problems.
Shelves should be made no higher
than 72 inches, the maximum
They
should be constructed to support
the weight of objects without
causing them to topple over or
collapse. Glass shelves should be
shatterproof.

Storage areas should be well
lighted. If a closet is more than
three feet deep, it should have
an electric light. Bulbs should
always be placed so they won’t
touch articles that might catch fire.
Checking storage materials for
safety is a good suggestion. Poisons
and pesticides should be stored in
original containers away from chii-
dren’s reach. A locked cabinet is
best for storage of all chemicals
and medicines. Flammable solu-
tions should be kept in tightly
covered containers and stored out-
side the house. Throw away rags,
papers and trash to prevent the
possibility, of fires.

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Conservation of irrigation water]
through proper handling is becom- |
ing more and more important as;
demands on our water supplies in-
crease. Irrigation farmers in the
Eldorado Divide Soill and Water
Conservation District who are prac-
ticing good irrigation water man-
age ment, not ony help conserve
irrigation water, but also apply the
right amount of water to crops,
according to Lloyd B. Johnson of
the Soil Conservation Service.

Irrigation before crops are plant-
ed is considered by most farmers
as one of the most important irri-
gations applied. Pre-planting irri-
gation can store water in the root
zone depth that can be used by
crops through the entire time crop
is being grown. When enough wa-|
ter is applied to fill the soil to full
field capacity, crops can grow to
a good height before the next irri-.
gation is needed. Weed control can
be carried out without the hind-
rance of wet land. Also, fields are
usually in the best condition for
application of irrigation water be-
fore crops are planted.

The need and importance of any
irrigation needed by erops being
grown should not be minimized.
When the maximum potential yield
is to be grown, crops must have
all the moisture needed from plant-
ing time until they are made. To|
accomplish this, irrigation water
must be applied when needed and
in the amount needed.

Knowing when to irrigate is!
equally as important as having wa-
ter to irrigate with. When fields
are being prepared for the next
crop is the time to determine if a
pre-planting irrigation will be
needed. Nearly always the  pre-
planting irrigation will be needed
if the field is wet to full field
capacity before planting. Using the
wilting of the crop to determine!
when to irrigate is in error if the
purpose of irrigation is to supply
water when needed by crops being

The period of time plants are inlI
a wilted condition before the need-|
ed moisture is supplied affects
crop yields. Naturally. the longer
crops go without the needed mois-
ture the yields will be decreased
accordingly. The right time to irri-
gate is by or before the time the
plants need water. This can be
determined by digging a hole to
root zone depths and check the|
moisture content of the soil. When
the moisture content is about 50
percent of yield capacity, it is
time to begin irrigating.

The feel of ball method is prob-
ably the most logical method for

‘

to irrigate and how much water to
apply. The feel or ball method of
determining moisture content of
soil is accomplished by digging a
hole about three feet deep or root
zone depth. For each foot of depth
a representative sample of soil is!
made into a ball by squeezing with!
one hand. The moist ball is then
tossed into the air repeatedly, to
about one foot height and caught
the same as a baseball. If the ball
breaks with five tosses or less,
moisture content is less than 50%[
field capacity. If the ball remains’
intact after it has been tossed five!
times it contains more than onel
half ready available moisture,

Establishing and maintaining aj
good irrigation system is essential!
in attaining irrigation water man-|
agement. A poor delivery system
can waste from 25% to more than|
50% of the water available. Excessi
grade and side fall or a reverse|
grade adds to the inefficiency of
irrigation. Also, water received |
from rainfall can be wasted and
cause soil erosion on irrigated
fields with excessive side fall and
grade.
