Arson investigator 
Steve Kenley was brought in from 
Ozona to survey the charred apart­
ment. Meanwhile, Arispe began 
questioning suspects.

“Someone was definitely in 
that apartm ent when the fire 
started,” Arispe stated.

Whoever that may have been, 
left before emergency units arrived

at the scene just after 3:00 a.m. 
Firefighters report finding the front 
door locked and the screen on the 
back door latched from the inside.

Two firefighters and at least 
two neighbors were treated for 
smoke inhalation at Schleicher 
County Medical Center the night 
of the blaze.

Anyone with information about 
the fire is encouraged to contact the 
Schleicher County Sheriff’s Depart­
ment. “We want to get to the bot­
tom of this,” Arispe stated.

Miniature Wagons
Wilbur Foster of Salado had a 

garage and welding shop for thirty 
years, then became the maintenance 
superintendent at Salado’s Stage­
coach Inn, a popular eating and 
sleeping complex: The Inn had an 
old stagecoach in front of the regis­
tration office which was in a poor 
state of repair. “It was pretty well 
beat up,” says Wilbur. “Kids played 
on it, you know. It had the top 
stomped in, the sides were all 
messed up. It was a total wreck.” 

Wilbur thought the stagecoach 
was important to the inn because 
people took pictures of it. He had 
been asked many times to take pho­
tos of guests standing by the old 
stagecoach. One winter he com­
pletely rebuilt it and painted it in 
its original colors. A man living 
nearby had two Clydesdale horses 
which were hitched to the wagon 
with some fancy harness. Mr. and 
Mrs. Dion Van Bibber, developers 
of the Stagecoach Inn, dressed in 
old clothes and were taken for a ride 
around Salado. “We stopped traf­
fic,” says Wilbur.

The next few years saw the stage­
coach deteriorate again, so Wilbur 
once again hauled it off and repaired 
it to look like new. This time he built 
wagon wheels because someone had 
taken the original ones. After he re­
tired, he made a scale model of the 
stagecoach for his grand daughter. 
“It created so much interest I just 
kept on making them.”

Wilbur has made more than 100 
miniature stagecoaches, wagons 
and buggies since making that first 
one six years ago. He uses the scale 
of one inch equals one foot. He 
carves horses, mules, oxen, riders 
and cargo and makes the necessary

hitching and harness equipment to 
complete his pieces. "I’ll put a 
driver in the seat of the stage­
coaches to make them look more 
authentic. He’ll have a double bar­
rel shotgun by his side. He’ll have 
the harness in one hand and a whip 
in the other.”

He has trouble making the men’s 
facial features look natural, so he 
puts a cigar in their mouths. He says 
the wheels are the hardest part be­
cause the spokes have to be spaced 
evenly. To make the nostrils, eyes 
and ears on his horses, he pokes a 
small hole with an ice pick, then 
heats a screwdriver until it gets red 
hot and bums a larger hole into the 
wood. He uses bb’s for the eyes. 
“I’ve learned different techniques 
over the years,” says Wilbur.

He makes covered wagons and 
schooners pulled by oxen, with a 
man walking alongside holding a 
whip. “I put a water barrel on each 
side. Sometimes I put a jug in 
there.” He makes cotton wagons, 
log wagons, a doctor’s buggy and a 
watermelon wagon complete with 
watermelon's. “To make those, I get 
the biggest pecans I can find, paint 
them green, then take a marking 
pencil and make little squiggly 
stripes on them to look like real 
watermelons.”

He sells very few of his pieces, 
but donates some for auctions 
where they bring up to 800 dollars. 
“I’ve got to stay busy,” says Wilbur. 
”1 built a nature trail around the 
Stagecoach Inn, now I’m working 
on a water wheel.”

Wilbur, legally blind, has always 
got up early. So has his son, who is 
president of Exxon and recently 
purchased the Stagecoach Inn.

Polunsky, whose term was to 
expire in Febmary 2001, had been 
a member of the board since 1987. 
He served as secretary of the board 
from 1989 until 1995, when Gov. 
Bush appointed him chairman.

During his tenure, he saw the 
state’s crim inal justice system 
change dramatically. He was a 
member when the prison, parole 
and probation systems merged in 
1990 to become the Texas Depart­
ment of Criminal Justice.

He was on the job during times 
of administrative reform, over­
crowding and mass prison expan­
sion in which the prison population 
grew from 38,000 inmates to 
155,000.

