C ounty com m issioners meet, handle fu ll agenda
Schleicher County 

Commissioners met Mon- 
^  day, August 10,2009 and 
®  local rancher Shane West 

was on hand to offer his 
thanks to road superinten­
dent Mark Graves and the 
county road crew for their 
prompt repair of County Road 316 af- 

H  ter recent heavy rains.
Swimming pool manager Sylas 

Politte was also present. He intro­
duced lifeguard Corie Williams to 
the court. Williams was a 2009 grad­
uate of Eldorado High School. She 
became a certified lifeguard while 
working at the pool. She will soon 
leave for college in Lubbock.

Politte then advised that the 
pool's old "Orangeburg" sewer pipe 
collapsed recently and had to be 
replaced.

Tax appraiser Jani Mitchell then 
presented the county's 2009 certified 
appraisal tax roll. She advised that 
she withheld approximately $10 mil­
lion in YFZ Ranch property from 

€1 the roll, including the temple, due to 
litigation. The property could be re­
stored to the roll if the tax appraisal 
district opts not to extend a religious 
exemption to the property.

Mitchell also noted that appraised 
£  values are down county-wide by ap­

proximately 18 percent. The drop is 
mainly due to a decline in oil and gas 
valuations.

The commissioners were clearly 
relieved that the decline was only 18

percent and not the 45 percent that 
had been projected earlier.

The county's effective tax rate 
for his year stands at 88.98 cents per 
$100 valuation. That compares to last 
year's 65 cent rate. In other words the 
county will have to increase its tax 
rate from 65 cents to 88.98 cents to 
raise the same amount of money as it 
received last year. Rates could go up 
another eight percent without trig­
gering a rollback election.

Other factors determining the 
amount of revenue raised by a specif­
ic tax rate include discounts for early 
payment, homestead exemptions and 
a freeze on senior citizen rates.

The court discussed the new taxes 
that will be generated in the near fu­
ture from the wind turbines, the AEP 
substation and the new LCRA power 
lines.

Two sealed bids were received for 
diesel fuel. Regal Oil bid of $2.3305 
per gallon. That bid was accepted 
while a bid submitted by T&C Whole­
sale of Mertzon was declined due to a 
date conflict.

Agrilife extension agents Cody 
Bundick and Courtney Barbee gave 
reports on their summer projects.

Bundick informed the 
court the 4-H conces­
sion at the boer goat 
sale this weekend was 
a success. County Ex- 
tenison Agent Barbee 
dropped by to tell the 
commissioner about 

her diabetic luncheons, held at noon 
each Monday at the County Annex 
Building on South Main Street. She 
invited each of the men to them to 
stop by.

Road superintendent Mark Graves 
then advised the commissioners that 
it is likely to cost the county $16,000 
to have the 20-year-old pile of tires 
near the county barn hauled away 
and recycled. The commissioners 
asked that the matter be placed on 
the next agenda for discussion and 
action.

County Judge Charlie Bradley ad­
vised the commissioners it will cost 
$10,790.90 to purchase and install a 
20-key pad system, including solenoid 
valves and electrical lines for the new 
unleaded fuel tank and pumps the 
county recently purchased.

The county will also incur the ex­
pense of surrounding a diesel fuel 
tank with in a berm in order to satis­
fy the state's environmental require­
ments. The commissioners approved 
spending up to $12,500 to put the fuel 
system into operation.

Sheriff David Doran was on hand 
to present his department's 2009-10 
budget request. Sheriff Doran asked 
for $32,000 for a new police cruis­
er and $22,000 for a new emergency 
generator and 10 percent raise for all 
Sheriff Office personnel.

County Clerk Peggy Williams 
then spoke to the court about the 
schedule for 51st District Court in 
2010. Judge Barbara Walther asked 
all the counties in her district to 
move their district courts to Tom 
Green County. Currently Walther’s 
district includes Schleicher, Irion, 
Coke, Sterling and part of Tom Green 
County.

