Disaster drill tests response

of area’s emergency services
®Fictional terror plot plays out in Eldorado

It was only a drill, but the 80+ partic-

ipants who converged on Eldorado last
week to take part in the mock disaster

took it very seriously. It was, after all,

the first opportunity to test an area-wide
response to a critical disaster, namely a

suicidal terrorist, bent on killing every-

one in a packed football stadium.

Under the fictional scenario that
played itself out on Wednesday and
Thursday of last week, a deranged pilot
in a lone crop duster decides to unloose
a spray of pesticide over Eagle Stadium

@luring a football game. On his first
pass, most of the players and fans in
the stadium are exposed to the lethal
spray. But, as the pilot banks the plane
and lines up for a second try, the plane
inadvertently clips a light tower, spins

ut of control, then crashes into the
ground just northwest of the Eldorado
city limits. The pilot is killed, but the
remainder of his deadly cargo is released
into the atmosphere and the poisonous
cloud drifts slowly across Eldorado.

It was an unlikely scenario, but so
were the attacks on the World Trade
Center and Pentagon prior to 9/11.

The drill was carried out under the

auspices of the Texas Engincering Ex-

tension Service (TEEX) and included

the participation of 20 agencies, includ-
ing local city, county and school gov-
ernments, as well as representatives of

@ olice, fire and EMS services from each
of the 13 member counties in the Concho
Valley Council of Governments. TEEX
personnel evaluated the response to
the initial threat, then gauged response
as local and neighboring emergency

Qersonnel set up an Emergency Opera-

tions Center and an Incident Command
Post. A mobile command center from
San Angelo was also employed as was
mobile weather equipment from the
National Weather Service.

TEEX also monitored how well the

various agencies were able to com-

municate with one another as the mock
tragedy grew to include all twenty
agencies.

Of course, there was no actual in-

cident, everything was played out as a
“desktop” exercise, Sheriff David Doran
explains. Still, more than 80 participants
from across the Concho Valley were

tested as TEEX members came up
with several alternate twists in order to
complicate the already difficult task of
coordinating fire, rescue and EMS units
from across the area.

Under the mock scenario, ambu-
lances from as far away as Mason and
Brady were dispatched to Eldorado in
order to transport patients to area hos-
pitals. At one point in the exercise, as
coordinators struggled to get a couple of
buses with paramedics from San Angelo
to Eldorado, another fictional tragedy
complicated matters when a tanker truck
supposedly overturned and exploded
near Door Key Lane on U.S. 277 south
of San Angelo.

“We found ourselves scurrying to
reroute ambulances through Knicker-
bocker and Mertzon,” Sheriff Doran
said. “It was just another test to see
how well the system would work when
an already desperate situation suddenly
got worse.”

For his part, Doran was joined at
the Emergency Operation Center by
Eldorado Mayor John Nikolauk and
Utility Superintendent Floyd Fay, as
well as several members of the EMS and
Sheriff’s Department staff,

Meanwhile, Fire Chief Jerry Jones
worked with another group of volun-
teers at the Incident Command Center,
located at the Civic Center.

“It was a pretty good test,” Chief
Jones said. “It wasn’t the real thing,
but it was as close as we could make it
without shutting the town down for a’
couple of days.”

Jones noted that the mock disaster
ended up with a fictional death toll of
45 people, far fewer than authorities first
believed they would be facing when the
event began.

“We don’t ever want to see something
like this happen,” Sheriff Doran com-
mented after the event. “But if some-
thing similar comes along, we will all
have a better understanding of the other
agencies, what they need, and how they
will respond.”

Over on the Democratic side, Hillary Clinton has
constructed a public persona so opaque, even post-
tears, that it is no longer possible to tell what she is

or is not. And John Edwards has converted himself
into a Democratic version of Mitt Romney, mouthing -

platitudes stale since Hubert Humphrey.

Which leaves Barack Obama. And the possibil- -

ity of Obama versus McCain in November.

The Democrat’s appeal is that he has the power
to recast the image of the United States abroad and
at home. An Obama presidency will make America.
less race-conscious -- we will look at him and see
him as the president, not just as the black president.
Overseas, the recasting is even more necessary,
but is Obama too eager to run around the world
embracing dictators?

McCain, too, has the power to make this country .

be itself again, with his principled stand against
torture, his refusal to play immigrant-basher along

with most other Republicans. Even war opponents
who are honest will admit (at least to themselves) .

that his support for the Iraq surge is born of honest
conviction. But I keep thinking back to his “Bomb
Iran” moment, singing it to the tune of the Beach
Boys’ “Barbara Ann.” And I wonder what making
light of such a grave affair says about the man.
They both bear watching. As does the excit-
ing possibility that for the first time, millions of

Americans will know what it feels like to vote for

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, Debunking top health myths

even some doctors believe

(SPM Wire) Do you think that
you need eight glasses of water a
day, that reading in dim light dam-
ages your eyes or that eating turkey
makes you sleepy? Think again.

