19 year old man charged 
with assaulting local couple

Curtis Wayne Caffey Jr. of 
Eldorado was charged with 
aggravated assault in the 51st 
District Court early Wednesday 
morning. The 19 year old man 
was accused of assaulting Mr

and Mrs Carroll Dean Simpson 
about 11:45 p.m. Tuesday.

Bond was set at $10,000 by 
Justice of the Peace Frank 
“ Pancho”  Bradley.

Simpson, age 21, is in a San

Angelo hospital in serious con­
dition, and his wife is in 
Schleicher County M edical 
Center. The Simpsons and Caf­
fey both live in Sofge 
Apartments.

The Express News will remain in its 
present location until the Success 
Building can be remodeled. The con­
struction will probably be completed by 
October first.

Express News publisher Ed Meador 
said, “ The merger will allow Fred 
Gunstead to have a much deserved 
rest. He will see his 33 years of work 
being continued by his son Bill. And it 
will allow us to improve our staff and 
services to Eldorado.”

More grass fires this week
$400,000 budget approved by 
County Commissioners Monday

Eldorado Volunteer firemen 
have been keeping odd hours 
these days, as several grass 
fires have begun during the 
night and early morning hours.

Firemen were called to a fire 
on Highway 29 Tuesday after­
noon but the fire was exting­
uished by rains before they 
arrived.

Another fire on the Baugh

Ranch west of town began at 
about 8 p.m. The fire burned 
only a small area and was 
extinguished in about 15 
minutes.

A third fire alarm was sound­
ed Wednesday morning for a 
fire in the east end of the 
county. However, firemen were 
radioed that it was put out by a 
heavy shower.

Jimmy Cawley injured
A local man and his San 

Angelo companion were injured 
in an automobile accident near 
Pandale, Texas Sunday, 
August 21.

Jimmy Cawley, the son of Mr 
and Mrs J.F. Cawley of Eldor­
ado, and Cody Arrott of San 
Angelo were involved in a car- 
pickup collision. The occupants

of the second vehicle were 
three youths from Ozona.

Both Cawley and Arrott were 
taken to a Del Rio Hospital. 
Cawley was later released. But 
Arrott was expected to be 
transfered to a San Angelo 
hospital this week.

Both young men are juniors 
at Texas Tech.

A grass fire early Sunday 
morning came dangerously 
close to becoming a tragedy.

The fire began at the dirt 
road north of the Eldorado 
Wool Warehouse and spread 
within 75 feet of gas storage 
tanks and a warehouse belong­
ing to Halbert Oil Company 
before it was stopped.

Twelve men from the Eldor­
ado Volunteer Fire Department 
fought the fire between 3:30 
and 5 a.m. It was reported by 
Pat Joiner who lives nearby.

County Sheriff Orval Edmis- 
ton said he felt the fire was 
started by someone, but could 
not tell if it was deliberate. He 
said a car was seen leaving that 
general area about the time 
deputies and firemen began 
arriving at the scene.

Jack Halbert said there are 
three tanks there holding a total 
of 30,000 gallons of gasoline 
and diesel oil. The warehouse 
contains oil and grease.

Gather up your family re­
cords—It’s time to begin writing 
your family history for the 
Schleicher County Historical 
Society.

It will contain histories of all 
families who lived in Schleicher 
County at any time. Each 
family is being asked to write­
up its history including birth 
dates, military service, marri­
age dates and dates of death,

couldn’t help thinking about 
the hero’ s I had when I was 
growing up. Remember Lash 
La Rue? How ‘bout Gene 
Autry’s horse Champion? Or 
Red Ryder and Little Beaver? I 
loved to sit in the ‘Picture 
Show’ on Saturday afternoon. [I 
didn’t call them movies until I 
was older and I thought it 
sounded better.]

I once wrote a fan letter to 
Jimmy Wakely [remember 
him?] and told Daddy to be sure 
to mail it. I found it about six 
months later in the glove 
compartment of his pickup with 
this list written on it-Cow 
Cake, Dr. Cox’s healing oint­
ment, Pink-eye medicine, along 
with a penciled map showing a 
windmill and cattle guard.

Too Bad - ‘ cause Jimmy 
Wakely wasn’t ‘ that’ great and 
probably didn’t get a lot of fan 
mail.

Entertainment has come a 
long way from the days of 
Harley Sadler’s Tent Show, my 
parents talked about, or the 
neighborhood goat roping.

