Search continues for school tax alternatives

AUSTIN --- State lawmakers
last week continued with their
search to find alternatives to the lo-
cal school property tax that gener-
ates about $10 billion in revenue
each year.

Operating under a directive by
Gov. George W. Bush, the House
Select Committee on Revenue and
Public Education Funding has been
hearing from business people and
individual taxpayers.

Bush wants to cut school prop-
erty taxes by $3 billion and make
up for the lost revenue with a state
sales tax hike and a new business
activity tax. But he said some
groups are voicing opposition to a
new tax on business, while others
are trying to protect their sales tax
exemptions.

"The noise level is loud at the
Capitol, because there are a lot of
lobbyists who are paid a lot of
money to protect the interests of
those who pay no tax to the state of
Texas, and that's not fair," the gov-
emor told the Texas Association of
Home Builders, in a speech last
week.

Rep. Paul Sadler, D-Henderson,
chairman of the select committee,
said he hopes the panel decides on
a tax plan before the end of March.

Senate OKs Managed-Care Bill
Sen. David Sibley's bill that
would hold managed health-care
organizations liable for medical de-
cisions was approved by the Sen-
ate last week.

If
the legislation becomes law, Texas

This bill is for Texans who have
to fight to get the health care they
have paid for years," he said.

Lotto Contract to Be Rebid

The Texas Lottery Commission
voted to accept new bids on the con-
tract to operate the Texas Lottery.

Requests for bids will be sub-
mitted to potential bidders no later
than June 30. Meanwhile, the state's
contract with the current contrac-
tor, GTECH Holdings Corp. of
New Jersey, remains in effect.

The Commission fired Lottery
Director Nora Linares in January

after learning that GTECH had
hired her boyfriend, Mike Moeller,

as a $5,000-a-month consultant in

1992. Harriet Miers, chairwoman of
the three-member commission, pro-
posed that the contract be rebid, af-
ter questions arose as to how
GTECH conducts business.

Last spring, the commission’
voted to extend GTECH's contract
for five years.

Marc Palazzo, a spokesman for
GTECH, said the firm expects that
the state "will act in good faith and
honor the existing agreement."

Last week, the commission also
decided to scrap a plan to consider
using state employees to run the lot-
tery. Miers said lawmakers told her
they would not approve the hiring
of additional employees that would
be needed.

Redistricting Issue Resurfaces

Gonzalo Barrientos, D-Austin,
chairman of the Senate Redistrict-
ing Committee, warned fellow law-
makers against spending too much
time on redistricting during this leg-
islative session.

During a hearing, a few of
Barrientos' colleagues said they fa-
vor redrawing boundaries where
cities and communities have been
split into one or more districts.

Barrientos urged against whole-
sale changes in favor of minor,
technical changes, as set forth in
two bills he has filed that would
keep the Senate and congressional
districts the same for the next elec-
tion.

A Houston federal court redrew
13 of the state's 30 congressional

districts after the U.S. Supremef
Court ruled that three of the districts |

were racially gerrymandered.

Lawmakers have until June 30, |
to draw new congressional bound-:
aries or ratify the court-ordered

plan.

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If yogurt is a meat, then
ketchup is a vegetable

AUSTIN - Serving yogurt as a
meat substitute in school food pro-
grams makes as much nutritional
sense as serving ketchup as a veg-
etable, and yet that's what the United
States Department of Agriculture has
décided to do.

Because of a recently adopted
rule, yogurt can be credited as ameat
a;Iternanve for all meals regulated by
the USDA, which includes the
department's low-income and sum-
mer feeding programs. The rule also
allows the 93,000 schools, partici-
pating in the lunch and breakfast pro-
grams, to be reimbursed by the fed-
eral govemment for the yogurt they
purchase to use in free meal pro-
grams. ‘

"If federal bureaucrats can
change a dairy food like yogurt to a
meat product with the stroke of apen,
perhaps they'll be interested in re-
classifying sirloin as a vegetable and
hamburger as a grain," Jim Selman,
Independent Cattlemen's Associa-
tion president, said. "No matter how
you look at this decision, it flies in
the face of historically accepted nu-
tritional science."

 In fact, Selman said, "the USDA
includes yogurt-with the dairy group
inits Food Guide Pyramid, the most

recent national nutritional recom-
mendations available".

