Memories Of World War Il and POW Camp
Are Recalled During Air Force Reunion

It’s a small world. You never know
when who you will meet where, and
sometimes it is someone you haven’t
seen in 35 years.

Jerroll Sanders is testimony to this
statement. He had the occasion to
relive many memories of World War
II during a reunion held in Washing-
ton, D.C. last week. It was the
annual reunion of the Eighth Air
Force, which he served in during the
war.

Sanders got to see many of the
men he had flown with not only on
occasion but on seven or -eight
flights. He also remet a man who had
received the congressional medal of
honor shortly after Sanders arrived
in England and the officer who ran
the mess hall. He admitted none of
them looked like the ‘‘daring young
eagles’’ he remembered.

Sanders arrived in England May
19, 1943 as one of 23 replacement
bombadiers. He flew 23 missions
before being shot down over Ger-
many Feb. 11, 1944. He was wound-
ed twice, once in the hand and once
by machine gun fire in the leg. He
recalls he was standing fastening the
harness of his parachute when hit.
“If 1 had been kneeling behind the
gunner like I usually did, I would

have been shot in the face.”’ The way
it was, junk metal did hit his face,
head and arm.

When his plane was shot down, he
landed by parachute 25 or 30 miles
inside the French coast. ‘*When I hit
the ground, there was a German
sergeant looking at me, about 10 feet
away. He said, ‘You will come with
me, please.” And, of course, I did.”’

Sanders and the plane’s navigator
were captured immediatley. One
man was killed in the plane and one
was injured. The injured man was
kept by the French underground and
eventuall turned in to a hospital
where he was captured by the
Germans. The other six men were
hidden by the underground and were
returned home. :

Sanders was taken to a little town
and then put on a train at Paris which
took him to Frankfurt where he had
dropped bombs two days before. He
was then taken to the prisoner of was
camp Stalag Luft I at Barth. He and
several other prisoners spent one
night in a Berlin train yard in a box
car. During that night, the British
dropped bombs almost constantly.

Once at the camp, he joined about
9,000 U.S. Air Force prisoners. He
says they did not receive bad

...In which Sanders flew
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treatment, although they ‘‘were a
little hungry at times.”” Red Cross
packages were supposed to come
once a week for each man, but
sometimes one package had to be
rationed between four or five men.
They supplemented the basis diet of
cabbage, potatoes, rutabagas and
brown bread that ‘‘looked like saw-
dust.”

One night in April, the German
guards left the camp with the
Russians on their tails. POW’s put
their own men in the guard towers
““to keep the Germans out and the
prisoners in.”’

On May 2, a Russian colonel
arrived at the camp to liberate it. He
ran a tank along the wire boundaries
and had the prisoners burn the
towers. “‘1 gathered my chocolate
bars and headed east with the
Russians,”” Sanders remembers.

When he and the group of men he
was with reached Paris, they were
stopped by MP’s who spotted their
helmet liners and the homemade
insignias they had fashioned out of
tin cans. They were stopped and
ordered to send telegrams home,
and then were sent on their way.

At Wismar, Germany on the River
Elb, they stopped at a bridge

manned by Russian guards on one .

end and British on the other.
‘““Communication was difficult,”’
Sanders says ‘‘because we spoke
English and a little German, but the
guard spoke only Russian. But then
we found out that one of us spoke
Polish and so did he. We told him
we wanted to cross over to the Allies
and he said he could not let us. We
told him we would wait until dark
and then swim across. Then he
grinned and motioned us across.”’
When they got halfway across the
bridge, a jeep made a U turn on the
other side. On its side was an
American flag. ““You talk about
some boys whooping and hollering,
we did it,”” he laughed. The men
spent the night with an American
artillery outfit and they showed the

-former prisoners something new —

bazookas. ‘“They set up a SO gallon
barrel of gasoline in a field and then
shot itv with a bazooka. We were

lmpressed and I bet the Germans
were, too.’

Sanders was put on a boat headed
home and landed in Boston and then
went home to Texas. He and his
sweetheart, Bobbie, were married
while he was on leave. They were
headed for Miami, Fla. when the
Japanese said they wanted to
negotiate for peace.

All of these memories and more
were relived during the recent
reunion. In addition to meeting the
men he had flown with, he saw
several books on the eighth air force
and pictures of the crews he worked
with.

One of the highlights was a visit of
the White House. ‘‘But I was too
busy visiting to go,”’ he laughed.

Lush Forage Can Be Fatal

Cattle in some parts of
Texas may find lush forage
to their liking this time of
the year, but the grass
could be a ‘‘death trap.”’

