With him was newly elected U.S.
Representative Tom Loeffler. Loeff-
ler also emphasized that Geist-
weidt ‘‘speaks from the heart’’ and
has the ability to represent the
agricultural industry in the district.

Blood Services

Coming Jan. I8

Once more, the residents of
Schleicher County will have a chance
to give ‘‘the gift of life’’ as the West
Texas Blood Services makes a visit to
the city of Eldorado. The blood
services will be at the Memorial
Building from 1:30-7 p.m. Jan. 18.

Donors must be ages 17-65, must
weigh at least 110 pounds, and must
have never had hepatitis, cancer,
heart, liver, lung, kidney, stomach or
blood disease or diabetes requiring
insulin.

West Texas Blood Service is
affiliated with United Blood Service
which is the largest non-profit self-
supporting blood system in the
world. It meets the needs of patients
in 40 hospitals in 25 West Texas
counties. The land area served is
over 27,000 square miles with a
population of nearly one-half million
people. Patients in these hospitals
require 1200 units of blood or blood
components each month.

Whole blood lasts 21 days and can
be separated into components so that
four persons can be helped by one
donation.

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County Employees Get

I5 Percent Pay Raise

Employees and elected officials of
Schleicher County received good
news after a meeting of the Schlei-
cher County Commissioners Court
Monday. After deliberating most of
the day about low wages, county
revenue, the lack of hands at the
county. barn and low county taxes,
the court recessed at 5:30 p.m. after
agreeing to give county employees a
1S percent pay raise. The only
exception is for the commissioners
themselves, who chose to raise their
salaries by only five percent.

Actually, only a five percent pay
raise was in the 1979 budget, but the
court felt that a larger pay raise was
in order. Also asking for larger pay
raises was sheriff Orval Edmiston
appearing on behalf of his two
department employees, Clay Burle-
son, who appeared on behalf of the
county road employees and county
clerk Helen Blakeway.

Burleson noted that road hands
now receive $3.15 an hour and ‘‘your
can’t make a living on that.”’ He said
he has trouble keeping workers
because as soon as he teaches them
how to operate equipment, they can
find work somewhere else for higher
wages. He said he needs four blade
men at all times and now he has only
four -regular -employees; including
himself.

With the new pay raise, road
hands will receive $3.50 an hour.
They and other regular county
employees will see a difference in
their pay checks the first of Febru-
ary, however, elected officials will

have to wait until the first of March
to get their raise because their
salaries must be publicized and then
a public hearing held. The public
hearing is set for 10 a.m. Feb. 12.

With the proposed new salaries,
elected officials will receive the
following: commissioners, $5,106;
county judge, $14,763; sheriff and
tax assessor-collector, $14,562;
county and district clerk, $12,947;
county treasurer, $12,947; county
attorney, $12,331 and justice of the
peace, $8,013.

General consensus of the court is
that county taxes will have to be
increased not only to pay for the pay
hikes, but also to pay for other
county expenses. Schleicher county
taxes have not been raised in 21
years and there are only four
counties with lower taxes than this
county.

This means the court will then
have to decide later in the year on
the amount of tax increase.

Also appearing before the court
was Howard Derrick on behalf of
landowner Jack Mann who is asking
for a revision on a right of way
agreement. A new road will pass
through Mann’s property east of
Eldorado connecting the Mcintosh
road ‘to the old “Fort McKavett-
Sonora highway. Originally, the
agreement was for $3500 in damages
over and above the land and $150 an
acre for the land. He is now asking
for $4000 in damages. He and
Derrick are also asking that the same
fencing specifications used on the

road in Sutton County be used on the

road in Schleicher County. They are
asking for seven gates on the road,
the installation of a cattle guard, and
improvements on an entrance to the
ranch. Derrick explained that pre-
sently, the entrance to the new road
would be too sharp for a truck to go
through and is asking for improve-
ments there.

No action on the matter was taken.

Derrick also spoke to the court
about repair work at the airport,
mainly for the new county judge
Johnny Griffin and new commis-
sioner Holvey Enochs. He said that
repairs on the airport are needed
now and if they were not made, there
would be a tremendous expense for
repairs. He also said the last time the
airport was repaired, it was done like
a street and the gravel creates much
damage to propeilors. Derrick ex-
plained that the airport sold gasoline
at very little profit and there was no
expense at the airport except for
replacing light bulbs.

