wealth. The. expert on the ground,
by teason of his access to county
records and famillarity with prep-

dellnquent tax sales as oeccur, He

knows what the property is worth, |

whether or not good title can be
secured. what It Is likely to bring
at sale and on the market. In fact
he knows all about It. This In-
formation he furnishea to his east-
ern backer, togother “with advice as
Lo when such desirable parcels are
to be sold, The eastern partner,
acting through dummies. bids: the
wroperty In, as he can very easily
do, since he has a margin of 33 1-3
per cent over any other bidder, be-
cause that iy the @mount he will
get back of the money he pays for
the land when It is knocked down.
Thus he Is nearly always able -to
buy land at a fraction of its real
value or In case the property is re-
deemed he will receive $2.00 return
for each-dollar he pald under the
law. And In addition to that he is
certain to recelve his 33 1-3 per cent
commission for collectlion to which
the firm is entitled under the con-
tract '

Thus briefly I have sketched for
you some of the high lights of tax
experting as it Is practiced in Texas
todany. The South Texas Chamber
af Commerce has no fight to make
on fax experts per se. There may
be and no doubt mre many in-
stances where It |s advisable for
~ounty authorities to seek special
tld and counsel in the nssessing and
2ollzcting of taxes. But where such
aid ix sbught wa coptend that It
should be on a per diem and not on
a per dollar basis. There are plenty
of competent men who would be
willing to serve for a fair wage,
and a falr woage for such services
18 not §50.000 per year or mpltiples
thereof.

The South Texag§ Chamber of
Commerce believes that the fee ays-
tem af employing tax experts is
wrong. We belleve that it is against
the public interest, ineguitable, un-
Just, uneconomic and ought to be
abolished, We want as much help
as we can gét. We want financial
gelp as well as moral help frome
all of the business Interests who
realize the importance of this mat-
tér to the welfare of aur people.
We want to carry this campaign, if
necessary, into every county In Tex-
as and to turn the spot light on tax
experting so brilliantly that every
thread of its shoddy fabric may be
revealed to the public gaze, We, as
Texans, have enough burdens to
support In the way of governmental
agenclea wiihout the ndded load of
several millions of dollars worth of
tnx expertis.
