The. 13 countries that
make up OPEC have agreed
to price and production
firgures for their oil. The
agreement calls for the
benchmark or base price to
be 29 dollars a barrel. Ali
countries ~ have ' accepted
production quotas, except
Saudi Arabia. Sheik Ya-
mani of that country said
Saudi Arabia will be the

‘ swing producer and will

raise or decrease produc-
tion according to demand.
