Crop Insurance covers unavoid-

able loss of production resulting-

from adverse weather conditions,
wildlife, earthgquake, or fire.

“Three coverage levels (50, 65, or
75 percent) are available for in-
surance protection. Additionally,
FCIC offers three optional price
elections for valuing production lost
or damaged,” says Sampley.

“To assist producers, the Federal
Crop Insurance Corporation will
cost-share up to 30 percent of the
cost of carrying insurance. For more
information about the program, pro-
ducers should contact an authorized
Crop Insurance agent,” says Samp-
ley.

To select an agent, producers
should check the list of agents
available at their county ASCS
office. Applications should be made
no later than September 30.

“You always hurt the one you
love” probably means a little
more than the lyrics to an old
song to some Schleicher County
residents or so Irene Page’s
statistics indicate. Miss Page is
the county liaison for the San
Angelo Family Shelter. The na-
tionwide rule of thumb indicates
that 10 percent of the women out
of any given population has
experienced either emotional,
psycological or physical abuse
from a loved one each year. The
liasion for the family shelter is
new to Schieicher County in that
this past Tuesday is only the
second visit to Eldorado. The
newly expanded program is in-
tended to inform the public that
there is a haven for the battered
wife and a counselor will be in
our midst on the 1st Tuesday of
each month and officed in the
Memorial Building.

THe liaison program, an in
community counselor for thirteen
West Texas counties surrounding
the family shelter center is
located in San Angelo. The
location of the center itself .is
kept confidential for the obvious
reasons but, last year Ms. Page
stated that the center housed
over 175 families and received
over 300 calls in which counsel-
ing was offered. The center is
manned with a program director
and five full time peer counseiors
who assist the battered and
abused families through these
unsettling family problems.

The services offered by the
shelter are counseling to the wife
and instilling in her the ability to
find avenues necessary to break
the wife-beating cycle, a cycle
which is often caused by stress
and tension. Ms. Page said there

are several factors which bring on
the wife-beating syndrome in a
spouse. Some of which are
jealousy, fear, frustration. lack of
control over one's life, money
problems. problems  with the
children. She also stated that
drug and alcohol abuse were not
causes for wife beating but were
there again only symptoms of the
basic stress and tensicn Syn-
drome. -

The shelter ‘he
battered worman a place of sa~c-
tuary for herself and her childe-n,
counseling and how tc prevent
abuse if  possible
avenues of escape if
said the program was getting
support from many area hospitals
and law enforcement agencies
and that the Texas Attorney
General’s office was highly bene-
ficial to the program. One of the
newer mechanisms to prevent
family abuse is the warrantless
arrest in cases of wife-beating
where there is justifiable evi-
dence that the beatings will
continue and the family is in
jeopardy. Law enforcement offi-
cers can arrest the batterer
without a warrant.

The shelter is limited in it's
ability to protect the family until
the family is at it's location and
the best avenues for abused
families to seek assistance from
the shelter 1s to either call the
local law enforcement agency or
call 655-5774 if necessary. col-
lect, the phone line is open 24
hours a day and all family abuse
discussions are kept confident-
ial.

PSAT tests set

More than 1.4 n 'ion students
are expected !°, Vtake * -« Preliminary
Scholastic Aptitude Test/National
Merit Scholarship Qualifying Test
(PSAT/NMSQT) this fall in over
19,000 high schools across the
nation. Among them will be 35
students scheduled to take the test
October 23 at Eldorado High School,
according to Ken Newman of the
school's counselor office.

The PSAT/NMSQT will be of-
fered nationally this year on Satur-
day, October 20 and Tuesday,
October 23. Since 1959, nearly 30
million students have taken the test,
which measures verbal and mathe-
matical abilities.

"*Students take the
PSAT/NMSQT for several reason,”
said the local counselor. “The
PSAT/NMSQT is the qualifying
exam for students wishing to
participate in competitions of the
National Merit Scholarship Corpor-
ation. Students also want to find out
how they rank among their peers
taking the test in other parts of the
country.”

Before taking the PSAT/NMSQT,
students receive a Student Bulletin
containing a compiete practice test
with an answer key and scoring
instrudtions. After the test, they
receive a booklet  About Yout
PSAT/NMSQT ¢<cores, that helps
them to interpi-.t their test results
and plan for college.

Particularly helpful for students
is the. Report of Student Answers,
which includes the correct answers
and their own responses and scores.
They also receive their own test
booklets so they can review the
actual questions, see the ones they
got wrong, and try to figure out the
correct answer and why they may
have missed it.

The College Board also provides
other services that enable coun-
selors and other school personnel
to better understand and interpret
the test results to students and
parents.

Better hunting

AUSTIN -- Dry weather and sun-
scorched habitat so far have failed to
seriously hurt the state’s white-tail-
ed deer populations, and may even
contribute to a better hunting
season this fall.

This is the view of Horace Gore,
white-tailed program leader for the
Texas Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment, who said so far no drought-
related deer die-offs have been
reported.

“The deer are doing pretty well,
even in the really dry areas,” said
Gore, “but fawn crops and antler
development are extremely poor in
some regions."” The deer season in
most counties will be Nov. 17, 1984,
through Jan. 6, 1985.

Gore notes that hunter harvest
traditionally is higher during a dry
year when deer are forced to move
around more than usual to find food.
“I'm almost certain the acorn crop
this year will be poor so the deer will
be moving around quite a bit more
during the daylight hours.”

Many landowners have inquired
about the feasibility of supplemental
feding of deer during the current
drought, a practice biologists con-
sider marginal in terms of benefit to
the deer herd. “A landowner may
help the deer a little by feeding corn,
and it may serve to hold the deer in a
particular home area,” Gore said.

But supplemental feeding in the
quantities usually provided probably
has very small long-term effect on
the overall nutritional well-being of a
deer herd.

Gore said some parts of the state
are not hurt by dry weather so far,
but others are as dry as experienced
observers have noted in years.
“Most of the Edwards Plateau is
extremely dry, and that drought area
extends throught the western haif of
South Texas,” Gore said, adding
that this is a region which provides a
high percentage of the state’s annual
whitetail harvest.

The bone-dry area also includes a
West Texas region roughly bounded
by San Angelo, Abilene, Mineral
Wells and Waco.

Oddly, one of the lushest regions
of the state is the usually-arid
Trans-Pecos, which received larger
than normal aounts of rainfall in
1984. Biologists hope this will give a
boost to mule deer populations
which have declined in some areas
during the past few years.

The East Texas Pineywoods, as
well as the hardwood region cen-
tered around Leon, Robertson and
Anderson Counties, are drier than
normal but not significantly so, Gore
said.

One of the hardest-hit regions
this year and during the past three
years is around Cotulla in South
Texas. The Chaparral Wildlife Man-
agement Area in LaSalle County
south of Cotulla is facing its fourth
year out of the -past five with low
fawn production because of drought
conditions.

[
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Gore reminded hunters that even
with the possibility of some losses
of deer due to the drought, most of
Texas’ deer range is overpopulated
with deer. “Landowners and hunters
should try to use all the antlerless
deer permits they are entitled. to,
because deer popu|ations‘and dry
weather are placing ®Jen more
pressure on overused habitat,” Gore
explained.
