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Hill gets 16 months in federal prison

David Edward Hill, 42, of Eldorado,
a former employee of American Family
Life Insurance Company (AFLAC), was
sentenced Friday to 16 months in feder-
al prison by United States District Judge

-Sam R. Cummings in his Lubbock court-
room. That’s considerably less than the
5 year maximum sentence he could have
received. Hill pled guilty in Augustto a
charge of wire fraud. He was ordered to
surrender_to the Bureau of Prisons on
December 26, 2003. In addition to the

@Irison term, Judge Cummings ordered

“Hill to pay a $2,000 fine and a $100
mandatory court fee. He will face a
three-year probation term once he is re-
leased in 2005.

Laura Kane, Manager of Corporate
Communications for AFLAC told the
Success following Hill’s sentencing,
“David Hill was not an employee of
AFLAC. He was an independent con-
tractor who was licensed to sell AFLAC

roducts. When we learned about his
activities, we terminated our relation-
ship with-him.”

Hill sold AFLAC policies from De-
cember 1994 through September 2000.
He admitted that beginning in March
1998, he obtained employee lists from
various companies and used these lists
to create insurance applications for in-
dividuals on the lists who did not want,
and did not request, insurance policies.
He would sometimes use the name of

#an individual who worked for one com-
pany and submit a false application for
that individual under another company’s
name. Hill submitted the applications

electronically, using a laptop computer,
from Eldorado to the AFLAC office in
Columbus, Georgia. Hill admitted that
he forged signatures on the false appli-
cations and was paid advanced partial
commissions by AFLAC.

Insurance companies routinely pay
commissions to their agents and AFLAC
was no different. The company paid Hill
36 percent of the face value of each pol-
icy that he wrote. However, the compa-
ny went a step farther, paying Hill 63
percent of the commission at the time
the policy was written. The company re-
ferred to the up front payments as "first
year advance commissions."

After Hill was confronted regarding
the fraudulent insurance applications, he
paid AFLAC $19,340 in restitution.
Later, AFLAC withheld $26,319.72 in

commissions from Hill, resulting in
AFLAC recovering their total loss of
$45,659.72.

The case against Hill grew out of an
investigation into money missing from
the Eldorado Youth Baseball League’s
bank account. As Sheriff David Doran
and Chief Deputy George Arispe looked
into the case, they uncovered connec-
tions between the missing money, Hill’s
personal checking account and his
AFLAC agency account. The evidence
soon led to the sale of questionable in-
surance polices and the local investiga-
tors sought the assistance of Texas
Ranger Sgt. Brooks Long, himself a
former insurance agent.

The officers soon believed they had
sufficient evidence to seek an indictment
against Hill on the baseball funds and
in January, 2003, local Grand Jurors
handed up two indictments, one accus-
ing Hill of misappropriating funds from
the baseball league, and the other accus-
ing him of misappropriating money from
Hudspeth Hospital in Sonora and Nib-
lett’s Oilfield Service in Eldorado. The
second of the two indictments involved
allegedly fraudulent AFLAC insurance
policies. Later, a charge of money laun-
dering was brought against Hill in con-
nection with the two cases.

Meanwhile, tracking down leads in
the larger and more complicated wire
fraud case proved to be much more time
consuming. And, since AFLAC’s main
office is in Columbus, Georgia, and the
case involved federal statutes, Sheriff
Doran and Ranger Long turned the case
over to FBI Special Agent Bill Endorff.
It was Endorff who carried through with
the investigation that ended with Hill’s
guilty plea on wire fraud charges on
August 28, 2003.

This is not the first time Hill has
stood before Judge Sam Cummings for

Nix’s other duties will be dele-
gated to Middle School Principal Kara
Garlitz and Elementary Principal Bob
Wanoreck.

The staffing plan also mentioned oth-
er positions that will be left vacant after
the Christmas break.

Grade social studies teacher Lois Dean
and 8th Grade science teacher Sharon

Spinks have given resigned effective the

end of the Fall semester. Mrs Robinson
and Mrs. Dean are retiring while Mrs.
Spinks will be moving,.

