AUSTIN.State officials and em-
ployes, whose- compensation is de-
pendent upon the biennial appro-
riation bills, were in a state of
jitters this weekend, as the dead-
line for signing the appropriation
bills approached, and Gov. O’Dan-
iel notified department heads that
he intended to take some healthy
slashes at the appropriations set
up by the legislature to operate
the state’s departments and the
state institutions, For the first
time in years, the appropriation
bills are itemized, each job and
the alary being listed spearately.
This wil permit the Governor to
cut out any that he sees fit, by
veto, but he cannot alter the a-
mount fixed in the bills for any
particular job. Thus, he may eli-
minate jobs entirely, but not cut
their pay. Department heads re-
ported, after being called into
conference with the governor,
that he apparently is seeking to
reduce the total appropriations
for departments and institutions
by 10 percent. He gave some de-
partment heads the option of
making suggestions for elimating
jobs and empoyes, or of submit-
ting to an arbitrary elimination
decided by himself. Nobody knew
what jobs and which employes
would be abolished, and the work-
ing forces were in a demoralized
state, with® many expecting to
“walk the plank” on September
it

Who Wants Special Session?

Political observers here were
surprised at the Statement of
Gov. O’Daniel on the radio that a
special session is being sought by
three groups, namely, race horse
gamblers and liquor dealers, news
papers, and members of the Leg-
islature, The real pressure for a
special session is coming.from the
old folks who didn’t get any mon-
ey for pensions, and it hasn’t got-
ten up a full head of steam yet.
The real pressure from this group
will come when enlarged pension
rolls and decreasing revenue force
a reduction from the present av-
erage of $13.85 per month pen-
sion payments to half that, or less.
That will probably happen within
the next 90 days, and that is when
the squak is going up from the
old folks, The race horse gamb-
ling sentiment is at a low ebb m
Texas.

cation that the editors think the
governor ought to call ‘a special
session,

So far as the

to see a special session. And
since 94 of the latter went down
the line with the Governor, on his
tax program, and were beaten
and now are ‘on a spot with the
old age pension seekers, it is
reasonable to believe the Gover-
nor, if he has any sense of grati-
tude, will eventually listen to
their pleas.

The special interests, - which
fought so hard for S, J. R. No. 12,
the sales tax constitutional a-
mendment backed by the Gover-
nor, are certainly not seeking any
special session. They had an ace
in the hole all the tiime, figuring
that if the Governor’s program
lost, they would escape any furth-
er taxes, and they still feel very
happy at the outcome. They are
now payiny not one penny of tax-
es for social security purposes—
it all comes from liquor and am-
usement taxes. The O’Daniel pro-
gram calls for raising at least
another $25,000,000 for - pensions,
The special interests know they
will have to pay ome of that, and
they fought hard to make their
share as little as possible, Cer-
tainly, having escaped entirely
for another two years unless
there is a special session, they
aren’t seeking any special sesson.

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A FIRE MARSHAL
ORDINANCE

An ordinance Creating the Of-
fice of Fire Marshal, Prescribing
the® Duties Thereof, Providing for
Its Maintenance, and Prescribing
penalties for Violations,

Be it ordained by the City Com-
mission or Council of the City of
Eldorado, Texas:

Section 1. The office of Fire
Marshal is hereby created, Such
office shall be independent of oth-
er city departments, the Fire
Marshal reporting directly to the
Mayor and City - Commission or
Council. Such office shall be fill-
ed by appointment by the Mayor,
by and with the consent of the
City Commission or Council, with-
in 10 days after this ordinance
shall take effect. The said Fire
Marshal shall be properly quali-
fied for the duties of his office.
and shall be removed only for
cause,

Sec, 2. The Fire Marshal shall
investigate the cause, origin and
circumstances of every fire oc-
curring within this city by which
property has been destroyed or
damaged, and shall especially
make investigation as to whether
such fire was the result of care-
lessness or design. Such investi-
~ gation shall be begun within
twenty-four hours, not including
Sunday, of the ocurrence of such
fire. The Fire Marshal shall
keep in hig office a record of all
fires, together with all facts, stal-
istics and circumstances, includ-
ing the origin of the fires and the
amount of the loss, which may be
determined by the investigation
required by this ordinance.

See. 8. The Fire Marshal, when
in his opinion further investiga-
‘tion is ‘necessary, shall take or
cause to be taken the testimony,
on oath, of all persons supposed
to be tognizant of any facts or
to have means of knowledge in
relation to the matter under in-
vestigation, and shall cause the
same to be reduced to writing;
and if he shall be of the opinion
that there is evidence sufficient
to charge any person with the
crime of arson, or with the at.
tempt to commit the crime of ar-
gon or of conspiracy to defraud,
or criminal conduct in connection
with such fire, he shall cause such
person to be lawfully arrested
and charged with such offense or
either of them, and shall furnish
to the proper prosecuting attor-
ney ‘all such evidence together
with the names of witnesses and
all of the information obtained
by him, including a copy of all
pertinent and material testimony
taken in the case.

