First 24 Hours of Life 
Baby’s Hardest Time

By MARIE K. JOHNSON

U ndernourishm ent is one of the 
most common of the causes of in fan t 
mortality, accord- 
tag to a survey 
recently underla- 
tten In Chicago.
Statistics s h o w  
that of 4,522 ba- 

,es under one 
year of age th a t 
died In 12 months,
688 died in the 
first 24 hours.

E igh t hundred 
a n d  seventy-six 
died in the first 
six days, exclu­
sive of the first 
24 hours, and 1,798 died from the 
seventh day to the sixth month. E ight 
hundred and sixty died in the last six 
m onths of the year. The survey indi­
cated th a t a surprisingly large num­
ber of in fan ts are  artifically fed, 
w hich condition, doctors agree, had a 
m arked bearing on the ir undernour­
ished conditions. N aturally , no one 
food m ay prove satisfactory  in every 
case, although the survey showed th a t 
evaporated  m ilk in many cases had 
proved an excellent substitu te  for 
m other’s milk. This may be explained 
by reason of- the fac t th a t evaporated 
m ilk is simply- pure, concentrated cow’s 
m ilk from  w hich GO per cent of the 
w ater has been removed. I t  contains 
p ractically  every elem ent necessary 
for good health  and is consequently 
an excellent builder of bone and tis­
sue.

Although authorities on health  rec­
ommend evaporated milk as a  baby 
food, like other substitu tes for the 
natu ra l supply, it should not be con­
sidered as a food complete in itself. 
Addition of orange or tom ato juice, 
barley w ater or lime w ater Is impor­
tan t in providing adequate diet fo r 
the infant.

F or babies, milk of dependable pu r­
ity is essential. M arket milk will not 
keep for any length  of tim e and is also 
liable to  contam ination, especially in 
hot w eather, w hile evaporated milk, 
herm etically sealed in  sterilized con­
tainers, rem ains as fresh  and pure as 
on tlie clay it  w as canned.

S terility  in evaporated milk, au thor­
ities agree, is one of the m ost im por­
tan t points in its favor. In  process­
ing, evaporated milk is subjected to 
240 degrees hea t for a/ h a lf hour, 
thereby rem oving all possibility of 
bacterial life being presen t in the 
milk. H ea t is the only preservative 
for th is type of m ilk and the hea t has 
the fu r th e r beneficial effect of m ak­
ing the curds of milk more flocculent 
and easier to digest.

I, Elements of Caleb's Character.
1. Independence of spirit (Num. 

13:30).
Though the multitude clamored to 

follow the report of the ten, Caleb de­
termined to stand alone. This is an 
element in human character which is 
highly important. One should stafid 
for what he knows to be right, re­
gardless of the sentiment of the 
crowd.

2. True to convictions (Josh. 14:6, 
at. Num. 14:6-9).

What Caleb knew and felt he spoke 
out. He did not wait for the opinion 
of others and then modify his to suit 
ihe populace. A. true man and one 
who can be trusted will be loyal to 
ala convictions.

8. Unself&h (14:12).
He did not ask for some easy place. 

He did not wish to thrust someone 
else Into tllfe place of difficulty. He 
wanted to go into the place where It 
would require fighting In order to 
drive out the giants which were In 
thfle laud.

4. Courageous (Josh. 14:12, c t  
18:30).

This courage he displayed wh& he 
insisted that they were able to go up 
from Kadesh-Barnea and take pos­
session of the land. Forty-live years 
have elapsed since that time. He 
would be considered an old man now, 
but still he desired that place for an 
Inheritance which would require some 
fighting. He said, “I am as strong 
this day as 1 was In the day that 
Moses sent me, as my strength was 
then, even so Is my strength now for 
war."

R. Loyalty to God (Josh. 14:8, ct. 
Numb. 14:24).

He served God with a whole-hearted 
WTOtien; indeed, this is the way to 
hi* character.

II. Caleb Laying Claim to His In­
heritance (vv. 6-12).

Caleb did not come alone to make 
his claim. He came In the presence 
of the children of Judah, lest he be 
susplcloned of taking advantage. He 
did not wish to wait until after the 
lot wds cast, for God had already 
given a certain portion to him. It 
were useless to ask God to decide a 
matter which He had already deter­
mined. The basis of his plea w as:

1. The ground of his service (vv.
6-8).

He had endangered his life In spy­
ing out the land—had gone t# Hebron 
when the giants were there. He 
brought back a true report when his 
brethren were all against him. He 
bore his testimony and Insisted that 
they go up and take the land though 
to do so Incurred the displeasure of 
his brethren and necessitated his 
standing practically alone.

2. On the ground of the oath of 
Moses to him (v. 9).

Joshua had respect for Moses, and 
was bound to follow the counsels of 
tils faithful master whom be had suc­
ceeded. This plea was effective.

3.. Onjdte ground of God's providen­
tial dealing with him (vv. 10-12).

God had preserved him In bodily 
health. Though he-was now eighty- 
five years old, his natural forces were 
not abated. Hp'said, "I am as strong 
this day as £ was In the day that 
Moses sent me, as my strength was 
then even so Is my strength now for 
war.”

III. Jo sh u a  Giving the  Inheri tance  
to Caleb (13:14, 15).

1. Joshua biessed Caleb (v. 13).
He not only acquiesced in Caleb’s 

Claim, but bestowed the blessing of 
God Upon him in It.

2. The Inheritance given (vv. 13, 
14).

Hebron was the name of the Inher­
itance. The name Hebron means fel­
lowship. It was given because Caleb 
had fuHy followed the Lord. Only 
those who fully /follow the Lord can 
enjoy fellowship with Him. Though 
Caleb now legally possessed Hebron, 
it was necessary for him to fight to 
drive out the giants who Infested It. 
In Christ we have an inheritance 
which God has given us. We, too, 
must fight because the enemy is un­
willing to relinquish his claim upon It.
