MOTOR TRAFFIC TAKES 
FORWARD STEP

Believing that the model mu­
nicipal traffic ordinance recently 
adopted by the National Con­
ference on Street and highway 
Safety uacter the direction of 
President elect Herbert Hoover, 
represents a forward st.jp in 
motor transportation, E. T.
Strong, president and other ex­
ecutives of the Buick Motor 
Company have rallied to the 
support of the new measure.

“ This new ordinance, it seems 
to me, is certain to result in a 
saving o f  human life,”  Strong- 
declared, “ as well as prove of 
great benefit to the traveling 
public in bringing about unifor­
mity and clarity in traffic reg­
ulations.”

4. Recommends the installation 
of traffic control signals on 
streets where traffic is heavy in 
order to speed up the movement

Most public officials not only 
welcome the opportunity to ren­
der service but actually invite 
constructive criticism. But they 
want the complaints to come di­
rectly to them and not through 
channels likely to injure their 
ability to give the proper re­
sponse.— Pickerill Service.
