FSA announces new

wool & mohair program

The Schleicher County Farm
Service Agency (FSA) has an-
nounced a new, one-time only, wool
and mohair program created to as-
sist sheep and goat producers en-
dure the low prices they are receiv-
ing for the sale of their shorn com-
modities.

The Wool and Mohair Market
Loss Assistance Program
(WAMLAP) provides 20 cents per
pound for wool and 40 cents per
pound for mohair to farmers who
shorn their livestock during the
1999 marketing year and are still
correctly in the business of produc-
ing and marketing agricultural prod-
ucts.

Sign-up for WAMLAP begins
on October 10, 2000, and ends De-
cember 29, 2000. Applications must
be submitted by the deadline to the
FSA county office where the farm-
er resides.

“Just like the rest of the agri-
cultural economy, wool and mohair
prices have been on a continuous
slide during the past three years,”
said Jan Wanoreck County FSA
Executive Director. “This program
will help sheep and mohair produc-
ers in the Southwest recover some
of their expenses.”

Producers are required to cer-

tify the amount of shorn wool or
shorn mohair from live sheep or
Angora goats. Greased wool or
greased mohair from pelts or hides

are not eligible for payment. The §

office will also need to know the
number of animals shorn.

“Farmers are encouraged to
provide the office documentation
supporting the pounds of wool or
mohair they are certifying,” said
Wanoreck. “Because if a spot-
check indicates a discrepancy, the
producer must refund the differ-
ence.”

Since prices have been so low,
some producers may still have 1999
wool or mohair stored on the farm.
Those pounds of fiber are eligible
for WAMLAP. A farm visit by an
FSA representative will be required
to determine the pounds in storage
if the farm is selected for a spot-
check.

The livestock must have been
owned by the producer for 30'days
and shorn during the 1999 calen-
dar year in the United States to be
eligible.

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Governor halts distribution of gun safety locks

AUSTIN — The supplier of the
gun safety locks that Texas began
distributing last month to parents
has halted distribution because a
possible defect could cause the
locks to spring open.

Gov. George W. Bush’s Crimi-

i nal Justice Division, which oversees

the Project ChildSafe gun safety
program, contacted the nonprofit
agency supplying the locks after
hearing reports that locks it provid-
ed in Tenpessee came open when
hit or dropped at a certain angle.

“We hadn’t received any com-
plaints from any of the communi-
ties but we thought it prudent to take
precautions,” Bush spokesman
Michael Jones said.

The agency, the National Sports

ROLLING ALONG
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Hoe Cakes

Eddie McMillan of Cisco makes
hoe cakes.

"They’re really a hot water
cornbread, a mixture of corn meal,
salt, cooking oil and boiling water,”
Eddie says.

They’re called hoe cakes be-
cause they’re cooked on the blade
of a hoe, a practice that dates back
prior to the-civil war.

"The old slave masters would
give the slaves stone ground corn
meal and send them to the fields.
They had to figure out some way
to eat the stuff. They tried mixing
water with the meal and not much
happened. But when they added
boiling water, they could make a
mush. They started making it a lit-
tle thicker and putting some animal
fatin it, a little salt, and then they’d
fry it on the hoe they’d been hoe-
ing cotton with all day.”

Later, during the Civil War, sol-
diers made it thicker and put it on
the end of a bayonet and cooked it
that way. They called these
“Johnny Cakes.”

Eddie substitutes Crisco for
animal fat and cooks his hoe cakes
over a charcoal fire. He jokingly
says he cooks them for twenty min-
utes at 350 degrees.

"The hoe cakes will really glis-
ten when you first put them on. It
depends on how hot the fire is, of
course. Once they start getting a
dull color then you know it’s time
to turn them over. Then you cook
the other side and they’re done.”

Eddie has a special recipe for
his hoe cakes.

"I pour the corn meal into a big
bowl, put as much salt as I think it
needs, and add the oil. Then I start
pouring in the hot water. And it’s
just amazing how much boiling
water it’1l take. You just won’t be-
lieve that little amount of corn meal
will take that much water, but it
does.”

He says he doesn’t need to use
any spray like Pam on his cooking
hoe. ”These two hoes that we use
I’ve had for over twenty years. I
kid a lot of people and tell them after
they eat one of my hoe cakes that
I just finished cleaning out a chick-
en house with my cooking hoe.”

He can whip up a batch of hoe
cakes in a hurry.

"It makes the consistency of
pancake dough, really. And we pour
it on the hoe with a spoon. The thin-
ner it is, the faster it’ll cook and we
can turn out more that way.”

Eddie cooks hoe cakes at festi-
vals all over the country. He gives
people his recipe: 2 cups of comn
meal, 2 teaspoons of salt, 4 cups of
boiling water, one tablespoon of
lard. He says cornbread originated
with the Indians. It was originally
called "Appone” and baked in hot
ashes When the settlers started
making the cornbread cakes, they
called them pones or corn pones.
They were more appealing when
baked on a skillet or a board
propped in front of a fire.
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The state already has distribut-
ed 21,000 locks to 14 law enforce-
ment agencies, however, most have
not given them to the public yet.

$5 million program to provide 5
million free child safety locks and
firearm safety to Texas parents.

