Banker in Strategic Position !
The banker has always held a stra­

tegic position in the business world,' 
and obviously the first requisite neces­
sary is that the banker shall be honest, 
I do not mean with “honest” merely 
that he should be honest to the extent 
that he would not embezzle funds or 
swindle his customers and clients. The 
honesty to which I refer must be of a 
much higher and greater type.

STORM CELLARS MOST 
POPULAR FOR FARM

FOOD STORAGE

COLLEGE STATION — The 
great majority of the thousands 
of 4-H pantries now in process 
of filling by farm women are 
located in storage or storm cel­
lars in back yards, reports from 
home demonstration agents in­
dicate. Spare roomsvand unused' 
portions of the houses have been 
pressed into service in many 
cases, but because canned stuff, 
vegetables and cured meats keep 
better in cooler places the out­
door cellars are more popular. 
The inconvenience of having to 
run from kitchen to cellar and 
back again for food is avoided 
by many housewives who have 
built shelves in the kitchen 
where small supplies are kept 
ahead for Immediate use.

There is a growing tendency 
to build cellars of concrete, the 
reports reveal, and some of the 
newer ones are models for con­
venience, arrangement a n d  
cleanliness. Many are painted 
or whitewashed, and some have 
steps on a gentle incline instead 
of the steep, sharp ones of older 

'days when cellars were used on 
.rare occasions. A few are re­
ported built into the sides of 
•hills, doing away entirely with 
steps. In one case the concrete 
roof of the cellar serves as the 
floor for a wash house where 
the family laundry is located.

We all know that the price of 
wool at present is too low, and 
hope that it will be better in 
thirty or sixty days. If you 
think so and have decided to 
hold your wool why take chances 
on losing all of it by fire? The 
cost of insuring it is in propor­
tion to the low price. Let me 
protect it for you.

CAPITALIZE TEXAS 
HISTORY

that Pecos should capitalize its 
historic background, “which is 
sufficient to make that city 
known from Coast to Coast.” 
His splendid suggestion applies 
to practically’ every Texas Coun­
ty7. for all Texas is rich in his­
toric interest. Plans are formu­
lating for a great Texas Cen­
tennial celebration in 1936, dur­
ing which every section of the 
State will be encouraged to 
show the world its pride in Tex­
as and local history, in Texas 
achievements, and the future 
prospects not only of Texas as 
a whole, but especially of its im 
media to locality.

“Political” roads are often 
j built at great eypense, in areas 
where there is no need for them, 
because some-.contractor has a 
“pull” or because the local pol­
itical boss wishes the value of 
certain property enhanced by 
bordering it with a fine road, or 
for similar reasons. There are 
few sections of the country in 
which political roads cannot be 
seen—splendid arteries of trav­
el, stretching for miles into un­
populated country, and carrying 
aliriost no traffic.

Such roads waste public funds 
inflate the tax bill and block 
the building of needed feeder 
roads connecting farming areas 
and small towns with main high 
ways. Such roads can be built 
for less than five thousand dol­
lars a mile, and are as weather­
proof, skidproof and generally 
efficient for the territory they 
serve, as fifty-thousand-dollar- 
a-mile superhighways. For a 
comparatively small outgo coun­
ties and states can adequately J provide themselves with such 
roads.

Eliminating the political road 
and dividing road funds fairly’ 
I between main highways and 
secondary roads, is essential to 
agricultural progress in the 
future.

“The time has come when the

It 
is taken from one of a series of 
advertisements being used by 
Texas Railroad to “educate” the 
people of Texas as to why the 
railroads should have more bus­
iness than the trucks—or some­
thing. It’s a sort of advance 
notice to legislators to hope for 
the best and prepare for the 
worst. In other words, it’s to 
warn the lawmakers that there 
is going to be more railroadinf 
done in the next legislature than
is usually the case.* * *

The reason I know this is 
because a fellow who hangs 
‘around the capital quite a bit 
and writes for a number of Tex­
as newspapers has just issued 
a list of “prospective grist” for 
legislative hopper, in which the 
following list of' bills—with a 
locomotive smell—appear: 
j “Repeal or amendment of cot­
ton truck law; regulate inter­
state motor trurk and bus trans­
portation; regulate motor trains 
I adjust titmspoit\ation rates; 
abolish railroad commission; 
permit abandonment of rail 
lines; limit length of freight 
and passenger trains; protect 
railways from ‘unfair competi­
tion’ of truck lines, travel bu­
reaus, watei>vaj)s, pipelines or 
airways.’ * * *

Whether the prospective bills 
have any merit, I do not know. 
I have never owned a railroad, 
nor a truck line. I have never 
asied the Reconstruction Finan­
ce Corporation for a dime—and 
have yet to feel any beneficial 
effects from; the loans they 

[made to the railroads or any 
other corporation. I believe ev­
eryone else feels the same way 
about that, including the rail-.
