National election problems mirror piece of Texas history
AUSTIN -  An important elec­

tion challenged over a technicality 
of the law. The matter goes to the 
Supreme Court while political fu­
tures hang in the balance in the 
capital city of Texas. Someone 
from Florida is causing problems. 
Austin in November 2000? No, 
Austin in 1874.

The contested Nov. 7 presiden­
tial election, in which Democrat 
A1 Gore garnered the most popu­
lar ballots while Republican 
George W. Bush apparently col­
lected the most ballots in the Elec­
toral College, has left Austin in 
political limbo.

It has been 126 years since any 
other election polarized -  and par­
alyzed -  Austin to such an extent.

On Dec. 2, 1873, Democratic 
challenger Richard Coke defeated

the Republican incumbent Gov. E.J. 
Davis, by a two to one margin. 
Recount? No matter the vote to­
tals, the matter was nearly decid­
ed with guns.

Davis, first elected in 1869, had 
been an officer in the Union army 
during the Civil War. His 1873 op­
ponent had served on the Confed­
erate side.

A native Floridian, Davis had 
not been a popular governor. There 
had been talk of impeachment.

When the election results final­
ly came in, most Texans thought 
they were rid of Davis. But.on Jan. 
5, 1874, in a decision styled Ex

Christmas Dance
Straley Allsup of Gustine was 

a barber who played the fiddle. He 
recorded an album of his music and 
I’m glad to say I have it in my 
record collection.

“First time I played for the public 
I was eight years old,” he told me 
once. “It was in a school about four 
miles from my barber shop here.”

He says on nights when the 
moon was real bright, musicians 
would gather at Mr. Sadler’s drug 
store in downtown Gustine. “I rode 
a stick horse all the time I was lit­
tle and I’d get on my stick horse 
and slip off from my family and go 
to the drug store. I’d listen to that 
music and just hang around in there. 
That’s where I learned a lot of my 
tunes.”

He won dozens of trophies at 
fiddlers contests. He played for 
dances all over the Texas hill coun­
try. Once he told me about a Christ­
mas dance.

“I started to town horseback 
one day and I met an old guy when 
I come out into the public road. He 
said ‘hey, how ‘bout you and ol’ 
Peg playing for my Christmas 
dance?’

“I said when you gonna have it, 
and he told me Christmas eve night. 
All night long. I’d like for you boys 
to play for it. I said well, OK. I’ll 
tell Peg. That was my brother in 
law. He played fiddle and guitar, 
too.

“And they had an old ranch 
style house with a long porch in 
front, two big rooms with a chim­
ney in each room. They put chairs 
for us by the door between these

two rooms. Put me a chair on one 
side of the door and Peg a chair on 
the other side of the door and we 
just sat there and played.

“These of boys they’d come 
along and it was Christmas time 
and they were drinking and feeling 
pretty good so they’d stick a dollar 
bill in the guitar and say ‘play so 
and so.’ They’d drop a half dollar 
or a silver dollar in there and you 
could hear it hit. We had lots of 
money in that old guitar and had to 
shake it out. We sure did rake it in.

“Course we both drank a little 
bit along to keep us awake. Here 
come a guy with a half gallon of 
com whiskey they make all over 
the hill country, you know. They 
brought it in and just set it down 
between us and said ‘you boys can 
drink in here. You don’t have to go 
outside and slip around. Just drink 
when you want to. All we want is 
your music.’

“At twelve o’clock at night they 
stopped everything and had a mid­
night supper. After everybody ate 
all they wanted to, they went back 
and started dancin’.

“And boy, it got interesting.
“About 3 o’clock in the morn­

ing they started passing out. One 
ol’ boy would go down in the floor 
and they’d just roll him over against 
the wall.

“We just kept playing and laugh­
ing. I never laughed so hard in my 
life. Next morning there was a ring 
of sleeping dancers around both 
rooms. They just got sleepy and 
went to sleep. There was still a few 
dancin’ when the sun come up.”

Parte Rodriguez, the Texas Su­
preme Court held the election to 
be unconstitutional.

At issue was this language in 
the state’s election law: “All elec­
tions ... shall be held at the county 
seats of the several counties until 
otherwise provided by law; and the 
polls shall be open for four days.”

The fight was over the mean­
ing of the semi-colon after the word 
“law.”

