School board calls on Blanch to

lead Schleicher County L.S.D.

It isn’t official, and won’t be
until the legally imposed twenty-
one day waiting period expires on
August 3, but Schleicher County
I.S.D. trustees have chosen a new
superintendent, George Blanch of
Hebbronville. Blanch served as su-
perintendent of schools at Jim Hogg
I.S.D. in Hebbronville for the last

two years. Before that, he was su--

perintendent ‘of Sabinal I1.S.D. for
two years, Motley County 1.S.D.
for five years and Lueders-Avoca
I.S.D. for three years.

Blanch received his Bachelor’s
degree from the University of Tex-
as and earned his Master’s degree
in midmanagement from Texas
A&I University. He received his
superintendent’s certification from
Abilene Christian University.

Blanch was born in Hamshire,
Texas near Beaumont and attend-
ed school in Nixon, Texas. His ca-

“gan in Hawley, “Texas were he was

principal of grades 6-12 for three
years. He also served as assistant
principal at Laredo United High
School and Kingsville High School..

The action to hire Blanch was
initiated at the July 17 meeting of
the Schleicher County I.S.D. board
of trustees when they triggered the
twenty-one day waiting period by
announcing their intent to employ
him as the district’s superintendent.

The meeting began with the ap-
proval of the minutes of the regu-
lar meeting of June 11, and called
meetings of June 25, June 29, June
30, July 1, July 7, July 11 and July
12. An amended item regarding the
acceptance of $5,000.00 in reim-
bursement from the Menard Co-
op for pre-kindergarten funding
was approved by the board. The
district’s financial reports were also
accepted.

Bids for food services were
also accepted for the 2000-2001
school year, as was a the payment

of $33,455.00 for worker’s com-
pensation insurance. The insurance
premium will be payable in four in-
stallments with an adjustment due
at the end of the school year, if
additional payments are required or
if the district is due a refund.

Elementary principal Bob Wan-
oreck next brought a recommen-
dation to the board that Carl Work-
man be hired as teacher. It was ex-
plained that Mr. Workman’s teach-
ing assignment has not been final-
ized pending the determination of
needs in the school’s Alternative
Education Program (AEP) cam-
pus.

Drought continues, conserving water a must

Droughts have been a part of
our history and will continue into
our future. Add twice as many peo-
ple to the population of Texas in
the next fifty years and conserva-
tion and drought planning becomes
much more critical. Water planners
around the state are working on
conservation measures and plans
to meet water needs for their citi-
zens.

Water legislation and policy pro-
viding the framework for water
marketing and transporting water
from one water basin to another is
being drafted now for the upcom-
ing legislative session. The Region

F Water Planning Group, which
includes Schleicher County, will
soon publish a draft of the regional
water plan for this area. At that
time, the public will have an oppor-
tunity to view the document and
provide comments. This draft plan
includes suggested strategies to
meet water shortages in our region.

The West Texas Weather Mod-
ification Association continues their
work in the enhancement of rain-
fall events to increase recharge to
the aquifer. And, while large cities
have been required to create con-
servation and drought plans, now
every small town, including the Ci-
ty of Eldorado, is required to have
a drought contingency plan.

The Plateau Underground Wa-
ter Conservation & Supply District
strives to maintain the integrity of
the water quality within the Dis-
trict, monitor water levels, promotes
conservation and discourages
waste. Small conservation mea-
sures such as using a sprinkler that
produces large water droplets in-
stead of a fine mist, repairing leak-
ing or dripping faucets, taking short
showers instead of baths, turning
off water while washing hands,
brushing teeth or shaving adds up
to gallons which adds up to acre
feet of saved water.

Annual Sales Tax Holiday
slated for August 4-6

Texans will get a break from
state and most local sales taxes on
August 4, 5, & 6, during the state’s
second annual sales tax holiday.
Only one city, Sunset Valley, opted
out of the holiday this year. In that
city, the 1 1/2 percent tax will be
due on qualifying items. However,
in the rest of the state, most items
of clothing and footwear, priced
below $100 will be exempt from
sales tax.

The Texas legislature allowed

last year as the state’s budget sur-
plus ballooned. The sales tax holi-
day is projected to save consum-
ers about $8 on every $100 that
they spend.

Shoppers should beware, how-
ever, not all items are tax exempt.
And, retailers are being cautioned
against offering to pay the sales tax
on items that are not exempt.

