Tax Rebate
The City of McLean will 

receive SI,187.31 as their 
share of the one-percent city 
sales tax for December. State 
Comptroller Bob Bullock Mon­
day sent checks totaling 
$4i 4 million to 802 cities. This 
final payment for 1481 brought 
to $656 million the total col­
lected and returned to Texas 
cities during 1481. Bullock 
said this total is more than 17 
percent over last year’s $560 
million McLean's total for the 
year is W4.4J7.79, a raise of 
8.47 percent over last year.

The optional one-percent 
city sales tax is collected along 
with the state four-percent 
sales tax by merchants and 
businesses and is rebated each 
month by the Comptroller to 
cities where it is levied.

Resolution Against Toxic Wastes

A resolution calling for a 
halt to test dnlliag in 25 
Panhandle counties to locate a 
possible site tor storage of 
toxic wastes was adopted Dec. 
15 by Gray County Commis­
sioners.

Drafting of the resolution by 
Judge Carl Kennedy was 
prompted by the Swisher 
Countv Commissioners who 
earlier drafted and approved 
the same type resolution The 
resolution will be sent to state 
officials.

"This resolution says that 
until it is proven there is no 
danger involved in such 
storage, we don't want the 
waste buried here." Kennedy 
said.

Commissioners Precinct 3 
James McCracken said there 
is currently a great deal of 
waste storage controversy

"But regardless of what is 
going on. we do not need the 
waste storage here, where the 
Ogalla aquifer could be in 
danger." McCracken said.

" I t  d o esn 't take much 
judgment to see that it just 
doesn't belong here. We don't 
need it." McCracken said.

"They said nuclear energy 
would be the most efficient 
and least expensive type of 
energy. I am not convinced it 
is either." McCracken said

Precinct 4 C omimaunnei 
Ted Simmons said the same 
type resolution was being 
drafted by the West Texas 
State Association of County 
Commissioners

"1 almost don'l think the 
government seriously consid­
ers using the test site," Sim­
mons said.

Precinct 2 Commissioner 
Ronnie Rice wryly suggesied 
the "U.S. store all toxic waste 
in Lybia."

In other action com­
missioners authorized Precinct 
2 to advertise for bids for a 
truck tractor and executed the 
oil leased on Gaines County 
School lands.

The insurance rates for 
county buildings were dis­
cussed with Kay Francher. 
The current values of the 
buildings is listed at $4.485, 
736 Francher told the court 
that for the 1482 insurance 
rates, the building values 
would be raised 10 percent, 
bringing the total value to 
$5,484.311

(EDITORS NOTE The following editorial appeared in the 
Christmas edition of The McLean News last year, and was one of 
(he McLean News’ editorials which won first place in the Teats
Press Association slate contest.)

A lot of people around here always thought that boy would 
come to a bad end A boy I called him but he was really a man 
bv the time he got the death sentence for his crimes.

He seemed like a nice enough kid. though...the way he took 
care of his mother after his daddy died , helped out with that 
huge passel of kids that were left Course, he was the oldest, so 
it was sort of his responsibility to take care of his mother and the 
kids

But I've been here long enough that I remember before he 
was born, how his daddy started courtin' the little girl who was 
hts mother I always said he was too old for her. and then they 
got married so quick and the baby came early, too early It 
created a scandal. I tell you But it didn't seem to affect that 
momma and daddy They always treated that boy like he was 
something special, even when he was a little kid. I guess they 
lust spoiled him rotten

I remember that not too long after the boy was born the daddy 
got into some sort of trouble w ith the law and took the family off 
and stayed away from here for a few years I figured it was 
'cause they didn't want anybody to know how early that baby 
was born

But after they came back they entered right into church life, 
and the life of the community In fad the boy seemed to base a 
special feeling for church, and maybe that's where all the 
trouble started.

