The high school by that time had

pupil took every one of five sub-
(Jecta the school offered, geomelry,
|history, English, Latin and physica,
and passed them before receiving
a diplomn. .Eleventh graders had
become senlors, and tenth-graders
|took on the title of Junfors; the su=
|periority of the two classes was
gradually beginning to be respect-
'ed by the rest of the school

Under Mr. Dees the high school
began  to expand. The upstaira
lobby was made into a study hall
and the one room—the southeast up
istairs room—that had held two and
|three high school classes from the
atart (and sometimes bad room to
spare) was growing erowded.

High School Bullt

Then came M. H. Brasher, from
Inuun-ll New Mexica, with a brisk
ieity air nnd a eily way of doing
[things. He began the agitation for
a separnte high school bullding
that would offer not omnly more
room but better equipment. In 1018
the last senior class left ol Central
and from that day to this it has
been looked down on with a pate
ronizing alr by all high schoal pu-
pils.

Until Junior High was bullt, it
continued, however, to hold grades
up to high school

With the completion of Junior
High, it became strictly a ward
school and so it has remained un-
til now,

Real Story Of Bullding

The real story of old Central does
not lle in facts but in the lives of
the pupils it has Influenced.