Polunsky, a real estate lawyer, 
is partner at the law firm  of 
Polunsky and Beitel. He resides in 
San Antonio.

Bexar Wants Papers Back
Bexar County Clerk Gerry 

Rickhoff wants the University of 
Texas to return a collection of up to 
300,000 pages of documents dating 
from 1717 to 1836, the yearTexians 
were defeated at the Alamo but 
gained independence, the Austin 
American-Statesman reported.

The documents were sent to the 
university in 1899 to be indexed and 
translated. Translations were started 
in the 1930s. So far, about 14 per­
cent of the documents have been 
translated.

But UT is not ready to let them 
go. Patricia Ohlendorf, counsel for 
the university, said the documents 
will stay where they are.
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“These are documents that are 
critical to the state of Texas, and we 
feel that what’s best for the state of 
Texas is that they remain here,” she 
told the American-Statesman.

Some of the records mention 
Jim Bowie and Davy Crockett, the 
American-Statesman reported.

Other Highlights
• Starting in May 2001, the Uni­

versity of Texas will require that 
most dissertations be filed online. 
Exceptions will be made for stu­
dents who have concerns, such as 
turning their dissertations into 
books and facing publishers who 
won’t consider reprinting material 
that is free on the Internet, the Aus­
tin American-Statesman reported.

• Texas was one of only five 
states praised for holding public 
schools accountable for meeting 
high academic standards in a na­
tional study released last week by 
the Thomas B. Fordham Founda­
tion. Texas also was among eight 
states drawing praise for setting 
“honors” academic standards in 
English, math, history, geography 
and science.

• State agencies found no year 
2000-related problems, then stood 
down after a 24-hour alert status cov­
ering the changing of the new year. 
State agencies spent $300 million and 
worked for three years to make sure 
there would be no power, water or 
other infrastructure failures caused by 
outdated computer programs.

• Jan. 3 was the deadline for can­
didates to file for the March 14 state­
wide primaries.

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Eldorado City Council holds 
regular monthly meeting

Eldorado City Council’s regu­

lar monthly meeting was called to 
order at 5:30 P.M. on January 10, 
2000 by Mayor John Nikolauk. 
Present were councilm em bers 
Tommy Minor, Eddie Rodriguez, 
Richard Mendez, Toni Sudduth, 
Sherry Lux and Robert Bybee.

The meeting began with the 
council hearing requests from two 
citizens concerning city right-of- 
ways. First, Vivian Sanchez met 
with he council seeking permission 
to fence in a section of Atkins 
Drive, behind property she owns 
on North Divide Street. Next, 
Jimmy Deaton addressed the coun­
cil asking that an alley adjacent to 
his home on South Cottonwood 
Street be closed to through traffic.

After discussing the two re­
quests, Mayor Nikolauk assured 
Sanchez and Deaton that the coun­
cil would investigate each situation 
and make an appropriate ruling. 
Attorney James Kosub recom ­
mended to the council that they ap­
point a committee of citizens to in­
vestigate the two situations and 
make a recommendation in each 
instance. Mayor Nikolauk agreed 
and named councilman Bybee as 
committee chairman. It was sug­
gested that former members of the 
city council, being more familiar 
with the city’s concerns, be named 
to this committee. The council 
agreed to this proposal and prospec­
tive persons will be contacted and 
asked to serve on this committee.

City A dm inistra tor Randy 
Mankin reported that, as accord­
ing to the council’s request in last 
month’s meeting, he had written a 
letter to the U.S. Environmental 
Protection Agency expressing con­
cern in regard to a pipeline being 
designated to transport benzene 
apd .other light petroleum products 
through the recharge zone which 
provides the public water supply 
for the city.

Mankin continued by stating 
that he and Utility Superintendent 
Jack Dean had traveled to Hous­
ton to investigate a compactor 
machine for use in the city’s land­
fill. After viewing the machine at 
a government surplus yard, and 
consulting with the equipment 
manufacturer, it was determined 
that the machine would not serve 
the city’s purpose. Mankin said he 
and would continue to look for a 
compactor to use at the landfill.

Next, Mankin told the council 
that Classic Cable, the cable TV 
provider for Eldorado, had an­
nounced a rate increase. When 
asked if another cable provider 
might be found Mankin replied 
that he wasn’t aware of a company 
that would be interested in open­
ing a second cable franchise in El­
dorado.