Ms. Williams said she was con­
cerned about the expense of trav­
eling to Tom Green County once a 
month. Judge Walther will travel to 
Schleicher County on April 5 and Oc­
tober 4 to conduct district court and 
empanel any grand juries if needed. 
These dates are required by law.

Easements to Golf Carts
A l l  i n  a  d a y 's  w o r k  f o r  t h e  C i t y  C o u n c i l

After a short executive session, the 
Eldorado City Council approved Or­
dinance No. 103-09 under which the 
city takes an easement across proper­
ty in the Sunrise Acres addition. The 
action came after the city failed to get 
all neighborhood residents to grant a 
20-ft. easement to allow the city to ac­
cess utility lines. The ordinance takes 
effect immediately and gives the city 
access to the utilities in the 20-ft. wide 
strip of property.

The council then heard from Ken 
Thomas s concerning the use of golf 
carts on city streets. Mr. Thomas ad­
vised the group that he has a handi­
capped relative who uses a golf cart 
to get around town. He said the man 
was recently cited for driving the golf 
cart on City streets.

Thomas ask the city to enact an 
ordinance where a golf cart could 
be driven on city streets legally if 
the cart is registered and the driver 
is licensed by the state. City coun­
cil member Stan Meador suggested 
Thomas wait on registering the golf 
cart until the city could investigate 
the Transportation Code and any 
new legislation.

Concho Valley Council of Gov­
ernments ^ecutivedirectorJeffrey 
^ tfen , iriori County Judge Leon 
Standard and CVCOG executive as­
sistant Tracy Ogle then met with 
the council concerning new guide­
lines they expect CVCOG to adopt in 
October.

It was noted that Eldorado May­
or John Nikolauk and Schleicher

County Judge Charlie Bradley had 
each been elected by their boards to 
serve on the CVCOG executive com­
mittee and both men have been at­
tending the meetings with neither of 
them serving due to a conflict as to 
which of them could legally hold the 
seat.

It was noted that the proposed 
rules call for a county judge or coun­
ty commissioner to be named to the 
CVCOG executive committee by each 
county's commissioners court. Mem­
ber cities will be represented by pop­
ulation with one collective seat on 
the committee.

With that, Mayor Nikolauk asked 
the council to rescind his appoint­
ment and vote to appoint County 
Judge Charlie Bradley, which the 
council did.

The school's architect, Larry Har­
vey, then met with the council con­
cerning the remodeling project at 
the middle school gym.

Trustees accept resignations, 
add staff as school s tart nears

The Schleicher County ISD board 
of trustees met Monday, August 10 
and accepted the resignations of 
teachers Crystal Dearman and Linda 
Chancellor, who retired. Ms. Dear- 
man left the district to take a job in 
another state while Ms. Chancellor is 
retiring.

The board then approved offer­
ing contracts to Jennifer Luedecke, 
Jorge Pineda and Danny Wilhelm. 
Luedecke will serve as a teacher in 
the elementary. Pineda will take the 
reins of the high school BCIS (com­
puting) program, while Wilhelm will 
teach high school science and coach 
athletics.

Among other business the board 
heard and update from superinten­
dent Billy Collins regarding the 
American Re-Investment and Recov­
ery Act (ARRA). Collins said that the 
district had filed for stimulus grants 
through the ARRA, and things were 
looking good for the district to be 
approved.

The first ARRA fund mentioned 
by Collins is labeled Title I, Part A, 
which would award the district ap­
proximately $50,000 for general edu­
cation use.

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Education system  know s w hat to do in  advance o f sw ine flu  season
AUSTIN -- Texas school officials 

have plans to carry out if the H1N1 
"swine flu" influenza virus hits schools 
this fall.