In a study entitled “Medical
Myths Even Doctors Believe”
published in the “British Medi-
cal Journal,” Indiana University
School of Medicine researchers
explored some commonly held and
untrue medical beliefs.

The researchers studied various
myths -- including those seeming-
ly age-old beliefs that people only
use 10 percent of their brains and
that hair and fingernails continue
to grow after we die.

The surprising findings are that
all these beliefs were unproven or
untrue.

“We got fired up about this
because we knew that physicians
accepted these beliefs and were
passing this information along to
their patients; We didn’t set out
to become myth busters,” said
the study’s co-author Dr. Aaron
Carroll, assistant professor of pe-
diatrics and a Regenstrief Institute,
Inc. affiliated scientist.

The first belief they explored
was that people should drink
at least eight glasses of water a
day. This advice has long been

promoted as healthful as well as
a useful dieting or weight control
strategy.

“When we examined this belief,
we found that there is no medical
evidence to suggest that you need
that much water,” said Dr. Rachel
Vreeman, a pediatrics research
fellow and co-author of the new
study.

She thinks this myth can be
traced back to a 1945 recommenda-
tion from the Nutrition Council. But
an important part of the Council’s
recommendation has been lost over
the years -- the large amount of
fluid contained in food, especially
fruits and vegetables, as well as in
the coffee and soda people drink
each day should be included in the
recommended total.

Indeed, drinking excess water
can be dangerous, resulting in
water intoxication and even death,
the study authors note.

Even before Abe Lincoln was
told that reading in dim candle
light was bad for his eyes, people
have believed that reading in dim
light causes permanent eye dam-
age. And ever since, generation
after generation of parents have
thusly admonished children caught
reading with flashlights under
their blankets.

However, the new study found
no evidence that reading in dim
light causes permanent eye dam-
age. It is true that eye strain can
occur in dim light, causing some
temporarily decreased acuity, but
after rest the eyes return to their
full potential.

And don’t worry about falling
asleep at the dinner table after
gnawing on a turkey drumstick.

Yes, scientific evidence sup-
ports that tryptophan, which is
contained in turkey, can cause
drowsiness. However, turkey
doesn’t contain an exceptional
amount of tryptophan. In fact,
turkey, chicken, and ground beef
contain about the same amount of
tryptophan and protein sources
like pork and Swiss cheese contain
more tryptophan per gram than
turkey.

So why do people believe eat-
ing turkey makes them sleepy but
never feel that way after a burger
or pork chop? This myth most
likely gained credence because
turkey is often consumed during
large, heavy dinners. It’s the total
content of the meal that makes one
feel lethargic.

Dr. Vreeman and Dr. Carroll
also explored the popular belief
that we use only 10 percent of our

To help with the transition, the
government has started the TV
Converter Box Coupon Program.
The coupons, worth $40 each, will
help defray the cost of the con-
verter boxes, which are expected
to cost approximately $50 to $70
each. Each household is allowed
two coupons, and you have to ap-
ply for them.

A massive campaign is cur-
rently under way, and will con-
tinue right up until February 2009.
To encourage people to get their
coupons now, it’s said that there
are a limited number of coupons.
The problem is that the coupons
are only good for 90 days, and
consumers are being forced to
make fast decisions.

There are two ways to look
at it:

1) It’s a long time until Febru-
ary 2009. By then your analog TV
might need replacing and you’ll
end up buying a new digital TV
anyway. And surely, knowing
that millions of people will be
shopping for new ones, televisions
during the 2008 holiday season
will be on sale at good prices.

2) You might want to go ahead
and get a converter because it’s
supposed to help you get more
channels and better reception.

One thing is for certain: By
February 2009, your old analog
TV won’t get any channels. You’ll
either end up buying a new digital

TV, hooking up to satellite or cable -

service -- or getting a converter
box for your old set.

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brains. MR scans, PET scans and
other imaging studies show no
dormant areas of the brain, and
even viewing individual neurons
or cells reveals no inactive areas
of the brain. Metabolic studies of
how brain cells process chemicals
show no nonfunctioning areas.

This myth probably originated
with self improvement experts in
the early 1900s who wanted to con-
vince people that they had yet not
reached their full potential. With
the help of these self proclaimed
experts one could tap into the 90
percent of the brain supposedly not
being used.

The study also showed that fin-
ger nails and hair do not grow after
death and that shaved hair does not
grow back faster, coarser or darker,
among other popularly-held incor-
rect medical myths.