Today we are exposed to 
Operas, Ballets, Concerts, 
Movies, Alice Cooper, and Hee 
Haw. But are we any better for 
it? I wonder—

Hero worship is a tricky 
business, and we all know 
images are deceiving. We have 
such a choice for a Hero base, 
sports, politics, T.V. and movie 
personalities, or someone down 
the street can provide us with 
an image we admire and imi­
tate. Too many times we ad­
mire what they ‘have’ rather 
than who or what they are. Only 
with maturity do we turn our 
admiration from public figures 
to accomplishments. I guess 
it’s our own personal definition 
of success that chooses our 
ideals.

during a short morning session 
Monday. The sum is from 
several funds but does not 
include federal revenue sharing 
funds. A short version of the 
budget follows this story.

During the meeting, the 
court discussed hiring a night 
deputy with Sheriff Orval Ed­
miston. The present night de­
puty, Johnny O’Harrow, will 
replace Jack Jones who has 
resigned. Edmiston has been 
trying to find replacements for 
the night deputy, but told the 
court during a meeting Aug. 8 
that he could not interest 
anyone in the job because of the 
low monthly salary.

The night job now pays $550 
a month. The city pays $450 of 
the salary, and the county pays 
$100 plus fringe benefits such 
as social security, insurance, 
retirement and workmen’s co­
mpensation. The county also 
furnished the deputy’s car.

During the previous meeting, 
the court authorized Edmiston 
to ask city officials if they could 
increase their portion of the 
salary. Edmiston told the court 
Monday that the City Council 
hesitated to make an official 
decision because two members 
were absent. However, the 
aldermen present gave him a 
verbal agreement that they 
would make a $50 monthly 
increase.

The court decided to offer 
$700 for the job which means a 
$100 increase monthly for the 
county.

Also during the meeting, 
commissioners approved trips 
by three county officials. A.G. 
McCormack will attend the 
county treasurer's conference 
in Galveston Sept. 21-23; Helen 
Blakeway will attend the county 
clerk’s conference in Galveston 
Sept. 14-16 and commissioner 
Gene McCalla will attend the

How I was called to the ministry
By H .W . Gaston

It is difficult to find words that 
will fully and completely descr­
ibe one’s call to preach. Prob­
ably no two persons are called 
in the same manner. Several 
experiences in my early life 
influenced me in this direction.

I was a member of a western 
frontier family of 13 children. 
My father and mother were 
Methodist,but there was no 
organized church there at that 
time. They were both Christ­
ians and made goodness attra­
ctive and beautiful. At home 
they taught us the Bible and 
the teachings of the Methodist 
Church. All of the children 
except one or two still have the 
same belief.

Another experience in my 
childhood that influenced me 
in a strange way was a murder 
in our neighborhood. My par­
ents made me feel that there 
were great forces of evil at 
work. The shocking effect it 
had on the mother of the 
murdered boy and the enor­
mous crowd of shocked people 
at the funeral made me realize 
the tragedy of a wasted life. 
W e saw the great struggle 
between the forces of good and 
evil.

Soon after this tragedy Miss 
Florence Morris of Italy, Texas 
came to our community as the 
teacher of our public school. 
She was very small in stature, 
but a great big bundle of 
goodness and intelligence. 
Where other teachers had 
about used up all the switches 

i on Mule Creek, she made

Rev. Gaston
goodness so attractive and 
alluring that switches weren’t 
needed. I haven’t seen her 
since those school days, but 

•have wished many times that I 
could see her and tell her just 
how much she meant to me and 

. others.
Later I was in school at 

Brownwood. My pastor was Dr 
K.P. Barton, who could say 
more in fewer words than any 
person I have ever heard. 
Because of tragedy in his own 
family perhaps, he was very 
sympathetic and kind. His 
influence on me, and other 
members of the church, was 
great. I hungered and yearned 
to mean as much to God and 
people as Dr. Barton. Not that I 
could reach the heights that he 
did, but that I could strive to do 
so.

I felt the call to preach at this 
time, and was licensed to

preach and become a minister­
ial student at Howard Payne 
College in Brownwood. Later I 
went to SMU, Dallas. My call 
to preach was both direct and 
indirect. All the people that I 
have written about had a 
powerful influence upon me 
and my decision. The evil and 
shocking tragedy, the people 
who made goodness so allur­
ing, certainly drove me a long 
way down the path of goodness 
and truth. The longer I travel 
the road that leads to God in all 
his glory and loveliness, the 
more anxious I am to tell others 
of His truth, grace, mercy and 
love. I long to see the time 
when goodness will cover the 
earth as waters cover the sea. 
[Editor’s note:Mr Gaston is 
now retired and lives in Chri­
stoval.]