Yogurt is classified this way be-
cause it provides nutrients associated
with this food group, including pro-
tein, calcium, riboflavin and phos-
phorous. Foods from the meat group
are expected to not only be a source
of high quality protein, but also a
good ‘source of iron, zinc, thiamin
and niacin. Yogurt doesn't fit this
criteria.

And on three previous occasions,
the USDA has agreed.

"In this case, the fourth time was
the charm for the yogurt makers who
have been pushing for this change
since 1988." Selman said. "On three
different occasions, the USDA had
refused to accept yogurt as a meat
substitute because of concerns about
the diary product's high sugar con-
tent and nutritional inadequacy, es-
pecially in iron content, when com-
pared to meat."

Selman continued, "Some critics
will dismiss our arguments by say-
ing, 'The beefindustry is just crying
over spilled milk." That's not true.
We're crying over USDA's willing-
ness to play Russian roulette - of the
nutritional variety - with our
children's he

Enforcement

Commissioners for the state's
livestock health agency have put "on
hold" until July 1 the compliance and
enforcement activities for new regu-
lations for Equine Infectious Anemia
(EIA), aviral disease of horses, asses,
mules, donkeys, and zebras. The
agency's executive director, veteri-
narian Terry Beals, said the dozen
govemor-appointed leaders for the
Texas Animal Health Commission
(TAHC) have appointed an ad hoc
committee to ensure all options are
explored for evenhandedly regulat-
ing this equine disease.

In January 1997, commissioners
emphasized education, asking pro-
ducers to voluntarily comply with
the rules requiring equine to be tested
for the virus, equine infectious ane-
mia (EIA), within 12 months prior
to being sold, or participating in trail
rides, shows, fairs, rodeos or exhibi-
tions. A provision also required deal-
ersto keep records on equine bought
and sold, so if the disease is detected,
any potentially infected or exposed
equine can be traced and tested. At

of equine regulations delayed until July 1 °

that time, the TAHC commission-
ers announced the regulations would
not be enforced until after May 6.

"We've had hundreds of calls
from trail ride clubs, playday groups
and other equine organizations that
want more information, brochures or
presentations made to their groups,"
said Dr. Beals. "Disease awareness
has been greatly heightened. Our
efforts to share information with
equine owners will continue. How-
ever, the TAHC commissioners
want to ensure that the regulations
are fair and do not cause undue hard-
ship on any segment of the equine
industry."

At their February meeting, the
TAHC commissioners extended the
"grace period" for compliance and
enforcement activities until July 1.
This will provide adequate time for
the TAHC's ad hoc committee to
assess and reconsider the regulations,
particularly the rule requiring a test
for equine being sold. The appointed
team of equine industry representa-
tives plan to begin deliberations at a

ABCs of HMOs

The TAHC's equine committee
will be cochaired by Mr. Rob
Brown, TAHC chairman and the
commission's equine industry rep-
resentative, and Dr. Dick Sherron,
a public member on the commis-
sion.

EIA, better known as "swamp
fever" or "Coggins," is an incurable
viral infection spread by blood-to-
blood contact. Most often, discase
transmission occurs when biting
flies carry fresh blood on their
mouth parts from an infected equine
to a "clean" animal. Medical instru-
ments and needles contaminated
with the virus can also transmit the
disease to clean animals.

EIA-infected equine can react
in one of three ways. About a third
to half of infected equine will de-
velop clinical symptoms, and suf-
fer from fever, dramatic weight
loss, or swelling around the chest
and legs. Some equine may die
from the infection. Conversely,
other infected equine will demon-
strate no symptoms at all, and are

referred to as "inapparent carri-
ers." In some cases, chronically in-
fected equine display a variety of
symptoms when subjected to
work, stress or travel, but they
may recover when allowed to rest.
Most of these animals will be un-
able to regain or sustain their origi-
nal performance levels, and dis-
eased equine can be reservoirs of
infection that threaten "clean" ani-
mals.

Because there is no vaccine,
cure or effective treatment, the
TAHC gives owners several op-
tions: keep the infected animal un-
der permanent quarantine, away
from all other equine; send the in-
fected animal to slaughter, a re-
search facility or approved clinic,
or have the equine humanely
euthanized.

In January 1997, 26,113
equine were blood-tested in
Texas, which resulted in finding
74 infected equine. From Septem-
ber 1, 1996 (the start of the states's
1997 fiscal year) through Febru-
ary 18, 1997, 198 EIA-positive
equine have been found in Texas.

Dr. Beals reminded producers
that equine entering Texas from
other states must have had a nega-
tive EIA test within the previous
12 months.