The problem afflicting
cattle, especially cows in
late pregnancy or early
lactation, is known as grass
tetany or grass staggers,
points out Don Dorsett,
forage specialist with the
Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service.

“‘Grass tetany is caused
by a deficiency of magnes-
ium in the animal’s diet,”
explains Dorsett. The prob-
lem is most prevalent in
early spring and late fall
when forage is often lush
but is low in magnesium.
Dry grasses can also be a
factor once cold weather
hits.

‘“Grass tetany is most
often a problem when cows
are on a strict grass diet. It
is particularly prevalent in
pregnant cows or those
with young calves that have
a high energy requirement
which cannot be met with
grass alone,”’ notes Dor-
sett.

To prevent grass tetany,
the specialist suggests sup-
plementing cattle, especial-
ly cows, with a grain or
other high energy, magne-
sium containing feed and
establishing legumes in
grass pastures. Legumes
contain adequate amounts
of magnesium to meet
animal requirements.

When should a cattleman®

suspect grass tetany in his
herd?

“From the onset of the
symptoms until coma takes
less than 10 hours, and few
animals survive once coma
is reached.”’

Although physical symp-
toms of grass tetany appear
suddenly, the condition
actually occurs over a
period of several weeks,
notes the specialist. Live-
stock can store magnesium
in their bones, and during
short periods of defiency in
feed, they have the ability
to use this magnesium.
However, when the stored
supply is exhausted, the
physical symptoms appear,
first in older animals.

How You Can Save Energy

Food preparation
accounts for 4.3 percent of
the nation’s energy use.
Here are some ways that
you can cut down when
cooking.

Use the smallest
appliance possible for pre-
paring small meals. A pop-
up toaster uses one-third of
the energy that a full-size
oven requires to toast
bread. A table-top oven is
ideal for small-to-medium-
size baking and broiling
need.

Always boil water in a
kettle or covered pot — it
will do the job faster and
with less energy. A whistl-
ing kettle is helpful — it
tells you when the water is
ready and can prevent acci-
dents by letting the water
boil out.

Pans with non-stick lin-
ing require lower tempera-
tures for frying or stove top
broiling. Use them to cut
down on energy while you
cut down on cholesterol.

Ceramic and glass cas-
seroles retain heat better
than other materials. When
they’re used for baking,
you can lower your oven
stting by 25 degrees. How
about some energy saving
one-dish meals?

Don’t drown your vege-
tables. Less water will heat
faster, the vegetables will
taste better and retain more
nutritive values. Try a
pressure cooker.

Many recipes tell you to
start off by preheating your
oven, without any regard
for the amount of time you
will need to assemble your
equipment and ingredients
and prepare the food for
cooking. Five or ten
minutes is the maximum
time required for preheat-
ing; don’t waste energy by
turning on your oven soon-
er than necessary.

Always turn off your
burner or oven before re-
moving the food from the
heat — that’s a safety rule
as well as an energy tip.

When preparing cas-
seroles or meats, you can
turn off the-heat 10 minutes
before the food is done. The
residual heat will finish the
job.

cookies are baking! Each
time the oven door is
opened the temperature
drops 20 to S0 degrees. So
every peek you sneak sets
you back in both time and
energy. (If you’re in the
market for a new oven, a
glass door can help you kick
the peeking habit.)

A microwave oven will
save you time and help you
achieve  real ‘energy
economys; it uses only 20-25
percent a§ much energy as
a conventional oven.

Food plates, and platters
can be warmed with the
stored heat remaining in
the oven after baking, with
no additional energy use.
Oven-to-table dishes are
excellent for this purpose
and are now available in a
wide variety of patterns
pretty enough for party
use.

Plan a no-cook dinner at
least once a week using
fruit, salads, cold meats
and milk products to pro-
duce a tasty ,energy saving
meal.

Check your oven door
seal. A cracked or brittle
seal can cause heat loss
which wastes energy and
costs you money.

COOLING
Put a note up on the
refrigerator reminding the
family members to think
about what they want from
inside before opening the
door, and to take out what
they want in as few trips as
possible. Loitering in front
of an open refrigerator door
and frequent door openings
waste energy by allowing

cold air to escape.

Make sure the refrigera-
tor door gasket has a good
seal. You can check this by
placing a piece of paper
between the door gasket
and the cabinet. If the
paper can be pulled out
easily without any resis-
tance, the seal needs re-
placing. If your gasket does
not seal properly it will let
cold air out — the refrigera-
tor will have to work harder
to maintain the proper
temperature.

Keep your freezer or
freezer section well stock-
ed. Less electricity is used
to maintain the tempera-
ture when the freezer is
full.