Also during the meeting, ten local
residents were named to the state
historical committee. They are Mar-
garet Frost, chairman; Frankie Will-
iams, Patsy Kellogg, Wenona Is-
aacs, Hubert *Graves, Mrs. R.L.
Ballew, Elizabeth Powell, Mrs. Ethel
Etheredge, Mrs. Bill Freitag, and
Mrs. Harry Mercer.

Also, county holidays were estab-
lished. The holidays are Memorial
Day, Independence Day, Labor Day
and two days each for Thanksgiving,
Christmas and New Years.

The day after the wedd-
ing they returned home and
found out everyone already
knew about the marriage.

Roy worked in the con-
struction field the first four
years after he was married
then began working for the
Santa Fe Railroad in Well-
ington, Kansas. About a
year later he transferred to
Slaton, Tex. and then to
San Angelo in 1967.

While protein supple-
mentation is one of the
largest out-of-pocket ex-
penses in a cow-calf opera-
tion, it is one of the most
necessary supplemental
feed ingredients when
other feed sources are low
in protein.

Animals with low protein
diets lose their appetite,
develop a rough appear-
ance, become weak, and
have lowered resistance to
disease. The end result is
reduced growth, reproduc-
tion and calf weights.

The need for protein
supplementation results as
nutrient composition in for-
age changes with the sea-
sons. Therefore, nutrient
intake varies. Once grass
stops growing and loses its
green, lush appearance, it
become coarse and fibrous.
Crude protein content may
fall from 12 to 4 percent or
less, and forage dry matter
digestibility may drop from
65 to 35 percent. These
nutrient compositions vary
greatly over time and sup-
ply cattle completely differ-
ent diets due to seasonal
changes.

Spring and summer diets
are usually adequate for
beef cattle needs while fall
and winter diets are lacking
in nutrient composition.

Cattle can not eat enough
poor quality forages to ob-
tain needed nutrients. Win-
ter grass is old and fibrous,
low in nutrients, and more
slowly digested. Thus, con-
sumption is lowered and
the animal received even
less nutrients as a result of
lowered intake.

Added protein increases
digestion of fibrous mater-
ial. It not only helps bal-
ance an animal’s protein
needs but increases forage
intake due to increased
digestibility of the forage.

Since protein is required
for growth and milk produc-
tion, protein requirements
for heifers and lactating
cows are higher than for
dry, pregnant cows. Lactat-
ing cows require twice as
much crude protein per day
as dry, pregnant cows and
26 percent more than
heifers.

Lice cost U.S. cattlemen
more than $50 million an-
nually, so it’s important to
control them.

Lice begin to reproduce
rapidly  with the onset of
cool weather, so peak pop-
ulations on cattle occur in
late winter and early
spring. Uncontrolled lice
can soon infest a whole
herd because with cold
weather, cattle tend to
bunch up more so that the
pests can move easily from
one animal to another.
Heavy hair coats on ani-
mals during cold weather
also afford protection for
the parasites and allow for
increased reproduction.

Both types of lice —
bloodsucking and biting —
infest cattle. Sucking lice
pierce the animal’s skin
and suck blood while biting
lice feed on particles of

hair, scale, scab and skin
exudation.

Lice infestations irritate
animals, causing itching,
scratching and rubbing on
fences or anything else
available. This produces
denuded areas, bruises and
lacerations on the affected
animal. Heavily infested
animals will have an un-
thrifty appearance and will
suffer weight reduction,
decreased milk production,
anemia or even death. Lice
infested animals may also
be more subject to infect-
ious diseases. Heavy lice
infestations often stunt
calves.

Spraying or dipping in-
fested animals with the
proper insecticide is the
most effective means of
controlling lice, however,
properly places and main-
tained dust bags offer ef-
fective control and save
both time and labor. Posi-
tion dust bags prior to lice
buildup so that cattle can
become accustomed to
using the bags.

In a spraying or dipping
program an animal must
receive a thorough soaking
in each of two applications
14-18 days apart to effect-
ively control lice. The sec-
ond spray or dip will kill
any lice hatching from eggs
that were laid prior to the
first spraying. They spray-
ing, use a high pressure
(250 pounds per square
inch) and thoroughly wet
animals to the skin.