According to Principal Garlitz long
term substitute teaching positions in
Middle School have been filled. At the

beginning of spring semester the 8th
grade science, gifted and talented teach-
er will be Dawn Wyatt. 6th grade math
and problem solving will be taught by
Lindi Harris and TinaMarie Bruce will
be teaching 6th grade science and so-
cial studies.

In other business, the trustees ap-
proved a $5,000 salary increase for El-
ementary Principal Bob Wanoreck, fol-
lowing a 30-minute long executive ses-
sion. Trustees Eddie Albin, John Paul
Joiner, Jo Helen Kotsch, Kurtis Homer
and Lupe Sanchez voted for the pay
raise. Trustee Berta Nicholson was ab-
sent and Wanoreck’s wife, trustee Jan
Wanoreck, abstained.

Next, Don McKee, representing the
accounting firm of Reed, McKee and
Co., presented the district’s annual fi-
nancial audit for the year ended August
2003. McKee noted the district’s net
assets increased by $162,487 during the
year and that the district had a fund bal-
ance of $1,400,990 on August 31. That’s
down from the 2002 fund balance of
$1,527,926. He explained that the
$126,936 difference was due to an ad-

builder last week as he stripped cotton on his Keeney Farm. Fuessel, who has
700 acres of cotton this year, reports making “nearly 2 bales per acre” at the
Keeney place and speculates that most of the county’s growers will exceed
a bale to the acre. Last year Schileicher County produced only 2,360 bales,
according to the USDA. This year, Fuessel estimates that he and one other
grower will exceed that amount. He predicts 5,000 to 6,000 bales will be
produced in the county this year. That’s even more impressive when
considering that the price is over 60 cents per pound this year, compared to
an average of 37 cents only one year ago.

Same old story...City Council
considers options for sewer plant

The Eldorado City Council spent
much of its time Monday night review-
ing viewing a slide program presented
by Civil Engineer Steve Dennis, regard-
ing options for the city’s sewer plant. It
was explained that changing rules, and
the way the those rules are interpreted
by state regulators, have made it more
and more difficult for the city’s waste-
water treatment plant to comply with
state guidelines. Dennis outlined steps
that are being taken to address similar
concerns in Menard and provided the
city with information regarding two
treatment options.

One of those options, and the one that
Dennis said he preferred, would require
the city to purchase a skid-mounted
piece of equipment called a Dissolved
Air Flotation unit. The equipment would
provide additional treatment for water
being discharged from the sewer plant.
Dennis explained that it offered the city

the best chance of complying with state
rules, with the least expense. Even at
that, the city would be required to spend
approximately $70,000 on the project.

Mayor John Nikolauk expressed his
frustration about the ongoing problems
at the sewer plant and bemoaned the
“thousands and thousands” of dollars the
city has spent on the facility only to learn
that the state had changed the rules. Sev-
eral options were discussed, including
converting the city’s existing grant
project for water improvements in the
Orient Heights addition to a wastewa-
ter project. Ultimately the council took
no action on the matter. They will un-
doubtedly take the matter up again at a
future meeting.

The meeting was the council’s regu-
lar monthly meeting and was called to
order by Mayor Nikolauk at 6:00 p.m.
with council members Dora Bosmans,

Child abuse-neglect cases increase 15 percent

AUSTIN — The holidays are
shaping up to be a not-so-happy

~-time for some Texas children.

Child Protective Services, a di-
vision of the Texas Department of
Protective and Regulative Servic-
es, has estimated that the number
of child abuse and neglect cases
reported to it will increase by 15
percent over the number reported
in 2002.

In numbers entirely lacking in
any holiday glitter, the division has
estimated it will receive 181,423
reports of child abuse-neglect, a 15
percent increase over the 157,544
cases that came to light in fiscal
2002. By way of comparison, in
1999, 131,920 child abuse-neglect
cases were reported.