Sec. 4, The Fire Marshal shall
have the power to summon wit-
nesses before him to testify in re-
lation to any matter which is by
the provisions of this ordinance a
subjéct of inquiry and investiga-
tion, and may require the produc-
tion of any book, paper or docu-
ment deemed pertinent thereto.
The said Fire Marshal is hereby
authorized and empowered to ad-
minister oaths and affirmations: te
any persons appearing as witness-
es before him.

Sec. 5. Any witness who refuses
to be sworn, or who refuses to ap-

- pear or testify, or who disobeys
any lawful order of said Fire
Marshal, or who fails or refuses
to produce any book, paper or
document touching = any matter
under examination, or who is
guilty of any contemptuous con-
duet during any of the proceed-
ings of the Fire Marshal in the
matter of said investigation or
inquiry, after being summoned to
give testimony in relation to any
matter under investigation as a-
foresaid, shall be deemed guilty
of a misdemeanor; and it shall be
the duty of the Fire Marshal to
cause all such offenders to be pro-
seeuted. Any person being convict
ed of any such demeanor shall be
fined in a sum not exceeding
twenty-five dollars ($25,00). Pro-
vided, however, that any person
so convicted shall have the right
of ‘appeal.

See. 6. All investigations held
by ‘or under the direction of the
Fire Marshal may, in his discre-
tion, 'be private, and persons oth=
ercthan those required to be pre-
sent may be excluded from the
place. where such investigation is

held, and witnesses may be kept
separate and apart from each oth-
er and not allowed to communi-
cate with each other until they
have been examined,

Sec. 7. The Fire Marshal shall

| have the authority at all times of

day or night, when necessary, in
the performance of the duties im-
posed upon him by the provisions
of this ordinance, to enter upon
and examine any building or pre-
mises where any fire has occured,
and other buiidings and premises
adjoining or near the same, which
authority shall be exercised only
with reason and good discretion,

Sec. 8. The Fire Marshall, upon
compaint of any person having
an interest in any building or pro-
perty adjacent and without any
complaint, shall have a right at
all reasonable hours, for the pur-
pose of examination, to enter into
and upon all buildings and pre-
mises within the city, and it shall
be his duty, monthly or more of-
ten, to enter upon and make or
cause to be euntered and made, a
thorough examination of all:mer-
cantile, manufacturing and public
buildings, together with the pre-
mises belonging thereto. When-
ever he shall find any building or
other structure which, for want of
repair, or by reason of age or
dilapidated condition, or for any
cause, is especially liable to fire,
and which is so situated as to en-
danger other buildings or proper-
ty or so occupied that fire would
endanger persons - or
therein, and whenever he shall
find an improper or dangeous ar-
rangement of stoves, ranges, fur-

naces or other heating appliances :

of any kind whatsoever, including
chimneys, flues, and pipes with

which the same may be connected |

or ‘a dangerous arrangement of
lighting devices = or systems, or
a ~dangerous .or unlawful storage
of ~explosives, compounds, petro-
leum,  gasolene, kerosene, danger-
ous chemicals, vegetable products,
ashes, combustible, inflammable
and refuse materials, or other
conditions which may be danger-
ous in character or liable to cause
or promote fire or create condi-
tions dangerous to the firemen or
occupants, he shall order the
same to be removed or remedied,
and such order shall be forthwith
compiled with by the owner or oc-
cupant of 'said building or prem-
ises. Provided, however, that. if
said owner ‘'or occupant deems
himself aggrieved by such order,

he may, within five (5) days, ap-:

peal to the Mayor, who shall in-
vestigate the cause of the com-
plaint and unless by his authority
the order is revoked, such order
shall remain in force and be
forthwith complied with by said

owner or occupant, At the end of |.

each month the Fire Marshall
shall report to the State Fire
Marshal all existing hazardous
conditions, together with separate
report on each fire in the city
during the month.

Sec. 9. Any owner or occupant
of a building or other structure or
premises, who shall keep ‘or main-

ten dollars ($10.00) nor more than
fifty dollars ($50.00)

Sec. 10, Any owner or ‘occupant
of any building or other structure
or premises. who shall keep or
maintain the same with an im-
proper arrangement of a stove.
range, furnace, or other heating
appliance of any kind whatever,
including chimneys, flues, and pip-
es with which the same may be
connected, so as to be dangerous
in the matter of fire, or health,
or safety of persons'or property
of others; or who
maintain any building; other
structure or premises with an im-
proper arrangement of a lighting
device ‘or-'system, or with a stor-
age of explosives, petroleum,
gasoline, kerosene, chemiecals,
vegetable products, .ashes,. com-
bustibles, inflammable. materials,
refuse, or with any other condi-
tion which shall be dangerous in
character to the persons, health or
property of others; or which shall
be dangerous in the matter of
promoting, augmenting or caus-
ing fires; or which shall create
conditions dangerous to firemen,
or occupants. of. sguch building.

Sec, 12, The penalties provided
for herein shall be recovered by
the city in the same manner as
provided by law for the enforce-
ment of fines, foreitures, and pun-
ishments for offenses against the
city.

Sec, 13 Every day’s mainten-
ance of any of the conditions pro-
hibited in any of the foregoing
sections shall be a distinet and
separate offense.

Sec. 14. All misdemeanors here-
in provided for shall be prosecut-
ed, and all fines and forfeitures