Abortion pill requires notification

Texas’ parental notification law
extends to the drug mifepristone,
the so-called “abortion pill,” and
doctors must notify @ minor girl’s
parents before prescribing the drug
as a method of terminating a preg-
nancy. '

Spokeswoman Heather Brown
said Attorney General John Cornyn
made a statement to the Associat-
ed Press about the drug but had
not issued a formal opinion. She
said Texas Family Code states that
parents must be notified before any
minor child could receive prescrip-
tion drugs so the pill would fall un-
der the same guidelines.

The parental notification law
requires physicians to contact at
least one parent 48 hours before
performing a surgical abortion or
administering the pill to a girl 17 or
younger.

On Sept. 28 the Food and Drug
Administration approved the use of
the pill, know by the trade name
Mifeprex or commonly referred to

Sadly, Troy Aikman, self-de-
structed on Sunday when, after
several lackluster outings, he threw
for five...yes, five...interceptions.
I wanted to believe he was still suf-
fering the ill effects of his most re-
cent concussion. I wanted to point
the finger of guilt at the team’s sub-
par receivers. But, you see, like
many of the faithful, I too, wanted
something or someone else to
blame.

Cowboys head coach Dave
Campo said he expected Aikman
would pull it together Sunday and
lead the Cowboys to victory. Cam-
po told the media after the debacle
that not once during the game did
he consider replacing Troy. He
should have.

Like other incumbents in other
fields who stayed too long on the
job, time has finally caught up with
Troy Aikman. Like a sneak thief,
a series of concussions has stolen
his ability to make quick decisions.
Leaving his critics, and I’'m sorry
to say that I have become one, to
question his judgement.

Troy has had a marvelous 12-
year run. His ability to play the
game is legend. Three Super Bowl
titles have guaranteed his induction
into the Pro Football Hall of Fame.
Nothing he does now can possibly
change that.

But, regretfully, the time has
come for Troy Aikman to step down.
Certainly, he could hang on for a
few more seasons, but he shouldn’t.
Any limited success he might have
isn’t worth tarnishing the image.
You see, I don’t want to remember
Troy Aikman the way I remember
Joe Namath, a shadow of his former
self, trying to hang on to a game
that passed him by.

No, Troy should step aside now,

One man was dead and anoth-
er remains in serious condition af-
ter a truck driven by Francisco
Diederna, 45, of New Burg, New
York, collided with a 1-ton flat bed
pickup truck and trailer hauling 8
bulls from the Case Ranch in Schle-
icher County, on Friday, October 13,
2000. According to investigators,
Diederna’s truck turned in front of
the flat-bed truck at the intersec-
tion of State Hwy. 29 and U.S.
Hwy. 377, 5 miles west of Mason.

Billy Joe Haney, 76, former
Sheriff of Menard County, drove
the 1-ton Dodge pickup. He was
hauling 8 bulls from the Case
Ranch in Schleicher County to a
sale in Fredericksburg. Haney was
taken by Starflight helicopter to
University Hospital in San Anto-
nio, where he remains in serious
condition. His passenger, Guiller-
mo Lozpez, 45, of Menard, was
treated for head injuries and re-
leased from Heart of Texas Hos-
pital in Brady.

Diederna, was trapped in his

burning truck. He was pronounced
dead at the scene. Diederna was
employed by Anderson Trucking.
He was hauling a load of empty
bottles at the time of the wreck.

Kevin and Melissa Stanford of
Eldorado were among the first to
arrive at the wreck scene. How-
ever, flames had already engulfed
the cab of Diederna’s truck and
they were unable to rescue him.
When another man at the scene
could not contact the Mason Coun-
ty Sheriff’s Department by cellu-
lar phone, the Stanfords phoned the
Schleicher County Sheriff’s Of-
fice, where the call was then made
to Mason County officials.

Debris from the accident
blocked clear access to the inter-
section for the remainder of the
day. Workers continued to clear
the charred wreckage as late as
Monday, October 16.

Six of the Case Ranch’s two-
year old hereford bulls died in the
wreck and fire. A seventh was
destroyed at the scene.

Comptroller Rylander
delivers sales tax rebates

Texas Comptroller Carole
Keeton Rylander today sent
$212.5 million in local sales tax
revenue to 1,106 Texas cities and
119 counties. October sales tax
rebates are up 20.8 percent com-
pared to October 1999. Year-to-
date, sales tax rebates to cities and
counties are up 9.2 percent com-
pared to 1999.

Locally, the City of Eldorado
received $5,720.61, up 42.89
percent over the $4,003.23 re-
ceived in October, 1999. Year-to-
date, the city has received
$68,655.84, up 17.02 percent
over the same period last year.

Schleicher County received
$5,723.32, which is 46.27 per-
cent higher than October, 1999’s

rebate of $3,912.75. So far this
year, the county has received
$57,851.53, an increase of 13.06
percent over last year’s numbers.

The Schleicher County Health
Services Tax netted $5,703.82.
That’s an increase 0of 48.21 percent
over the $3,848.37 received in
October of last year. Year-to-date,
the Health Services Tax has brought
in $56,648.30, up 21.16 percent
over the same period last year.

September sales tax rebates
represent sales taxes collected in
August and reported to the Comp-
troller in September. The Comp-
troller’s next sales tax allocation is
scheduled for Friday, Nov. 10, and
will be reported in the following
edition of the Success.