Based on this decision, which 
most historians believed was 
reached on the basis of partisan 
politics, not a reasoned interpreta­
tion of the law, Davis declared he 
would not vacate the governor’s 
office. Coke, in turn, said he would 
not be denied the governorship, no 
matter the findings of the pro-Davis 
Supreme Court.

For two weeks, from Jan. 5 td 
Jan. 19, Austin verged on civil in­
surrection. The Capitol became an 
armed camp as two different sets 
of party partisans, legislators and 
other elected officials tried to keep 
or gain control of the building.

A war could have started on 
Jan. 16, when a pro-Coke party 
forced open the state arsenal and 
removed rifles and ammunition. 
Fortunately, Coke ordered the men 
to return the weapons.

Davis, meanwhile, had ap­
pealed to Republican President 
U.S. Grant for help: The president 
recommended that Davis “yield to 
the verdict of the people.” When 
the president turned down a sec­
ond request for federal troops, 
Davis reluctantly decided to step 
down.

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Despite all the tension, the only 
shooting that resulted from the in­
cident was a 102-gun salute fired 
on the Capitol grounds after Coke’s 
inauguration.

The lesson for Texas during the 
waning days of the year 2000? 
Painful as the presidential election 
process has been this year, at least 
the only confrontations have been 
between the spin meisters, the law­
yers and the courts.

• As the year 2000 slowly runs 
out of calendar pages, at least one 
thing is certain: The 77th session of 
the Texas Legislature convenes on 
Jan. 9.

As of late in November, more 
than 400 bills have been prefiled.

Lawmakers have until March 
9 for filing bills or joint resolutions 
that are not local or not considered 
an emergency.

In Austin, despite the political 
uncertainty brought about by the 
contested national election, lobby­
ists and interest groups are poring 
over bills as if they were Christ­
mas shopping lists.

Union has put Louisiana Gov. Mike 
Foster on notice that if he proceeds 
with plans to build three new chap­
els in state prisons, the group may 
take the state to court. The Asso­
ciated Press reports that Gov. Fos­
ter and his wife, Alice, have raised 
$1 million in private funds to build 
the chapels and want to raise an 
additional $6 million to build or re­
furbish 21 more. ACLU executive 
director Joe Cook believes the 
move “raises issues of separation 
of church and state.”

• Bowing to pressure from con­
cerned parents and teachers, Kent 
School District in Washington is re­
vising earlier guidelines prohibiting 
decorated Christmas wreaths or 
trees on school property.

schools will indeed be able to put 
up “regular trees” and “giving 
trees.” Christmas trees, however, 
will not be allowed.

The Associated Press reports the 
board last week approved guide­
lines urging teachers to avoid the 
occult or macabre aspects of the 
holidays and be “sensitive to di­
verse community points of view 
about Halloween traditions.”

Recently while on vacation my 
family was visited by an old friend. 
She pulled into the restaurant park­
ing lot and immediately parked in 
a space reserved for a person with 
a disability. She got out the placard 
form the glove compartment, hung 
it from her rearview mirror, and got 
out of the car. I thought to myself 
she is walking great and wondered 
why she would park there.

Curiosity got the best of me and 
so I aslked why. She told the story 
about how her ankle was hurt three 
years ago and that is when her doc­
tor gave her a temporary placard. 
She got better, but continued to use 
the temporary placard. Although 
we discussed the issue at length, 
she continued to park in spaces re­
served for people with disabilities.

Doesn’t she realize that this 
action is illegal and that it also ties 
up a space reserved for an eligible 
person with a disability? I wonder 
when she will receive a ticket and 
learn that the penalty for inappro­
priate parking is $250 or more.

Please stop and park if you are 
an eligible person with a disability. 
Otherwise, yield the right-of-way.

As you have read, I feel strong­
ly that the community, including 
persons with disabilities, needs to 
be better informed about accessi­
ble parking: a number Texas cities 
conduct accessible parking edu­
cation programs that utilize volun­
teers. They need you!

Mankin entered the photo in the 
contest at the urging of local para­
medic Tim Vasquez. It shows 
Vasquez along with fire fighters 
Sam Whitten, Jr., Albert Martinez 
and Michael Faull carrying fellow 
fire fighter Shannon Corbell away 
from the scene of a burning apart­
ment after she had been overcome 
by smoke. Corbell made a quick 
and full recovery.