Texas Lottery Adds 4 Numbers to Lotto

AUSTIN - The Texas Lottery
Commission added four numbers

.to the Lotto Texas drawing last
week in hopes of increasing player
participation and rejuvenating
slumping ticket sales.

The change was implemented
“July 16 when new player slips with
.54 numbers were delivered to re-
tailers ‘across the state. The first
drawing with the new system was
July 19.

Lottery spokeswoman Kristina
Childress said preliminary figures

showed ticket sales were up by the
end of the day, but she pointed out
that the July 19 jackpot already had
climbed to $2% million before the
numbers were added.

“We believe it was more of the
lure of the jackpot than the lure of

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the balls,” Childress said.

Pay-outs under the new num-
ber configuration are expected to
increase as the jackpots grow. The
prize for selecting five of six num-
bers increased $1,000 to $2,500 and
players who select three of six
numbers now will earn $5 instead
of $3. The pay-out for selecting
four of six numbers only increased
slightly. ;

ROLLING ALONG
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The Giddings Carousel Horses
Are Up and Running

. A passing carnival ran into finan-
cial trouble years ago near Giddings
and left an old carousel to cover some
of its debts. The Merry-Go-Round

had 28 painted wooden horses on it.
" All the mechanical equipment was
" in working order, even though it was
in need of repair.

It was moved into town despite
objections from residents who said
they would prefer that piece of junk
go somewhere else. A circular
building was built in Firemen’s Park
to house the carousel. It’s an old
fashioned kind of building, with
wooden walls that fold down half-
way all the way around to allow
cross ventilation. Over the years,
the carousel was placed into the
care of various civic clubs around
Giddings. It was operated only
once a year, during the city’s July
4th activities.

Very little work was done on the
horses, which began to deteriorate.
When the Giddings fire department
took over the operation and main-
tenance of the carousel, things
started happening. A wood sculp-
tor in Giddings, Wayne Peters, was
asked to restore the horses. Wayne
carves museum-quality figures.

“J got bunged up in a car wreck
in 1976 and was out of commis-
sion for about a year,” says Wayne.
"Sitting on the patio was unproduc-
tive, so I started whittling as part
of my rehab.”

He ha§ a small shop behind his
house where he works in a wheel-
chair with a tool kit on it. “I took
one horse at a time and worked on
it,:” he says. “I'd take them apart

completely. Carousel horses have
about 20 pieces in them. These had
caulking compound, all kinds of
cement and glue, nails, all types of
stuff that had been used in repair-
ing these things. Even these old
corrugated fasteners used to hold
two pieces of wood together. All
that junk. I took all the hardware
out of them and replaced them with
wooden dowels. There’s no nails
in them now. None of them had
ears or tails. Mos! of them didn’t
have eyes. Some didn’t have legs
or feet. Parts of the head were
missing. I just made pieces and put
them back together. I cleaned them

up, sanded them down and took all -

the old paint off. I used bondo, the
same stuff they use to patch auto-
mobile bodies.”

He repaired all 28 of the hors-
es. The project took years. After

getting the horses ready to paint,

he sent them to a professional firm
that specializes in painting carou-
sel horses. He made sure that real
horse hair wasused in making the
tails on the horses. Wayne gave the
firemen a lifetime guarantee on his
work. “On my lifetime, not'theirs,”
says Wayne, who is 84 years old.
‘Wayne is handicapped and is rated
totally disabled. He has a left arm
that is not much use to him. “I work
single-handedly,” he jokes. “But
disabled is not unable.”

" The carousel in Giddings is now
used several times a year and is
kept in good shape. People from a
large area go to Giddings with one
special purpose in mind: to ride the
carousel with the pretty horses.

Jury convicts man for 8-liners

A Bexar County man became
the first person to be convicted of
organized crime involving eight-lin-
ers since Attorney General John

Cornyn began a crackdown on the

illegal gaming machines.
A jury deliberated for three
hours and found Richard E. Legere

guilty of operating eight-liners in his -

Universal City bar Poor Richards
Lounge.

Legere faces up to $10,000 on
each count and confinement in a
state jail facility for not less than
180 days or more than two years.
Legere could also be eligible for up
to 10 years probation.

This is the first conviction for
organized crime involving the use
of eight-liners that Cornyn’s office
has obtained.