There were some wild preachers back in those days. The boy 
and some of his friends went to hear one of 'em. and he and his 
friends even got baptized, the old fashioned way dunked in a 
river

And that was about the time he just took off A grown 
man just walked out and left his momma and took up with 
the sorriest bunch of poverty stricken rejects you ever saw They 
started going around the country, doing crazy things, saying 
they were gonna start a new church, and you can bet that the 
rumors got back here I felt so sorry for his momma

No. sir, the last few years he lived, he sure wasn't welcome in 
this town

You just wouldn't believe all the stories that started coming 
bark about some of the escapades he and his buddies pulled 
And if I had lime. I’d tell you all of them

But suffice it to say. that he ended up like you might 
guess caught in the big city, tried and convicted, and last 
spring he was executed I don't know what happened to his 
friends I guess they just drifted away after he died

I can tell you that we sure hope our small town doesn't have 
any more like him for awhile

Yes. sir. here in Nazareth, we've had all the bad publicity we

Drug trafficking in Texas 
n bad and getting worse every 
day.

The Crime Stoppers Advi­
sory Council, created within 
the Criminal Justice Division 
of Ihe Governor's Office, is 
charged with four responsi­
bilities (I) advising and as­
sisting in (he creation of local 
Crime Stoppers programs, 
(2) encouraging citizens with 
knowledge of a crime to 
come forward — without re­
vealing their identity — with 
their information, (3) pro­
moting the program through 
Texas' news media, and (4) 
assisting in channeling infor­
mation about crime to the ap­
propriate Texas law enforce­
ment agency for follow-up 
investigation.

The 1981 Texas Legisla­
ture provided the state's crim­
inal justice system with im­
portant new tools to find the 
top drug traffickers in Texas 
and stiff laws with which to 
prosecute them. Through the 
new statewide Crime Stop­
pers program, the Legislature 
also provided a mechanism 
for the citizens of Texas to 
help stop this menace in our 
state.

Vietnam Veterans!

AUSTIN - Scientists at the University o f Texas and the State 
Department of Health will soon be examining veterans of the 
Vietnam War in order to determine the impact of Agent Orange, 
a chemical defoliant used widely in Vietnam, on those veterans 
and their families. The program becomes available January 1, 
1982

Texas State Representative« Bill Keese of Somerville, Jerry 
Benedict of Angleton, and Larry Shaw o f Big Spring were success­
ful in the last Session of the Texas Legislature in establishing 
the Agent Orange Assistance Program. The Agent Orange Bill, 
though opposed by the state's powerful Texas Chemical Council, 
was passed without one dissenting vote. The bill was termed 
crucial to  the recognition of the Vietnam vet and relevant ill­
nesses.

Keese said about 23,000 Texas veterans appear to have been 
contaminated by Agent Orange From 1961 to 1970, over 50 
million pounds o f the highly potent chemical was dumped over 
Vietnamese jungles and near U.S. Army and Air Force bases.

Agent Orange is composed of the chemical compounds 2,3,5-T 
and 2,4-D, similar chemicals to that used In domestic agricultural 
applications, though in weaker solutions. Restrictions were placed 
on 2,4,5-T in 1970 after it was linked to miscarriages in Oregon. 
However, despite such restrictions, it is still in wide use.

Keese. and the other legislators, are urging veterans of the 
Vietnam War who may have been exposed to Agent Orange to 
contact their family physician. Exposure to Agent Orange may 
nave affected those who were involved in the mixing or prepara­
tion of defoliants, in the application o f defoliants by air, ground 
or boat, or in assignments which brought them in contact with 
sprayed areas or spraying equipment.

Keese said the State Health Department will gather data in 
order to identify veterans who may be suffering from potential 
exposure while the University of Texas medical schools conduct 
fat biopsies, sperm studies and genetic counseling. Veterans 
who believe that they have been exposed to the chemical are 
responsible for initiating the first step: asking their family doctor 
to submit a report to the State Health Department. The doctor 
is required to list the veterans symptoms. In turn, the agency 
will send the vet a questionnaire asking about the vet's military 
background and assignments.

The questionnaire alio asks details about exposure from other 
chemical applications, such as with agricultural and Industrial 
chemicals they may have encountered as civilians and about their 
family's cancer history.

Once again, Keese and the other legislators, Jerry Benedict and 
Larry Shaw, urge all Vietnam veterans to contact their phyiician 
if they suffer from the following symptoms: skin rash 
(chloracne), sleeplessness, lots o f sex drive, miscarriages, birth 
defects, cancer, liver damage, blood disorders, or nerve damage.