Tire recycling was then dis­
cussed. Mankin reported that he 
had been in contact with a com­
pany that collects tires for recy­
cling. The company has offered to 
provide a trailer to the city for a 
fee of $1,125.00. The city would 
then have the responsibility of 
loading the trailer and collecting 
fees from those who desire to dis­
pose of tires. While details have

yet to be worked out, the program 
will begin soon and the Success 
will report further information as 
it becomes available.

M ankin then inform ed the 
council that the permit for the 
city’s wastewater treatment plant 
is up for renewal in December. He 
noted that by Texas Natural Re­
source Conservation Commission 
(TNRCC) rules, the application 
must be in Austin six months in 
advance.

It was explained that a tree, 
adjacent to Meador Park (old ho­
tel lot) on Main Street, was re­
ported to be leaning into the street 
and posing a problem for passing 
traffic. M ankin asked for the 
council’s advice and was given the 
authority to contact County Agent 
Scott Edmondson to get his opin­
ion regarding the tree’s health and 
condition. If the tree should prove 
to be beyond saving, Mankin was 
authorized to remove the tree.

U tility Superintendent Jack 
Dean gave a progress report on 
various projects within the city. He 
reported that current operations 
include an effort to improve alleys 
and that the paving project on East 
Street was complete. Dean noted 
the city’s landfill had received an 
average of 17.14 tons per day dur­
ing the first fiscal quarter and that 
as of January 8, 2000, the landfill 
was receiving 18.8 tons of garbage 
per day.

Dean continued by saying that 
extremely dry weather was caus­
ing problems with the clay sewer 
lines within the city. He said that 
the arid conditions cause the 
ground to shift and there have been 
situations where sewer lines be­
came clogged and upon excavation 
it was found that the lines had col­
lapsed.

In Old Business, minutes of the 
December 6 meeting were ap­
proved upon a motion by Richard 
Mendez, seconded by Tommy Mi­
nor. Two amendments to the city’s 
budget regarding the shifting of 
residual money from one account 
to another were approved.

In New Business, A new right- 
of-way maintenance ordinance, re­
quired by the Public Utilities Com­
mission and recommended by the 
Texas Municipal League, was pre­
sented for adoption. The ordi­
nance, number 101-00, is based 
upon a sim ilar ordinance as 
adopted by the City of Irving, and 
amended to meet the needs of the 
city of Eldorado. The ordinance 
was adopted upon a motion by Ri­
chard Mendez, seconded by Sherry 
Lux and takes effect immediately.

Review of the Audit Report was 
accepted upon a motion by Tommy 
Minor, seconded by Toni Sudduth. 
All current bills were ordered paid 
upon a motion by Minor, seconded 
by Sudduth. A discussion regard­
ing the planting of trees at the new 
landfill followed. The initial trees 
are to be Afghan Pines and placed 
to block the view of the landfill 
from an adjacent home.

Before adjourning the council’s 
next meeting date was set for Feb­
ruary 14. There being no further 
business, the meeting adjourned at 
7:33 p.m.

FS A committee e1 action slated
Jan Wanoreck, County Execu­

tive Director with the Schleicher/ 
Sutton Counties Farm Service 
Agency announced that both Schle­
icher and Sutton Counties will hold 
committee election on March 6, 
2000. Eligible voters have the right 
to nominate candidate(s) of their 
choice by petition. Blank petitions 
(FSA-699A’s) may be obtained at 
the County FSA Office. Each peti­
tion submitted must be: limited to 
1 nominee; signed by the nominee, 
indicating willingness to serve, if 
elected; and postmarked or deliv­
ered to the office on later than Jan­
uary 21, 2000.

Persons nominated should be 
currently engaged in the operation 
of a farm or ranch and be well qual­
ified for committee work. A farm­
er is an eligible voter. County FSA 
Committee member if the farmer 
lives in the county and is an eligi­
ble voter. County FSA Committee 
members may not hold positions in 
certain farm and commodity orga­
nizations, if these positions pose a 
conflict of interest with FSA duties. 
These positions include functional 
offices such as president, vice pres­
ident, secretary, and positions on 
boards or executive committees. 
Additional information of eligibil­
ity to hold office may be obtained 
at the County FSA Office.

The duties of County FSA 
Committee member include; in­
forming farmers of the purpose 
and provisions of the FSA pro-

gram; keeping the State FSA Com­
mittee informed of county condi­
tions; recommend needed chang­
es is farm programs; and perform­
ing other duties as assigned by the 
State FSA Committee.