Here’s a brief version of a set of fed- 
eral/state guidelines schools are to 
follow if flu conditions are about the 
same as they were last spring:

1. Stay home when sick
2. Separate ill students and staff
3. Wash hands frequently with soap 

and water and cover nose and mouth 
with a tissue when coughing or sneez­
ing (or a shirt sleeve or elbow if no tis­
sue is available)

4. Routinely clean areas that stu­
dents and staff touch often

5. Treat high-risk students and staff 
early

6. Consider selective school dismiss­
al to better protect high-risk students

And here is a brief set of guidelines 
to be used if conditions of increased se­
verity emerge.

1. Active screening: Check students 
and staff for fever and other symptoms 
when they get to school in the morning, 
separate those who are ill, and send 
them home as soon as possible; moni­
tor throughout the day

2. High-risk students and staff mem­
bers stay home

3. Students with ill household mem­
bers stay home

4. Increase distance between people 
at schools, such as moving desks far­
ther apart or canceling classes that 
bring together children from different 
classrooms.

5. Extend the period for ill persons 
to stay home: if influenza severity in­
creases, people with flu-like illness 
should stay home for at least 7 days, 
even if they have no more symptoms; 
if people are still sick, they should stay 
home until 24 hours after they have no 
symptoms

6. School dismissals if conditions

warrant

2009: Most drownings on record
So far in 2009,84 children have 

drowned in Texas, according to the 
count by the Texas Department of 
Family and Protective Services.

“If you can’t see a child, you can’t 
save a child,” said Sasha Rasco, the 
state agency’s assistant commissioner 
for child care licensing.

“Children should never be left un­
supervised for any length of time in or 
around water, because the results can 
be devastating.”

An average of 70 children drowned 
each year since the agency began the 
count in 2005. In 2008,82 children 
drowned in Texas, previously the high­
est annual total.

Federal statistics show:
- Children under one year old most 

often drown in bathtubs, buckets or 
toilets.

- Children from one to four years old 
drown most often in residential swim­
ming pools.

- Most young children who drowned 
in pools were last seen in the home, 
had been out of sight less than five 
minutes, and were in the care of one or 
both parents at the time.

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Wanted: A Modest Obama
By all accounts, Barack 

Obama's father, the Kenyan stu­
dent studying in America, was 
cocksure and impressed with 
his own talents. The arrogance 
gene must be dominant. Obama 
clearly has it.

And that, more than any oth­
er factor, is driving his summer­
time swoon. Hubris made him 
reach for too much, too soon; 
brazenly overpromise about the 
effects of his program; overesti­
mate his control of events; think 
the golden touch of his brilliant 
team could solve intractable 
problems; and believe his words 
could trump reality.

The Obama team is fid­
dling with his health-care talk­
ing points. But the verbiage is 
beside the point. What Obama 
needs is a little modesty. It's easy 
to imagine an alternative histo­
ry of a more cautious Obama ad­
ministration that wouldn’t have 
stoked a voter backlash in all of 
six months.

It would have begun with 
the recognition that he won of­
fice sounding like a tax-cutting 
moderate devoted to paying 
for "every dime" of his program, 
against a terrible candidate in 
the middle of a recession blamed 
on the incumbent Republi­
can president. Even Howard 
Dean might have won in these 
circumstances.

As a start, he could have taken

many of the industry groups that 
rallied against HillaryCare and 
benefited from positive network 
news coverage. But pluralities in 
most polls still oppose his gran­
diose plan. The more he talks 
about it, the more the plan and 
his job-approval rating -  down to 
52 percent in Gallup -- sink.

Obama has single-handedly 
brought Republicans back on fis­
cal issues. In the new NBC/Wall 
Street Journal poll, Republicans 
now are more trusted than Dem­
ocrats to deal with taxes, the def­
icit and spending. Republicans 
haven't led on the deficit in that 
poll for more than a decade. Just 
48 percent now trust Obama to 
keep his word, according to the 
NBC/WSJ poll.