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Former sheriff, sitting commissioner plead guilty
to official corruption in Bastrop County roundup

Richard Hernandez, David A. Goertz illegally used county resources for gain

BASTROP — Former Bastrop
County Sheriff Richard Hernan-
dez and sitting Precinct | County
Commissioner David A. Goertz
today pleaded guilty to official
corruption charges brought against
them in indictments handed down
last May and July. Both were
charged with misusing taxpayer
resources, including county equip-
ment, vehicles, materials, inmate

labor, facilities and credit ac-

counts, for their personal benefit.
Goertz resigned as a condition of
his guilty plea.

Hernandez, 52, served as sher-
iff from January 1997 until he
resigned last May following the
first indictments. Under the plea
agreement, he will spend 90 days
in jail, serve 10 years probation
and forfeit his peace officer’s li-
cense. Hernandez pleaded guilty
to six felony counts, including
theft by a public servant, abuse
of official capacity and misappli-
cation of fiduciary property. He
must pay the county $16,000 for
diverting county money for profit
and personal use.

Goertz, 52, took office in
January 2005. He pleaded guilty
to a Class A misdemeanor charge,
abuse of official capacity. His six-
month jail sentence is probated
for one year. He must pay $1,499
in restitution to Bastrop County
along with a $1,500 fine. He must
also perform 120 hours of com-
munity service.

himself as a private citizen, later
sold this vehicle to a dealer in an-
other county for $28,500, pocket-
ing the difference.

Hernandez also committed
theft by using county inmate labor
and materials to build large barbe-
cue pits, one of which he sold at 100
percent profit to a local citizen for
$2,000. According to the indict-
ment, Hernandez used county ma-
terials such as motor fuel, propane,
tools, tires and other items for his
personal benefit throughout his
time in office.

Both Hernandez and David
Goertzroutinely used inmate labor
to improve their residences, often
as on-the-clock county employees
oversaw the prisoners. Goertz used
inmates on electrical wiring proj-
ects in his home, as well as other
jobs that benefited him.

The Overview of the Revised
Franchise Tax presentation will
highlight changes made to the
Texas franchise tax by the Texas
Legislature. The webinar will
review the entities subject to the
franchise tax, the new tax base,
tax rates and reporting options
available to taxable entities.

The presentation on Total Rev-
enue will focus on the computa-
tion of total revenue, which is the
starting point for computing the
amount of franchise tax due un-
der the revised franchise tax.

| Comptroller Combs schedules webinars to
inform taxpayers about revised Franchise Tax

The presentation covering
Cost of Goods Sold (COGS) will
focus on the calculation of COGS,
which is a factor that may be used
in determining a taxable entity’s
margin. The webinar will review
all allowable expenses that can
be included as part of COGS, as
well as items that are specifically
excluded from COGS.

The session on Compensation
will focus on the calculation of
compensation, which is a factor
that may be used in determining
a taxable entity’s margin. The
webinar will review the definitions
of wages and cash compensa-
tion, benefits and net distributive
income along with the applicable
limitations on those items.

Don’t give infants or toddlers
cold or cough medicines

(SPM Wire) If your child is
less than two years old and has
a cold, don’t give him or her
over-the-counter cold or cough
medicines.

So says the U.S. Food and Drug
Administration, which has issued a
Public Health Advisory for parents
and caregivers, recommending
that such cough and cold products
not be used to treat infants and tod-
dlers because serious and poten-
tially life-threatening side effects
can occur from such use.

These cough and cold products
include decongestants, expecto-
rants, antihistamines, and antitus-
sives (cough suppressants) for the
treatment of colds.

There are a wide variety of rare,
serious adverse events reported
with cough and cold products, in-
cluding death, convulsions, rapid
heart rates, and decreased levels
of consciousness.

“The FDA strongly recommends
to parents and caregivers that OTC
cough and cold medicines not be
used for children younger than
two,” said Charles Ganley, M.D.,
director of the FDA’s Office of
Nonprescription Products. “These
medicines, which treat symptoms
and not the underlying condition,
have not been shown to be safe or
effective in children under two.”

The announcement does not in-
clude the FDA’s final conclusions
about use of OTC cough and cold
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medicines in children ages two to
11 years. The agency’s review of
data for such use is continuing.

The agency plans to issue its
recommendations on use of the
products in children ages two to
11 years as soon as its review is
complete.

Pending completion of the
FDA’s ongoing review, parents
and caregivers that choose to use
OTC cough and cold medicines
to children ages two to 11 years
should:

* Follow the dosing directions
on the label of any OTC medica-
tion,

» Understand that these drugs
will not cure or shorten the dura-
tion of the common cold,

* Check the “Drug Facts” label
to learn what active ingredients are
in the products because many OTC
cough and cold products contain
multiple active ingredients, and

* Only use measuring spoons or
cups that come with the medicine
or those made specially for mea-
suring drugs.

The FDA recommends that
anyone with questions contact a
physician, pharmacist or other
health care professional to discuss
how to treat a child with a cough
or cold.