2 cups boiled rice
2 tbsp. butter or oleo

Even if you don’t want to join, you will have the 
opportunity to hear a fine speaker. Dr. Forlano will be 
talking about the effects that “ non-prescription medica­
tions”  can have on our bodies. We will have more 
information about this in next weeks paper.
This week I have some microwave statistics for you and 

also a new microwave recipe. I haven’t tried the recipe (I 
don’t have a microwave!) but it sounds delicious. I hope you 
enjoy using it.
MICROWAVE COOKERY...a subject no longer on the 
“ foods of the future”  list. Microwave oven sales have 
dramatically increased since 1970, when 40 thousand units 
were sold. Units of microwave ovens sold in 1977 totaled 
2,000,000 (including units sold commercially). It is 
estimated that about 4 per cent o f the households in the 
United States currently own a microwave oven. The 
microwave industry, however, is anticipating unit sales will 
reach 4 million units by 1980.
Who is the microwave consumer? According to Leo Shapiro 

and Associates, a research company studying and 
monitoring the growth o f microwave cooking:

1. 40 per cent are purchased by families with household 
income of less than $15,000.
2. More than 50 per cent of the microwave ovens are 

purchased by families with two wage earners.
3. More than 30 per cent of the customers are under 35 

years of age.
MEXICALI BAKE

Beef Base:
1-1/2 lb. ground beef
1 small onion, sliced
1 garlic clove, minced
One 12-oz. can tomato paste
One 4-oz. can chopped green chilies
1 tablespoon sugar
2 teaspoons chili powder 
1-1/2 teaspoons salt 
1/4 teaspoon pepper 
Com Bread Topping:
3/4  cup enriched com meal 
1/2 cup all-purpose flour
1/2 teaspoons baking powder 
3/4  teaspoon salt 
3/4  cup milk
1 egg
2 tablespoons vegetable oil

For beef base, combine meat, onion and garlic in 2-1/2 qt. 
casserole. Cook in microwave oven about 6 minutes, stirring 
twice; drain. Add remaining ingredients; continue cooking 
in microwave oven about 2 minutes.

For corn bread topping, combine dry ingredients. Add. 
combined milk, egg and oil; mix just until dry ingredients 
are moistened. Spread over spicy meat base. Cook in 
microwave oven 8 to 9 minutes, rotating dish 1/4 turn 3 
times. Makes 6 to 8 servings.

Ordination 
history 
is told

An ordination is an event 
with a long history, having 
its roots in the ancient 
Hebrew culture. Yet it is 
rare for a local congrega­
tion to witness.

It is that moment when a 
person accepts a new iden­
tity as a member of the 
clergy. For some churches 
it is a sacrament called 
“ holy orders” , and is per­
formed by a bishop. In the 
reformed tradition of chur­
ches, growing out of Swit­
zerland, Holland, and Scot­
land, it is not considered a 
sacrament. Yet it is a 
solemn and holy occasion. 
The Presbyterian, or ref­

ormed, service will be cele­
brated as Lyman Mobley 
becomes a pastor.

A commission from chur­
ches throughout West Tex­
as will ordain Lyman. This 
body consists of both clergy 
and lay people. It reflects 
the fact that the church is 
governed by both clergy 
and lay officers. Lyman will 
then be a member of this 
judicial body which over­
sees the work of the denom­
ination from El Paso east­
ward to Eldorado.

The ritual is historical and 
each word and motion is 
rich with meaning. The 
laying-on-of-hands is the 
essence of the ordination 
service. In theological 
terms the congregation 
watches the visible sign of a 
mystery. The candidate kn­
eels while the elders press 
their hands upon his shoul­
ders and head. It is a way 
that certain powers are 
passed on to him.

By this act the commission 
serves as a witness to the 
fact that the person has 
been given certain abilities 
for leadership, counseling, 
preaching and administra­
tion. They are called “ char­
ismatic gifts” -a  word be­
coming popular in our lin­
go. It simply means that 
these abilities are given to 
the person for the sake of 
the congregation, and not 
for his own personal aggra­
ndizement. When the eld­
ers lay on hands, it is their 
way of publicly recognizing 
these things in him.

The gesture has a rich 
history. Jewish priests used 
to lay their hands heavily 
on the shoulders of the 
sacrificial animal-a bull, or 
a ram-and offer a long, 
solemn prayer. They press­
ed the weight of their 
bodies on the animal as a 
way of signifying that this 
animal stood in place of the 
people. It was being offered 
up on their behalf.
In the Christianizing of 

this tradition, it took on 
plural meanings. The con­
secrated individual still 
stands on behalf of the 
people before God, but also 
stands on behalf of God to 
the people.

The ordination service will 
reflect these various mean­
ings in the liturgy. The 
choir plays a significant 
role, entoning a prayer for 
the spiritual gifts to be 
given to the candidate.

The congregation will 
have greater involvement 
that in the usual Presbyter­
ian format. For the denoue­
ment of the service, the 
people, instead of being 
met at the back door by the 
preacher, will move as a 
body in the opposite direc­
tion. They all go forward to 
meet him as an expression 
of affection.