Though many state health and
human services programs under-

ally will gain 356 employees dur-
ing the 2004-2005 biennium in an-
ticipation of an increased caseload.
Clearly, dealing with victim-
ized children is emotionally drain-
ing work.

Branding Irons for Cattle and Steaks

I ran into Johnny Waddle at
Canton’s First Monday. He lives
in Royse City and makes two types
of branding irons: the traditional
kind for branding animals and the
steak kind for branding steaks.

A year ago Johnny was work-
ing for a Cadillac dealer in Dal-
las, doing branding irons as a hob-
by. Now his hobby is his vocation.

“People kept asking me to
make one for somebody’s birthday
or Christmas present,” says
Johnny. “I was making so many of
them I just decided one day to get
out of the car business and into
branding irons fulltime.”

The steak brands have been
sold all over the US and in En-
gland. They generally have a two
inch single letter on the business
end. The basic cost is twenty dol-
lars, but if you want to add anoth-
er letter, that’s five dollars more.
The traditional brands start at for-
ty-five dollars, plus five dollars
more for any additional letter.

Heating the small steak brands
is no problem. Just fire up the grill,
put the brand on it and let it start
warming up. Then put on your
steak, hamburger meat or chicken.
When you flip it for the last time,
apply the brand lightly to the meat.
Johnny says with the brand on top
of the grill you don’t get any ash-
es or debris.

Some people use gloves to
handle the steak brands. But they
have an eighteen inch handle on
them which doesn’t get very hot.

Johnny’s wife doesn’t use gloves.

He sells his branding irons
mostly at rodeos and trades day
events in Canton (he’s here every
month), Fredericksburg and Luck-
enbach. He produces about two
hundred brands a month. Some of
the easy ones take an hour to make.
The more difficult ones take as
much as a day. He has made some
unique ones.

“A lady came in yesterday and
wanted one for her husband who is
a fireman. We’re going to make one
in the shape of a fire hat with his
number on it. I made one in the shape
of a chef’s hat. The Van Zandt coun-
ty sheriff has one in the shape of his
badge. I’ve made brands for military
units and even crafted some irons in
the shape of company logos, like
Georgia Pacific.”

He started making branding
irons when he wanted to brand
some of his horses.<

“I couldn’t find anyone who
would make one like I wanted. I
wanted 5J on it. There are five of
us in the family and all our names
start with J. Finally I just made it.
5J is the name of our company. 5J
Brands.”

He can fill most orders with-
in a month, except around Father’s
Day or Christmas. Those take two
months.

He got into branding irons full-
time while recuperating from an
illness.

“I had time to think and real-
ized this is what I want to do.”

titled, “West Side News,” in 1989.

That’s when the two, oddly dif-
ferent, siblings first became
known to the world as the Wright
Brothers.

A few years later the pair
opened the Wright Cycle Shop.
They began by repairing other peo-
ple’s bicycles but soon advanced
to manufacturing their own mod-
els. Today, a Wright Brothers’ Van
Cleves or St.Clairs model bike is
a valuable collectors item.

It was at this point in their lives
that Orville Wright came down
with Typhoid Fever. Wilbur ran the
cycle shop and spent his remain-
ing hours nursing his brother back
to health. It was by pure happen-
stance that Wilbur read a news
item about the death of a famous
German glider pilot, as he sat one
evening by Orville’s bedside.

The article sparked Wilbur’s cu-
riosity and his imagination. He
wrote to the Smithsonian Institution
and asked for the latest informa-
tion about aeronautical research.

That was in 1896. A mere sev-
en years later, Wilbur had educat-
ed himself in the science of manned
flight, even though no one had suc-
cessfully completed such a flight.
He did it by careful study and me-
ticulous research. Wilbur also en-
listed the help of his brother Orville
and together they built kites and
gliders and tested them for their

aerodynamic characteristics.

The thumbnail version of his-
tory that many of us learned in
school is that the Wright Brothers
were a couple of happy-go-lucky
bicycle mechanics who suddenly

decided one day to build a flyingg

(.

machine. Nothing could be farther =

from the truth.