The fire at the Eldorado Hous­
ing Authority Apartments on North 
Cottonwood Street, became the fo­
cus of an arson investigation which 
led to three arrests. It completely 
destroyed one apartment and

caused smoke damage in others.
Mankin and her husband, Suc­

cess Editor Randy Mankin, heard 
fire department and ambulance ser­
vice personnel being dispatched to 
the fire over a police scanner. Man­
kin says she grabbed her camera 
and the couple hurried to the scene 
of the fire.

“We had only been there a few 
minutes when Randy said, ‘Kathy, 
look there!’ and pointed between 
the buildings.” Mankin states. “I 
turned and snapped a picture as the 
four men came carrying Shannon. 
I really didn’t think I had gotten the 
picture.”

However, the next day when 
she developed the film, Mankin re­
alized she had indeed gotten the 
photo and it ran on the front page 
of the January 6, 2000 edition of 
the Success.

A few weeks later, arson inves­

tigator Steve Kenley from Ozona 
asked for a copy of the photo to 
use in a class he teaches at the 
Texas A&M Fire School in Col­
lege Station.

The photo was part of an ex­
hibit at the Texas EMS Confer­
ence. Winners were chosen by 
ballot among the conference at­
tendees. Along with the honor of 
winning the contest, Mankin will 
receive $ 125 and a plaque from the 
Texas Department of Health’s 
EMS division. The photo will also 
be published in the Texas EMS 
magazine.

Mankin, who has won numer­
ous photography awards from the 
Texas Press Association and the 
West Texas Press Association says 
this honor is particularly gratifying.

“Through the years, I’ve fol­
lowed fire trucks and ambulances 
to lots of fires and car wrecks.,” 
Mankin said. “To me it’s important, 
that the men and women who vol­
unteer their time and risk their lives 
on our behalf get the publicity they 
deserve. The fact that they have 
chosen to recognize my work is a 
bit overwhelming. I am deeply hon­
ored.”

OPEN HOUSE
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Sheriff’s Department 
to stop unlocking cars

Schleicher County Sheriff Dav­
id Doran announced this week that, 
beginning on January 1st, his of­
ficers will no longer unlock car 
doors for persons who have locked 
their keys inside their car. Doran 
noted that vehicle design changes 
and increased liability concerns 
have forced him to scrap his de­
partment’s longstanding policy of 
assisting local citizens when they 
have locked their keys in their car.

“Each time we unlock a car 
door, we run the risk of breaking a 
window or otherwise damaging the 
car,” Doran stated. “Added to this 
is the fact that more and more cars 
are coming equipped with electron­
ic locks that we are unable to open.”

Doran further explained that 
side impact air bags also pose a 
safety concern for his officers. “It 
is very easy to trigger a side im­
pact air bag when attempting to

unlock a door,” Doran said. He 
went on to note say there have 
been incidents across the nation 
where officers were seriously in­
jured when a side impact air bag 
inflated, driving the tools the offic­
ers were using back into their face, 
arms and hands.

“We are one of the last depart­
ments around to stop offering this 
service,” Doran stated. “I wish we 
could continue but it just isn’t pos­
sible.”

The Sheriff noted that after 
January 1 st persons needing help 
unlocking car doors should call one 
of the local wrecker services. He 
added, however, that anyone wish­
ing to leave a duplicate set of keys 
at the Sheriff’s office may do so. 
“We have people who do this and 
we are happy to bring them the 
spare set when they need them,” 
Doran concluded.

AUSTIN — The Texas Rail­
road Commission on November 28, 
2000 adopted an emergency rule 
to stop discontinuance of natural 
gas service during winter months.

In 1999, at least 21 people died 
in Texas from hypothermia; of 
those 21, at least 17 (81 percent) 
were age 60 or older and many of 
them died unexpectedly in their 
own homes. Without adequate heat, 
many people, especially the elder­
ly, are in danger long before the 
temperature drops to freezing.

“Our action today protects dis­
advantaged Texans, especially chil­
dren and the elderly, when winter 
temperatures drop towards freez­
ing,” Williams said. “We do not 
want Texans forced to choose be­
tween home heat and other needs.”