The attorney general’s office

began investigating the case with

the Bexar County District Attor-
ney’s office in March 1999. The
Department of Public Safety’s Spe-
cial Crimes Division in San Anto-
nio also assisted.

Since March 2000, six defen-
dants have been found guilty on
multiple counts regarding eight-lin-
er operations. . :

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Comptroller Rylander delivers
monthly sales tax rebates

Texas Comptroller Carole Kee-
ton Rylander delivered last week a
total of $208.9 million in monthly
sales tax payments to 1,106 Texas
cities and 119 counties. July pay-
ments are up 16.9 percent com-
pared to July 1999. Year-to-date,
payments to cities and counties are

. running 9 percent ahead of the first
seven months of 1999.

Locally, the City of Eldorado
received $6,426.57, that’s up 73.6
percent over the last year’s July
figures. Year to date, the city has
received $48,635.68 up 19.13 per-
cent from the $40,823.96 received
during the same period last year.

Meanwhile, Schleicher Coun-

ty’s rebate totaled $5,722.35, up
69.33 percent from the $3,379.38
received last July. The county’s
year-to-date total of $40,235.30 is
up 9.85 percent over the same pe-
riod in 1999.

The Schleicher County Health
Services tax netted $5,731.93, an
increase of 69.33 percent over the
$3,385.05 paid last July. Year-to-
date, the health services tax
brought in 39,838.06, up 22.10 per-
cent over the $32,625.76 received
during the same period in 1999.

The Comptroller’s next sales tax
allocation is scheduled for Friday,
Aug. 11 and will be reported in the
Aug. 17 edition of the Success.

The meeting began with the
minutes of the July 10th being
read by County Clerk Peggy Wil-
liams. The minutes were approved
as read. Next, all accounts were
approved for payment. Invest-
ment reports for the preceding
quarter were distributed in print-
ed form and unanimously ap-
proved by the men.

Judge Griffin then reported on

grant funds, through cost sharing,
for the construction of hangars,
fuel facilities, and rest-room fa-
cilities at the local airport. It was
noted that a beacon light had been
obtained but that the runway
which is under construction needs
fencing and runway lights.

County Clerk Peggy Williams
then offered an estimate of
$25,000 to $30,000 for updating
shelving in her office. She noted
the improvement would allow for
expansion and would allow addi-
tional shelf space which she esti-
mated would meet the office’s
needs for the next twenty years.
The commissioners took the item
under advisement but took no ac-
tion on it.

Next, a request from the West
Texas Rural Counties Association
(WTRCA) for a 10 percent in-
crease in worker’s compensation
insurance rates during the next
budget year was heard by com-
missioners. No action was taken,
however.

Kathleen Miller, representing

Texas Dept. of Transportation
concerning area airports. Also at-
tending the meeting from Eldora-
do were Jimmy Doyle and Doug
Garvin.

WTRCA, visited with commis-
sioners concerning money owed
by the county to the WTRCA’s
health insurance pool, which re-
cently became insolvent. It was
noted that Schleicher County has
acredit for $75,282.00 in paid pre--
miums which will be applied
against a final obligation of
$140,401.00. In order for WTR-
CA to obtain reimbursement from
Lloyd’s of London, the pool’s re-
insurer, Schleicher County must
fully settle its outstanding ac-
counts, it was explained.

The commissioners opted for
a three- -prong response to Miller’s
request ‘First; an assignment is to"
be drawn up guaranteeing Schle-
icher County that it will be reim-
bursed for the $75,282.00. Sec-
ondly, WTRCA’s pool will pro-
vide proof that various health
claims by county employees have
been paid. Thirdly, upon comple-
tion of the first two steps, County
Treasurer Karen Henderson will
be directed to issue a check, us-
ing the county’s existing self-in-
surance funds, in the amount of
$140,401.00, to ensure that the
county’s obligation to WTRCA is
fulfilled. (The self-insurance ac-
count was established six years
ago when the county first associ-
ated itself w1th the WTRCA.)

It should be noted that the
$140,401.00 amount represents
only Schleicher County’s obliga-
tion. County employees will con-
tinue to bear responsibility for their
portion of the indebtedness to the
various medical providers.

There being no further busi-
ness the meeting adjourned at
12:00 noon.

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Financial picture continues
to improve at S.C.M.C.