On New Year's Eve. De­
partment of Public Safety 
trooper R.C. Parker will end 30 
years of service to the State of 
Texas, with 29 of those years 
spent right here in McLean. 
Parker a ttended  the DPS 
Academy at Camp Mabry in 
Austin in I9S2 and after he 
completed his training, he was 
stationed in Amarillo. In Feb­
ruary of 1953. he moved to 
McLean. .

Parker said things were a lot 
different in the department 
when he came here. ‘"There 
were no troopers in Groom, 
Shamrock, or Wellington,”  he 
said. "  I worked Collingsworth, 
Carson. Gray. Wheeler, and 
Donley counties." Parker said, 
that the department in Ama­
rillo had only 17 employees, 
and there are now about 100.

"Radio communications in 
those days were non-exis­
tent." he said.

During his almost 30 years 
of service. Paker has received 
nine commendations. Law of­
ficers always face a danger of 
violence, Parker says, and he 
has apprehended all kinds of 
criminals during his tenure, 
from bank robbers to armed 
robbers to simple traffic vio­
lators. "But I never had 
anyone pull a gun on m e," the 
b 'l" ,  230 lb. trooper smiles.

"W hen 1 first started, it 
was before the civil rights 
m ovem ent," Parker says. 
"There were no minorities in 
the DPS then and a lot of the 
laws on human rights have 
changed."

He was named the out­
standing Panhandle Officer of 
the Year one year. “ I've con­
sidered it an honor to serve the

people as a member of the 
department," Parker says. 
"Tne biggest reward to this 
job is the personal zatisfae- 
tioe." Parker says he has 
particularly enjoyed working 
with people, and helping 
people when they need it.

He says the toughest part ai 
his job has been investigating 
accidents where there was a 
fatality or serious personal 
injury. “ Years ago before the 
highway (1-40) was divided the 
incidence of fatal wrecks was 
awfully high, and then again 
when they had the two-lane 
there were a lot of fatal 
accidents, and those are tough 
to investigate," Parker said.

When asked if he would 
recommend his job to a young 
man thinking of becoming a 
highway patrolman. Parker 
grinned "I like almost every 
aspect of my job. The salary is 
adequate now for a family. 
You won’t get rich, but you 
can make a living. There's a 
good retirement program for 
men and women," he said. 
The hardest thing Parker said 
is the adjustment required of 
the family. "They have to get 
used to you being called out at 
night, and working all holidays 
when you’d rather be with 
your family.”  he said.

His family consists of his 
wife, the form er Martha 
Hogan, whom he married Jan. 
4, 1948. and four children. The 
oldest. Bryan. 33, is vice- 
president of First National 
Bank in Sweetwater. He and 
his wife, the former Loyce 
Hustead, have two sons. The 
next oldest. Brad, is following 
in his father's footsteps. He is 
a trooper with the DPS. sta-

<vmed in Canyon. He and his 
W|f*. the former Brenda 
®ro»n. have three children. 
^  only daughter in the 
family. Michelle, is married to 
Krnneth Bell. They live in 
Psmpa and have two children. 
The youngest child, Ken. is a 
*emor student at Texas Tech 
University, majoring in Range 
Science.

Parker came to law enforce- 
">eni after serving a hitch in 
•he United States Marines 
during World War II. He went 
»to the service following his 
graduation from M obeetie 
High School in 1941. and took 
hn basic training in San 
Ihego. California. and advanc­
ed training at Camp Pendlc- 
"» He saw action tn the 
Atiatk Pacific theatre during 
•he war After he got out of the 
»ervice in 1945, he worked in 
•he oil fields for a short while 
before joining the department 
•a 1952.

Since living in McLean, he 
has been an active member of 
First United Methodist Church 
where he serves on the Ad­
ministrative Board He is also 
president of Methodist Men. 
and a member of the Masonic 
Lodge Parker said his main 
hobbies are hunting quail and 
dove, and collecting pocket 
knives, a hobby he began 
about 10 years ago.

When asked what he plans 
to do in the future. Parker said 
that department rules kept 
him from announcing any 
definite plans until his retire­
ment, but whatever he decides 
to do, it will undoubtedly 
involve serving the people of 
McLean. It’s a habit for Parker 
thai will be too hard to break.

Co., the actual rate tax paid by 
Southwestern Bell is 39.9 %. 
These so-called ’phantom 
taxes' cost us millions.