Schleicher County is divided 
into 3 different area called Local 
Adm inistrative Areas (LAA’s). 
Nom inations will be taken for 
LAA #2, which is north of High­
way 190, east of Bootlegger Lane 
and west of Toe Nail Trail.

FSA administers all programs 
without regard to race, color, reli­
gion, national origin, sex, age, dis­
ability or marital status.

Our Infatuation With Gambling 
Creates Untold Misery

QUESTION: My husband 
has lost tens of thousands of 
dollars at a new casino in our 
area, and  we now face bank­
ruptcy. I am  asham ed to tell 
fam ily and  friends; I feel so 
alone. Do you ever hear from 
others like me?

DR. DOBSON: You are not 
alone! In the last few years, Fo­
cus on the Family has received 
hundreds of letters and phone 
calls from individuals in similar 
situations. Unfortunately, though, 
most Americans remain unaware 
of the tremendous damage that 
casinos and other forms of gam­
bling are doing to our families and 
communities.

For the past two years I served 
as one of nine members on the 
National Gambling Impact Study 
Com m ission. We traveled all 
across the country, commissioned 
extensive research, heard from 
dozens of the most respected au­
thorities, and received testimony 
from hundreds of witnesses. We 
issued our final report to Congress 
and the president just last month.

What I learned during these 24 
months was distressing: More 
than 15 million Americans have 
significant problems related to 
gambling. Worse, the numbers are 
growing as gambling expands. I 
am most concerned about the 
huge number of young people 
who are already hooked.

According to our research, 15 
percent of adolescents meet the 
technical criteria for problem or 
pathological gambling. Many are 
betting on card games and sports 
teams with their peers. Twenty- 
seven percen t o f teens have 
gambled in casinos, while more 
than four in 10 play the lottery.

Further, the gambling industry 
actively cultivates the next gen­
eration of gamblers. Lotteries use 
cartoon characters and other ploys

to entice the young with their ad­
vertising, casinos lure children 
with theme parks and video ar­
cades, and gambling machines 
now appear in convenience stores 
and even bowling alleys in many 
states.

Each new gambling addict — 
along with their families — is des­
tined for misery. Our commission 
discovered strong links between 
gambling problems and divorce, 
domestic violence, child abuse 
and crime, in addition to bank­
ruptcy. Tragically, one in five ad­
dicted gamblers attempts suicide.

Gambling operators make tre­
mendous profits from individuals 
such as your husband, yet do vir­
tually nothing to help them. States 
devote a paltry 0.1 percent (1/ 
1000th) of the revenues they re­
ceive from gambling for research 
and treatment of those addicted 
to the activity. The reason for this 
inaction is that such individuals 
are vital to their bottom line.

Our comm ission’s research 
showed that more than 13 percent 
of patrons at casinos, racetracks 
and lottery outlets are either prob­
lem or pathological gamblers, 
while another 18 percent are at 
risk for developing a gambling ad­
diction.

Further, compulsive gambling 
is not an easy problem to “fix.” 
Only about 3 percent of addicted 
gamblers seek help in a given 
year. Those who do usually come 
to that decision only after having 
“bottomed out,” causing immense 
pain and devastation to them­
selves and their loved ones. In 
addition, success rates for treat­
ment are abysmally low.

It is my hope and prayer that 
the work of our commission will 
be the first step in compelling 
Americans to re-evaluate their 
current infatuation with gam­
bling. Unfortunately, political

leaders have given the green light 
to gambling expansion without 
stopping to count the costs. In­
deed, many of our elected offi­
cials are hooked on gambling 
contributions. Politicians from 
both parties are beating a path 
between Washington and Las 
Vegas to pick up hefty checks 
from the casinos. President 
Clinton was given a $400,000 
check for the Democratic Na­
tional Committee in May.

I urge you, if you have not 
already done so, to contact a 
pastor or counselor in your area 
for help. If you need assistance 
in finding someone who can 
help, please contact our Coun­
seling Department at Focus on 
the Family. Also, assistance can 
be obtained from Gamblers 
Anonymous and Gam-Anon 
(for family members of compul­
sive gamblers).

I am saddened by your situ­
ation and the millions of others 
who have been devastated by 
gambling. We must begin to 
sound the alarm  about 
gambling’s dangers before even 
more families pay a similar 
price.