People are still fond of 
Obama and want him to succeed. 
In a Pew survey, 74 percent say 
they like him. Independents dis­
approve of his performance on 
the economy and the deficit, but 
are still optimistic about him 
in the long run. Despite all the 
excesses of the past six months, 
they haven't given up on Obama. 
He can reconnect with them, 
and the rest of the public, with 
some modesty. If he can't mus­
ter it for real, he should at least 
pretend.

Folks in Cranfills Gap are still talk­
ing about what happened last Decem­
ber.

Hunting, fishing licenses go on sale Aug. 15
AUSTIN — Texas hunting 

and fishing licenses for 2009-2010 
will go on sale Saturday, Aug. 15. 
Sportsmen are reminded all cur­
rent Texas annual hunting and 
fishing licenses (except for the 
year-to-date fishing license) ex­
pire Aug. 31.

Most fees for recreational 
hunting and fishing licenses 
have increased by five percent; 
resident hunting licenses now 
cost $25, while the Super Com­
bo all-inclusive license costs $68. 
There is no increase in price for 
any of the required stamp en­
dorsements or the $48 Annual 
Public Hunting permit.

Non-resident hunting licenses 
increase by $15 from $300 to $315, 
which also reflects a five percent 
hike.

The resident freshwater fish­
ing package costs $30 and the 
saltwater fishing package is $35.

Effective Sept. 1, the resident 
lifetime fishing and hunting li­
censes will increase to $1,000 and 
the lifetime combination license 
increases to $1,800.

The Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department issues 2.1 million 
hunting and fishing licenses an­
nually through the agency’s 28 
field offices, more than 65 state 
parks and at over 1,500 retailers 
across Texas.

Licenses may also be pur­
chased online through the 
TPWD Web site or by phone (800- 
895-4248). Call center hours are 8 
a.m. to 5 p.m. Monday — Friday.

The online transaction system is 
available 24/7. A $5 convenience 
fee will be charged for online and 
phone orders.

A license confirmation num­
ber is issued at the time of pur­
chase for online and phone or­
ders, and the physical license 
is mailed separately. Confirma­
tion numbers will verify that 
a license has been purchased, 
which is sufficient for dove hunt­
ing, but will not allow hunters to 
take fish or wildlife that requires 
a tag.

In addition to a hunting li­
cense, all wing shooters will 
need to purchase a game bird 
stamp. To hunt doves or teal in 
September, a Migratory Game 
Bird Stamp ($7) is required. Duck 
hunters also need to purchase a 
Federal Duck Stamp and receive 
HIP (Harvest Information Pro­
gram) certification. HIP certi­
fication will be printed on the 
license at the time of sale only af­
ter the purchaser answers a few 
brief migratory bird questions. 
Lifetime license holders must 
also be HIP-certified and pur­
chase the Federal Duck Stamp to 
hunt migratory birds. All other 
state stamp endorsements are in­
cluded with a lifetime license.

New this year, sandhill crane 
permits may be obtained in 
person at no cost only through 
TPWD Law Enforcement offices 
and TPWD headquarters in Aus­
tin. Permits are also available 
anytime online through TPWD’s 
online license sales and by call­
ing 800-792-1112 (option 5, menu 
2) or 512-389-4820 between 8 a.m. 
and 5 p.m., Monday through Fri­
day. For online and phone orders, 
a confirmation number will be 
issued in lieu of a permit and a $5 
transaction fee will be charged.

Hunter Education Certifica­
tion is also required of any hunt­
er born on or after Sept. 2,1971 
and who is at least 17 years old. 
For hunters who are unable to 
work in a hunter education class 
before hunting season for what­
ever reason, TPWD does offer a 
deferral option.

The deferral option allows

people 17 years of age or older a 
one-time only extension to com­
plete the state’s hunter education 
requirements. The individual 
must first purchase a hunting 
license and then may purchase 
the deferral option.