Wilbur and Orville Wright may
not have been university trained
scientists, but they approached their
goal very much as if they were.
They tested and tested and tested
again. One day the brothers became
frustrated by the lack of wind
around their Dayton home. They
addressed their frustration by build-

ing the world’s first functional wind v

tunnel inside of which they could
test the latest scale models of their
soon to be invented flying machine.

It was on December 17, 1903,
a hundred years ago next Wednes-
day, that Wilbur and Orville
Wright carried their Wright Flyer
out to Kill Devil Hill at Kitty
Hawk, North Carolina. It had been
decided by a coin toss two days
before that Orville would pilot the
historic first flight. So certain were
the brothers of success that they
telegraphed their family in Dayton
a day ahead of time to tell them to
expect good news.

At precisely 10:35 a.m. the
Wright Flyer lumbered down a
wooden rail. As it approached the
end of the rail, Orville pulled the
front canard up and the spindly

plane lifted off the ground. That &

first flight lasted a mere 12 seconds
and spanned only 120 feet in
distance...but it bridged two vastly
different eras. As the two brothers
carried their invention back toward
the launch rail they found them-
selves walking in a changed world.

The In-Home Learning Oppor-
tunities project assists participants
in developing their skills and ob-
taining work experience to gain em-
ployment. The In-Home Learning
System offers over 300 courses in-

cluding adult basic education, GED
preparation, computer literacy,
business communications, team-
work, management, basic account-
ing, customer service, sales, time
management, phone skills, plan-
ning and many other industry-spe-
cific courses. Work experience is
obtained through community ser-
vice where the participant volun-
teers his or her time to a participat-
ing employer or is gained through
unsubsidized employment.

The use of information tech-
nology to improve productivity,
create new capabilities, and ex-
pand services in the workplace is
increasing at a rapid rate. Faced
with an available workforce with

the lack of education and training,
lack of work experience, and lack
of skills, 33 area businesses com-
mitted to collaborate with the Con-
cho Valley Workforce Develop-
ment Board and their Texas Work-
force Centers to select training
participants for the In-Home
Learning System.

County opposes unfunded mandates

Schleicher County Commis-
sioners voted Monday to join with
counties across the state in sup-
porting a referendum against un-
funded governmental mandates.
The purpose of the proposed ref-
erendum is to seek a constitution-
al amendment prohibiting the State
of Texas from requiring addition-
al spending on the part of coun-
ties unless the state also provides
the funding for the mandate.

The referendum was first pro-
posed by Bee County Tax Asses-
sor-Collector Andrea Gibbud. It
would give Texas primary voters
the opportunity to express their
feeling on unfunded mandates. If
the referendum passes, legislators
favoring a constitutional restric-
tion on mandates would have a lit-
tle extra clout in the next session
of the state legislature.

The meeting was called to or-
der by Judge Johnny Griffin. Com-
missioners Johnny Mayo, Bill
Clark, Kirk Griffin and Matt

~ Brown were in attendance.

Among other business, W.W.
“Buff” Whitten met with’the' com-
missioners and offered to return the
$100 monthly compensation he re-
ceives as Veterans Service Officer.
He told the court he will continue
to serve without compensation.

Next, Judge Griffin presented
a request from the Lower Colorado
River Authority to send a letter of
support for the “Clear Skies Ini-

. tiative” bill currently favored by

Republicans in the U.S. Congress.
It was explained that the initiative
would place limits on emissions
from electric power plants across
the country. The bill would require
emissions from electrical power
plants be cut back over a 15 year
period. Commissioner Bill Clark
said he supported the bill since it
would take longer to implement
than other competing legislation

" and would be the most business

friendly. After discussion the com-
missioners agreed to send a letter
in support of the Republican plan.

The commissioners then voted
to cast their 1,650 votes for Com-
missioner Matt Brown and elect
him to the Schleicher County Ap-
praisal District board of directors.
The district is made up of the coun-
ty, City of Eldorado and the Schle-
icher County ISD.

Judge Griffin the updated the
men on the installation of a fuel-
ing system at the airport.