Under the new rule,
• Natural gas utility companies 

may not disconnect a customer on 
a day when the previous day’s tem­
perature in the coun$ where the 
customer takes service fell below 
40 degrees Fahrenheit and the 
National Weather Service predicts 
that the temperature in the county 
will fall below that level during the 
next 24 hours;

• Providers may not disconnect 
service to a delinquent residential 
customer for a billing period in

which the provider receives a 
pledge, letter of intent, purchase 
order, or other notification from an 
energy assistance provider that is 
forwarding sufficient payment to 
continue service;

• Providers may not disconnect 
service to a delinquent residential 
customer on a day, or on a day 
immediately preceding a day, when 
personnel of the provider are not 
available for the purpose of receiv­

ing payment or making collections 
or reconnecting service, and 

• Providers are also encouraged 
to offer customers a deferred pay­
ment plan as set forth in the Com­
mission’s quality of service rule, 16 
TAC §7.45(2), or a level or aver­
age payment plan.

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Social Security recipients to get 3.5 % increase

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Social Security and Supple­
mental Security Income (SSI) 
benefits will increase 3.5 percent 
in 2001, according to Fredi Franki, 
Social Security manager in San 
Angelo, Texas. ’’Today’s news 
tells us that inflation continues to 
be low which is certainly good 
news for everyone living on a 
fixed income,” Franki stated. “In­
flation is one of the worst enemies 
of the elderly. The past eight

years, which have seen low infla­
tion rates and a strong economy, 
have been particularly good for 
the elderly.”

The 3.5 percent increase will 
begin with benefits that Social Se­
curity beneficiaries receive in Jan­
uary 2001. Increased payments to 
SSI recipients will begin on Decem­
ber 29, 2000.

For Social Security beneficia­
ries the average monthly benefit

amount for all retired workers will 
rise from $816 to $845. The maxi­
mum federal SSI monthly payments 
for an individual will rise from $512 
to $530. For a couple, the maxi­
mum federal SSI payment will rise 
from $769 to $796.

Social Security and SSI bene­
fits increase automatically each 
year based on the rise in the Con­
sumer Price Index for Urban 
Wage Earners and Clerical Work­

ers (CPI-W) from the third quar­
ter of the one year through the cor­
responding period of the next. This 
year’s increase in the CPI-W was 
3.5 percent.

“American workers continue 
to benefit from our unprecedent­
ed economic growth,” comment- £  
ed Franki. “Wages continue to 
grow faster than inflation. This is 
good news for American work­
ers.”

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AUSTIN, Texas — If nothing 
else, poachers are persistent. But 
they aren’t always the brightest 
bulbs on the tree, as the following 
excerpts from recent Texas game 
warden field reports confirm.

But Vm on Your Side
When two men were caught re­

cently netting shrimp in a closed 
nursery area at night, one thought 
he had concocted the perfect story 
to get them out of trouble. He told 
the game warden that he was work­
ing undercover for Operation Game 
Thief to report the names of «other 
violators. The warden explained to 
him that he was not authorized to 
violate the law in order to get infor­
mation for Operation Game Thief. 
As the warden radioed to check for 
warrants, the man grabbed handfuls 
of the seized shrimp and scattered 
them into the high grass. Two men 
parked next to the warden’s patrol 
truck witnessed the entire ex­
change. Cases against the poach­
ers are pending.

Eating the Evidence
A West Texas resident called 

the local game warden to report 
that his neighbor was trapping quail. 
The warden located the trap, and 
after a brief investigation the ho­
meowner admitted to trapping 10 
quail the previous day. The man 
¿Iso produced quail that were still 
frying in a skillet in his kitchen and
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one live quail that was being kept 
as a pet.

The late night special came in 
the form of a 2 a.m, call to a Fort 
Bend County game warden re­
porting possible deer hunting. A 
sheriff’s deputy had responded 
twice earlier in the evening to calls 
about teenagers hunting in a sub­
division but was unable to locate 
a gun in the suspects’ vehicle. The 
game warden received the names 
of the teenagers and investigated 
further.

Two days later he spoke with 
one of the teenagers and received 
a full confession about the poach­
ing and where to find the evidence. 
Upon arriving at the second teen­
ager’s house, the warden found 
processed deer meat wrapped in 
the freezer. He also noticed steam­
ing hot ribs just out of the oven. 
The meat and the boys were load­
ed into the warden’s truck and driv­
en to the third teenager’s house. 
The head of the buck was found 
there, along with the remaining 
pieces of deer meat marinating in 
preparation for cooking. Pending 
charges include hunting deer in 
closed season and possession of 
deer in closed season.