Schleicher County Hospital
District board of trustees met Mon-
day, July 24, 2000 in their regularly
scheduled meeting. The meting
was called to order by board pres-

ident Judy Christian. Trustee Jim _

Martin led in the invocation. The
board then immediately entered
into an executive session for the
purpose of consultation with their
attorney regarding renewal of a
contract with Shannon Medical
Center. Also joining the board in
the closed door session was Linda
Knightstep, representative of Sh-
annon and Jerry Hulen, a partner
in Preferred Management, the
company which oversees day-to-
day operation of the local medical
center. After an hour behind closed
doors, the board emerged into open
session, taking no action on the
question.

Board members present for the-
meeting were Judy Christian, De-
lia Pina, Randy Mankin, Lanis
Mikeska, Shirley Joiner and Jim
Martin. Trustee John Callison was
absent.

Investment consultant Cecil
Ross of San Angelo then met with
the board to report on the hospital
district’s employee retirement plan.
He noted that employees currently
benefit from two types of plans.
The first, identified as 403B plan,
is a voluntary plan which allows
payroll deductions to be placed in
employee accounts. The second
plan is available to all hospital em-
ployees and is traditionally support-
ed by annual contributions from the
hospital district. After discussing the
two plans, the board voted unani-
mously to contribute 2 percent of
each employee’s annual salary to
the retirement fund. It was noted
that this is the same amount called
for in the district’s annual budget.

Next, Jerry Wojtek, of the ac-
counting firm Oliver, Rainey and
Wojtek, met with the board to
present the district’s annual audit
report. Wojtek noted that the dis-
trict’s accounting procedures were
being handled correctly and that the
audit was a fair representation of
the district’s financial health.
Wojtek explained that the hospital
was beginning to show a profit but
that the nursing home continued to
show a loss amounting to
$18,000.00 to $20,000.00 a month.
He attributed the loss in the nurs-
ing home to having insufficient pa-

tient capacity to offset staffing

costs. The board unanimously ap-
proved the report.

Administrator Ann Fagan-Cook
reported that there are currently no
vacant beds in the nursing home
and that the waiting list for admis-
sion to the home has grown to in-
clude sixteen individuals. She fur-
ther stated that of The sixteen, all
but three are residents of Schle-
icher County. She further stated
that at least two Schleicher Coun-
ty residents had been admitted to
other facilities due to their immedi-
ate need and the lack of bed spac-
es in the local facility.

In other business, the minutes
of the June 29, 2000 were unani-
mously approved. The district’s fi-
nancial reports were then and re-
viewed and a positive cash flow of
$41,574.00 for the month of June
was reported. It was noted that all
of the increase was generated by
the hospital. The nursing home’s
expenses exceeded revenues by
$6,915.00. However, Jerry Hulen
cautioned trustees that next month,
the financial reports will reflect
three payroll periods and that the
numbers might not be as good.

Administrator Fagan-Cook then
updated the board on an electrical
power outage, which occurred re-
cently, leaving the medical center
without power for more than an
hour. She further stated that the
hospital’s emergency generator
was of insufficient capacity to com-
pensate for the loss of power and
recommended that the board ap-

prove the purchase of a new gen-
erator. After discussing the mat-
ter, the board agreed to pursue the
purchase of a larger generator and
asked that government surplus
yards in San Antonio and Fort

Worth be checked to see if sucha #

generator might be available.

Next the board unanimously ‘¥
approved an updated Code of Con-
duct for district officials and staff.

It was explained that the update
was required in order to comply

~with existing federal regulations.

Board president Judy Christian then 48

appointed Randy Mankin, Lanis

Mikeska, Shirley Joiner and herself * f

to serve on the budget committee.
The committee will draft a proposed
budget for the board’s consider-
ation at an upcoming meeting.

The board then discussed at
length an expenditure of $14,244.73
to purchase chemicals, referred to
as reagents, for use in the hospi-
tal’s blood gas analyzer Fagan-
Cook explained that Beckman, the
company ‘which manufactures the
machine, was not honoring a pre-
viously negotiated agreement con-
cerning the purchase of the re-
agents. The trustees voted to ap-
prove the expenditure, but only af-
ter several expressed their displea-
sure with Beckman.

The board then approved a new ;

Abuse Prevention Policy for the
nursing home. Fagan-Cook said the
policy, required by regulators, is
aimed at preventing abuse of the
home’s residents. Judy Christian
then appointed Delia Pina, Shirley
Joiner, Dr. Jim Brame, Annie
Arispe, and herself to serve on a
committee charged with raising
funds for a nursing home expan-
sion.