Second, when W estern 
Electric Company, a wholly 
owned subsidiary of A T A  T, a 
sells equipment to Southwes­
tern  Bell, another wholly 
owned subsidiary, a profit 
margin is built into the tales 
price--profits paid by you and 
me. In its rate increase re­
quest. Southwestern Bell add­
ed yet another profit margin to 
this same equipment. This 
double-dipping costs us mil­
lions.

By using techniques such aa 
these. Southwestern Bell is 
estimated to have been given 
$102 million more in a rate 
increase than it was entitled 
to.

The Commission regulates 
virtual monopolies to keep 
them from overcharging their 
customers. At a time when 
most businesses and indiv­
iduals are tighteneing their 
belts, the utilities should do 
likewise. When the pharmacist 
and grocer pay more for 
utilities, we all pay more for 
medicine and food.

I hope the governor will 
replace Commissioner Morris 
with another like-minded in­
dividual. for if the present 
trend continues, the name of 
that body should be changed 
to the Private Utility Commis­
sion of Texas. At least then we 
will know where we stand.

I need your votes and 
promise that one of my priori­
ties will be to appoint com­
missioners, who like Com­
missioner Morris, protect the 
public interest while balancing 
the needs of utility compan­
ies."

THE SALE OF CRUDE 
OIL AND NATURAL GAS 
from Gray County wells in 
1480 boosted the county ec­
onomy and accounted for 
SI4I 4 million of the JJ12-bil- 
lion value placed on Texas 
production last year.

In a report on the economic 
impact of oil and gat industry 
operations in the top produc­
ing counties of Texas. Dallas 
based Texas Mid-Contineni 
Oil 4  Gar Association said the 
county ranked 57th among 
Texas 254 counties on the 
basis of the value of its 
marketed petroleum produc­
tion. This includes condensate 
and casinghead gas.

The county's wells produced 
4-million barrels of crude oil. 
valued at Mb.5 million, and 
.36.9-millson Mcfs of natural 
gas. valued at 154 9-million 
Owners of royalty in the 
county received SI7.7 millson 
as their share of the output, 
the Association said

‘.‘Although crude oil and 
natural gas production in Tex 
as declined slightly last year 
from 1979 levels, wi in the 
industry are encouraged by 
the fact that drilling starts in

1980 were up lb percent over 
the previous year,”  said the 
Attocialion's chairman. Avery 
Rush. Jr., of Amarillo. "Since 
petroleum remains the corner­
stone of our state's economy 
and its tac base. Texas must 
continue to encourage the 
development of its energy 
resources.'* Rush added

In addition to paying local, 
county, and state property 
taxes, producers in the county 
also supported state govern­
ment through production tax 
payments estimated at U  I- 
million. according to the As­
sociation. Crude oil taxes a- 
mounted to S4 million while 
natural gas levies totalled 
M 1 -million

Based on Texas Employ­
ment Commission figures, 
some 1.454 oil and gas in­
dustry employees in the 
county received wages of 
about J29 5 million in 1980.

In the search for new pet­
roleum reserves in the county, 
oil and gas operators spent a 
reported J28.5 million in the 
drilling of 68 wells, including 
two wildcat, or exploratory 
wells. This effort resulted in 
the completion of 35 oil wells 
and 22 gas wells, although 
some J4 9 million was lost in 
the drilling of II dry holes As 
of March 1. 1981. there were 
4.153 producing wells in the 
county; J.255 oil and 898 gas.

Petroleum processing also 
contributed to the county e- 
ennomy. with six natural gas­
oline plants, having a total 
daily capacity of 22b.b million 
cubic feet of natural gas. one 
carbon black plant, and one 
petrochemical plant in opera­
tion.

Some Income May 
Not Affect Benefits

Some income received by 
a self-employed person «ter 
retirement may not affect 
benefit checks, Larry Mayo. 
Social Security branch mans  ̂
ger in Pampa, Texas. *•'“ 
recently.

The general rule is all sen" 
employment income received 
by a person in year can affect 
his or her right to benefit* An 
important exception to tlm 
rule appliex to income received 
after retirement which was 
earned before that time.

Under this rule, income re­
ceived in a year after the year 
of retirement which it not at­
tributable to aervices per 
formed after the month bene­
fits start does not count for the 
annual earnings test, the 
measure used to decide if 
benefits should be paid.