Hunters using the deferral 
must be accompanied by some­
one 17 years old or older who is 
also licensed to hunt in Texas. 
The accompanying individual 
must have completed hunter edu­
cation or be exempt from the re­
quirements (born before Sept. 2, 
1971). The extension is good for 
one license year, by which time 
the person with the deferred op­
tion needs to complete a hunter 
education course.

This option is not available 
to those who have ever received 
a conviction or deferred adjudi­
cation for lack of hunter educa­
tion certification. They still must 
take the course before going 
afield.

Also available through li­
cense agents and online are 
chances for TPWD’s Big Time 
Texas Hunts. The Big Time Tex­
as Hunts program offers the op­
portunity to win one or more 
top guided hunts with food and 
lodging provided, as well as taxi­
dermy in some cases. The crown 
jewel of the program is the 
Texas Grand Slam hunt pack­
age, which includes four sepa­
rate hunts for Texas’ most prized 
big game animals — the desert 
bighorn sheep, white-tailed deer, 
mule deer and pronghorn ante­
lope. There are several quality 
whitetail hunt packages avail­
able, as well as opportunities to 
pursue alligator, exotic big game, 
waterfowl and upland game 
birds.

Entries for the Big Time Tex­
as Hunt drawings are $10 each 
and are available wherever hunt­
ing licenses are sold. They may 
also be purchased online at a dis­
counted price of $9 each. There is 
no limit to the number of entries 
an individual may purchase, and 
entries may be given as gifts for 
others. Purchasers must be 17 
years of age or older.

$100,000 to the Menard Spe­
cial Education Coop. SCISD is a 
member of the coop.

The third ARRA fund, la­
beled Infrastructure, is for an 
unknown amount to help the 
district expand its wireless in­
ternet infrastructure.

“There are an enormous 
amount of strings attached to 
these funds,” Collins said. “We 
will be sure to spend the money 
correctly.”

Collins then updated the 
board on the district's account­
ability reports.

Collins recognized that the 
district received a “Superior 
Achievement” rating on the dis­
trict’s FIRST (Financial Integ­
rity Rating System of Texas) 
report.

The district as a whole also 
received “Recognized” status 
on their AEIS (Academic Excel­
lence Indicator System) report. 
The high school also received 
“Recognized” status while the 
middle school was “Academical­
ly Acceptable” and the elemen­
tary “Exemplary.”

HB 2730 is the DPS’s Sunset 
Legislation, and many of the 
DPS-related bills this session 
were included in HB 2730. Nota­
ble traffic and criminal laws that 
go into effect on Sept. 1 (unless 
otherwise indicated) include*:

Seatbelts:
HB 537 requires all occu­

pants of a vehicle, no matter 
their age, to be secured by a safe­
ty belt, no matter where they are 
seated in the vehicle; changes 
the definition of a passenger ve­
hicle to include a passenger van 
designed to transport 15 or fewer 
passengers including the driver; 
removes the current exemption 
for third-party Medicaid trans­
portation provisions regarding 
the use of child passenger safe­
ty seats; and prohibits a motor­
cycle operator from carrying a 
passenger under the age of 5 un­
less the child is seated in a side­
car attached to the motorcycle.

SB 61 amends the existing 
statute regarding child passen­
ger safety seats. The bill requires 
that any child younger than 8 
years of age be restrained in an 
approved child passenger safety 
seat unless the child is at least 4 
feet, 9 inches in height. The fine 
is no more than $25 for a first of­
fense and $250 for a second of­
fense. The law also creates a new 
court cost for conviction of an 
offense under this section to be 
collected and used by TxDOT to 
buy safety seats for low income 
families. The law becomes effec­
tive on Sept. 1, 2009, but tickets 
for this offense cannot be issued 
until June 1,2010. Police officers 
are allowed to issue a warning 
before that date.