The Eyes of Texas (Game 
Wardens) Are Upon You

Not realizing that hunters in their 
blinds were watching his every 
move, a man was caught shooting 
two turkeys from a county road in 
Wheeler County. Upon further in­
vestigation, the game warden found 
that the poacher had also exceed­
ed the bag limit on white-tailed doe 
deer and was attempting to use 
someone else’s deer tags.

A South Texas warden arrest­
ed two groups of hunters in one 
week during mid-October. The first 
group involved two hunting-lease 
holders and their camp manager 
hunting mourning doves over a

baited tank. The second group con­
sisted of a landowner and four of 
his friends hunting mourning doves 
without licenses. The landowner 
had advised his friends that they 
did not have to have a license to 
hunt on his land because the game 
warden never came on his proper­
ty. In both cases, the violators 
thought they were far enough 
away from a public road that their 
shots would not be heard and they 
would not be checked.

A new deer decoy nearly paid 
for itself on its second trip out. Bra­
zoria County game wardens saw 
four men shoot at the decoy close 
to midnight near the Fort Bend 
County line. Two were apprehend­
ed at the scene and two fled 
through the brush. The next day the 
wardens arrested the other two at 
their homes, sure that they had the 
right men because of the many tell­
tale scratches they received run-

ning through the brush.

Some Just Never Learn
A Dallas County warden cited 

two men early one morning for 
hunting non-game animals. One of 
the men did not have a hunting li­
cense or a hunter safety certificate. 
Less than two hours later, the war- ^  
den stopped the same two men for 
hunting from a vehicle on a public 
road.

The Old ‘ Wait Until the Game 
Warden's Out o f Town’ Trick

In late October, the Dickens 
County game warden received in­
formation that a deer had been tak­
en illegally while he was out of 
town. After, an investigation and 
interviews, the warden filed on 
three people for taking white-tailed 
deer in closed season. All three 
pleaded guilty and were assessed 
fines of $500 each.

LCRA offering 21 college scholarships
College-bound high-school se­

niors have an opportunity to receive 
one of 21 scholarships worth up to 
$2,000 each from the Lower Colo­
rado River Authority.

The LCRA has mailed applica­
tion packages to high schools in its 
60-county Central Texas service 
area. The deadline for applications 
is the close of business Feb. 9,2001.

“We want schools, students and 
parents to begin now to investigate 
this opportunity,” said Beverly Sef- 
fel, LCRA manager of Community 
Assistance and Volunteer Servic­
es. “The LCRA scholarships can

be a valuable part of a college stu­
dent’s financial-aid package.”

The LCRA will award 16 schol­
arships, each worth $2,000. Half of 
the scholarships will be awarded to 
students planning to attend a four- 
year college or university. The oth­
er half will go to students planning 
for a two-year degree program or 
technical/trade school. In addition, 
the LCRA will award five scholar­
ships, each worth $1,000, to stu­
dents who plan to enroll in studies 
related to the electric-utility indus­
try.

Each school may nominate up
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to three candidates, one candidate 
each for the four-year, two-year and 
electric-utility scholarships. Students 
who are interested in the LCRA 
scholarships should contact their 
school counselors for more infor­
mation about applying. Schools may 
contact Renee Randall at 1-800- 
776-5272, Ext. 4089, to request ap­
plication materials.

Candidates must be seniors with 
a “B” grade average, will graduate 
this spring, and plan to attend a col­
lege or trade school in Texas. "

“We’re looking for good, hard­
working students,” Seffel said. “Good 
grades are important, but we’re more 
interested in students who demon­
strate personal responsibility and show 
great potential for giving something 
Back to their communities.”

An LCRA employee committee 
will score the applicants and select 
finalists on the bass of grades and 
class standing, test scores, financial; 
need, leadership and extracurricu­
lar activities, and a personal4 state­
ment written by each student. A & 
second LCRA employee commit­
tee will interview finalists and se­
lect winners. Students may use the 
scholarships to pay for expenses 
related to their college studies.

This is the 14th year for the 
LCRA to offer scholarships. Since 
the LCRA began the program in 
1988, it has awarded scholarships 
to 107 students.