Two bids were then received for
the sale of the hospital’s old Ford
van.-A bid of $1,500.00 by Dr. Ran-
dall Sloan was accepted. The sec-
ond bid of $250.00 was rejected.

Before adjourning, the board

‘heeded the advise of the district’s

attorney Jim Kosub and voted unan-
imously to cease paying $75 per
month for insurance benefits for
twelve employees. It was noted that
in order for the practice to be legal,
the district would be required to pur-
chase the insurance for all the hos-
pital’s 88 employees. It was noted
that the 12 employees in question
will be given a thirty-day notice and
may continue to purchase the insur-
ance on their own.

There being no further business,
the meeting adjourned at 9:15 p.m.

The time is quickly approach-
ing when we need to make orders
for this years lamb, goat and swine
validation tags. This process has
been done for several years in the
lamb and swine divisions but this
will be the first time for a state-
wide goat validation.

2000, 9: a.m. - 12: noon at the show-
barn) and swine (November 18, 2000,
9: a.m.- 12: noon at the showbarn)

Focus on the Family ¢

QUESTION: What has
been your greatest challenge
as a father? What did you learn
from it?

DR. DOBSON: Raising
healthy, well-educated, self-disci-
plined children who love God and

_ their fellow human beings is, I be-

lieve, the most challenging respon-
sibility in living. Not even rocket
science can approach it for com- -
plexity and unpredictability. And,
of course, the job is even more dif-
ficult today when the culture un-
dermines and contradicts every-
thing parents are trying to accom-
plish at home.

Fortunately, we are not asked
to do everything perfectly as
moms and dads. Our kids usually
manage to survive our mistakes
and failures and turn out better
than we have any right to boast
about.

I certainly made my share of
mistakes as a father. Like millions
of other men of my era, I often
had a tough time balancing the
pressures of my profession with
the needs of my family. Not that I
ever became an “absentee fa-
ther,” but I did struggle at times to
be as accessible as I knew I
should be. :

As it happened, my first book,
“Dare to Discipline,” was pub-
lished the same week that our sec-
ond child, Ryan, arrived. A baby
always turns a house upside
down, but the reaction to my book
added to the turmoil. I was a full-
time professor at a medical
school, and yet I was inundated
by thousands of letters and re-
quests of every sort. There was
no mechanism to handle this sud-
den fame. I remember flying to

New York one Thursday night and
doing 17 television shows and
press interviews in three days,
returning to work on Monday
morning. It was nothing short of
overwhelming.

My father, who always served
as a beacon in dark times, saw
what was happening to me and
wrote a letter that was to change
my life. First, he congratulated me
on my success, but then warned
that all the success in the world
would not compensate if I failed
at home. He reminded me that the
spiritual welfare of our children
was my most important responsi-
bility, and that the only way to build
their faith was to model it person-
ally and then to stay on my knees
in prayer. That couldn’t be done
if I invested every resource in my
profession.

I have never forgotten that
profound advice. It eventually led
to my resignation from the univer-
sity and to the development of a
ministry that permitted me to stay
at home. I quit accepting speak-
ing requests, started a radio pro-
gram that required no travel, and
refused to do “book tours” or ac-
cept other lengthy responsibilities
that would take me away from my
family.

As I look back on that era to-
day, I'am so grateful that I chose
to preserve my relationship with
my children. The closeness that
we enjoy today can be traced to
that decision to make time for

them when they needed me most..

I could easily have made the

_greatest mistake of my life at that

time.
I’m sure many fathers will read
this response and find themselves

today where 1 was back then.
If you are one of them, I urge
you to give priority to your fam-
ily. Those kids around your feet
will be grown and gone before
you know it. Don’t let the op-
portunity of these days slip away
from you. No professional ac-
complishment or success is
worth that cost. When you stand
where I am today, the relation-
ship with those you love will
outweigh every other good thing
in your life.
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QUESTION: Would you
say that most marital prob-
lems are caused by sexual
difficulties? ,

DR. DOBSON: No, the
opposite is more accurate. Most
sexual problems are caused by
marital difficulties. Or stated
another way, couples that have
problems in bed often have big-
ger problems in the other 23 1/2

hours of the day.