Those affected by this ex­
ception includes:

Fanners who sell carryover 
crops in a year after the year of 
retirement but was raised, 
harvested, and stored before 
then.

Self-employed life insurance 
agents who receive renewal 
commissions after retirement 
from policies sold before then.

Retired partners who re­
ceive a share of the part­
nership income after retire­
ment.

Silent partners who may 
never have worked in the part­
nership but who receive a 
share of the income based on 
their investment.

Other retired self-employed 
people who receive self-em­
ployment income solely from 
the ownership of an income 
producing enterprise.

The exception does not 
apply to any tax liability 
including Social Security self- 
employment tax. The excep­
tion does apply to all tax years 
after 1977.

More information about the 
annual earnings test, includ­
ing this exception, can be 
obtained at the Pampa, Texas 
Social Security Office. The 
people there will be glad to 
answer any questions.

Living plants arc popul.r 

holiday season gifts end dt\ 
orations. A few tips on their 
care can help prolong the 
pleasure received from these 
plants.

P o in ie ttias , chrysanthr 
mums, azaleas, and most 
other flowering pot plants will 
last much longer if kept in t 
cool location away from drafts 
Never place them where heal 
ing vents or other heat tourers 
can blow or reflect directly on 
them. If the room where the 
plant is used is kepi raihrt 
warm, try moving your plant to 
a cooler room each night.

Water it eatremely im p­
lant. Since vour flowqgrr 
plant has probably been f -  • 
ing in a greenhouse wipe it 
has had all the water if -wild 
use, it will wilt quickly >hrn 
deprived. The soil stolid al­
ways be fairly moist » the 
touch. This usually requires 
water about every other day. 
Over-watering it a possibility 
also and very confusing since 
the symptoms for it art the 
same as for the tack of tttrr . 
Most planting media n well 
drained and most conumers 
have a hole in the bottom 1 his 
usually will prevent problems 
from overwatering

Light is also important Ar­
tificial lighting is helpful hut 
most plants will remain at­
tractive longer if placed war a 
window or other source of 
natural light. Direct sunshine 
or placement too near glass 
should be avoided

Consumers frequenth ask 
about how to transplant their 
flowering plants into their 
landscape. Gloimias. cycla­
men, and poinsettias are not 
good landscape plants (or moat 
of Texas The growing season 
in the Panhandle tx not long 
enough and warm enough for 
poinsettias to flown outside. 
Unless greenhouse (acilues 
are available, these plants, sre 
best discarded after thev lose

their attractiveness. Most new 
poinsettias will hold their 
bracts for several weeks or 
more. Their leaves will often 
drop quickly when temper- 
sture, moisture or light con­
ditions are changed.

flowering pot plants arc 
great to receive or give during 
the holiday season. By giving 
them a little extra care this 
joy may be extended con­
siderably.

HOLIDAY FOOD HAZARDS 
Remember thal holiday 

meals can be disastrous if the 
lamily’s favorite foods have 
hidden guests, sal. staph, 
strep, botulism, or clostridium 
perfingen.

Here are the most likely 
culprits:

Ham- know the kind of ham 
you bought. Some need to be 
cooked, others are fully cooked 
If in doubt, cook it.

Turkey- or any poultry pro­
duct-must be fully cooked If 
thr turkey is prepared ahead 
of time, store it in the re­
frigerator and reheat it at the 
time of serving Remove the 
dressing or stuffing and store 
it separately.

Stuffing- do not stuff the 
bird a day or two ahead of the 
day it is roasted. Stuff it just 
before cooking. Refrigerate 
leftover stuffing in a separate 
dish. To save time, cook the 
stuffing in a separate contain­
er

M rnngue Pie if under­
baked. the egg whites may he 
the host for salmonella. Don’t 
make the meringue so thick 
that heat cannot penetrate the 
topping and kill the micro- 
orgamsma. Refrigerate the pie 
after it is cooked.

leftovers- there are usually 
lota of leftover foods after the 
holiday meal Put the leftovers 
in the refrigerator at soon as 
the meal is over. Don't delay, 
room temperature ia the ideal

tem perature  for micro­
organisms to grow at a rapid 
rate.