Driving:
HB 55 makes it illegal to use a 

wireless communication device 
in a school zone unless the ve­
hicle is stopped or a hands-free 
device is used. Cities or counties 
wanting to enforce this law must 
post a sign at the beginning of 
each school zone to inform driv­
ers that using a wireless com­
munications device is prohibit­
ed and the operator is subject to 
a fine. It is a defense to prosecu­
tion if the operator was making 
an emergency call.

HB 2730 increases the pen­
alties for driving while intoxi­
cated with a child passenger by 
adding an automatic driver li­
cense suspension period for 
first-time offenders and an in­
creased suspension period for 
repeat offenders. The driver li­
cense re-instatement fee for com­
pleting an education program 
will rise from $50 to $100. Closes

a loophole so a person who com­
mits an offense as a minor can­
not circumvent the driver li­
cense penalty if the person turns 
21 before their court date.

HB 2730 allows a new Tex­
as resident to operate a vehicle 
without a Texas license for 90 
days instead of the current 30. 
(This provision went into effect 
on June 19,2009.)

HB 2012 creates two new pun­
ishment enhancements: a Class 
B misdemeanor if a person 
drives with a suspended license 
and without insurance; and a 
class A misdemeanor if the per­
son driving without insurance 
or a valid driver license has an 
accident and someone is serious­
ly injured or dies as a result of 
that accident.

SB 129 authorizes neighbor­
hood electric vehicles (NEVs) to 
be operated on roads with a post­
ed speed limit of 45 miles per 
hour or less. The bill authoriz­
es driver license holders to oper­
ate NEVs without having a mo­
torcycle endorsement, clarifies 
that drivers and passengers in 
such vehicles are not required 
to wear helmets and specifies 
that enclosed three-wheeled ve­
hicles as described in the bill are 
authorized to operate in prefer­
ential lanes.

Concealed handgun:
HB 2730 amends numerous 

provisions regarding concealed 
handgun licenses (CHLs), in­
cluding eliminating student loan 
defaults as a disqualifier, to clar­
ify that DPS must suspend or re­
voke a license when the licensee 
becomes ineligible and mandat­
ing that a magistrate suspend 
a CHL held by the subject of an 
emergency protective order.

HB 2664 provides a defense to 
prosecution if a concealed hand­
gun license holder carries a con­
cealed handgun into an estab­
lishment that gets 51 percent or 
more of its income from the sale 
of alcoholic beverages, but has 
failed to post the statutorily re­
quired notice that it derives 51 
percent or more of its income 
from the sale of alcoholic bever­
ages. (Under current law, a con­
cealed handgun licensee can be 
charged with a Class A misde­
meanor for doing this.)

HB 2730 removes DPS author­
ity to suspend a concealed hand­
gun license (CHL) for the hold­
er’s failure to display the CHL to 
a peace officer on demand. It re­
moves associated penalties and 
suspensions for the failure to 
display.

Driver license:
HB 2730 requires that all ap­

plicants under the age of 18 take 
the driving skills exam to re­
ceive a driver license. The law 
also requires that a provisional 
driver license (under 18) or in­
struction permit expire on an 
individual’s 18th birthday, re­
moves the requirement that a

provisional driver license or in­
struction permit be renewed an­
nually and increases the fee for 
those licenses from $5 to $15. It 
also extends the current phase- 
two restrictions for holders of a 
graduated driver license from 6 
months to 1 year. These restric­
tions include limited night driv­
ing, prohibited use of wireless 
communication devices and a 
limited number of passengers.

HB 339 increases the total 
hours of behind-the-wheel driv­
ing instruction a teen receives 
from 14 to 34 and creates an 
adult driver education require­
ment for applicants older than 
18 and younger than 21.

SB 1317 creates a six-hour 
driver education course re­
quired for driver license appli­
cants 18 years of age or older. It 
also mandates that applicants 
25 or under must submit to 
an approved driver education 
course. (Goes into effect March 
1 , 2010.)

SB 328 gives DPS the power to 
suspend a minor’s driver license 
if they fail a breath or blood al­
cohol test while operating a 
watercraft. Chapter 524 of the 
Transportation Code also clear­
ly defines the suspension period 
for an individual who was under 
the age of 21 at the time when the 
offense of boating under the in­
fluence or driving under the in­
fluence of alcohol occurred. The 
law also increases the reinstate­
ment fee for a license suspended 
under sections 49.04-49.08, Penal 
Code from $50 to $100.

HB 2730 increases the driver 
license sanction from a one-year 
CDL license disqualification to 
a lifetime disqualification if a 
person uses a motor vehicle to 
transport, conceal or harbor 
an alien. If a child is engaged 
in conduct involving a severe 
form of trafficking persons, a 
judge at a juvenile hearing is 
required to order the juvenile’s 
driver license or permit to be 
suspended.

HB 2730 prohibits DPS from 
issuing a driver license or iden­
tification card to a person who 
has not established a domicile in 
Texas. The law specifies that an 
applicant may receive a driver 
license at a post office box only 
if the applicant’s residence ad­
dress has also been provided, 
with some exceptions.

Crime:
HB 558 allows minors 

to be charged with public 
intoxication.

HB 2386 allows courts to im­
mediately seal juvenile crimi­
nal records if the juvenile suc­
cessfully completes a drug court 
program, or another special pro­
gram ordered by the court.

HB 1282 makes it a Class B 
misdemeanor to steal a driver 
license, commercial driver li­
cense or personal identification.

SB 554 makes it illegal to 
own or possess dog-fighting

equipment and establishes that 
such equipment and property 
where dogs are found to be en­
gaged in dog fighting is contra­
band and is subject to forfeiture. 
The law also makes dog-fighting 
subject to the elevated penalties 
authorized in the Texas Penal 
Code, Section 71.02(a), in an ef­
fort to deter organized criminal 
activity.

HB 1813 makes it a third-de­
gree felony to tamper with foren­
sic, medical, chemical, toxico­
logical and ballistic reports, as 
well as reports of certification, 
inspection or maintenance of in­
struments used to examine or 
test physical evidence. (Current­
ly, someone who does this can 
only be charged with a state jail 
felony.)

HB 358 allows law enforce­
ment authorities to store only 
a small part of gambling ma­
chines that have been seized, in­
stead of storing the whole ma­
chine. They would be able to 
remove and store just the com­
puter chips in gambling ma­
chines, which are the core of the 
machines and contain the infor­
mation necessary for prosecu­
tions to go forward.

Registered sex offenders:
SB 689 restricts Internet us­

age by certain registered sex of­
fenders, and requires registered 
sex offenders to provide infor­
mation about their e-mail ad­
dresses when they register.

Motorcycles etc.:
Senate Bill 1967 requires that 

applicants for an original class 
M license or class A, B or C driv­
er license (including commer­
cial driver licenses and permits) 
with authorization to operate 
a motorcycle, provide evidence 
of completion of an approved 
motorcycle operator training 
course. The law also increases 
the penalty for failure to yield 
the right-of-way if there is a 
crash that results in injury to a 
person other than the motorcy­
cle operator.

Vehicle inspection:
SB 589 requires that a vehicle 

equipment safety compliance la­
bel be placed on a windshield, 
side or rear window stating that 
the window tinting complies 
with the appropriate provisions 
of the Transportation Code. 
Failing to place the required la­
bel on the vehicle could lead to a 
$1,00Q fine.

Miscellaneous:
HB 2730 increases the fine for 

a parking violation at the state 
Capitol from $10 to $25, and in­
creases the late fee from $2 to $5.

SB 1188 authorizes a Texas 
resident to buy firearms, ammu­
nition or firearms accessories 
in any other state, not just those 
contiguous to Texas, to reflect 
updated federal statutes.
