Rhonda Herndon Dies In One-Car Wreck Thursday Nigm Near Lefors
Rhonda Raync« Herndon. 

17, was killed Thursday 
when the car she was driv­
ing in heavy fog left the 
road way and flipped on its 
side The accident occured 
about three miles north of

Lefors on Texas 273 about 
8 40 p m , according to 
Department of Public Safety 
Trooper Norman Rushing 
Miss Herndon was driving 
toward Pampa

According to Investiga­

tors, Miss Herndon appar­
ently ran off the road, and 
the n  o v c rc o m p c n s a te d , 
causing the car to cross the 
other lane of the highway, 
and go into a bar ditch The 
front of the car apparently 
hit the dirt, causing the car

to flip She was thrown 
from the wreck 

Services for the McLean 
High School junior were 
Saturday afternoon at 3 
p m in First Baptist Church 
of McLean with the Rev 
Buell Wells officiating

She was bom July 17, 
1%4 in Pampa and was a 
life long resident of M c­
Lean.

An active participant In 
both church activities and 
school activities, M iss 
Herndon was baptized at
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Charles Dickens begins 
his novel “ A  Tale of Two 
Cities" with " It  was the 
best of times. It was the 
worst of times ”  That line 
ran through my head con 
stantly Saturday, because 
for me. it was that kind of 
day.

It was the best of times 
because my brother, whom I 
have not seen in over two 
years, just appeared on my 
doorstep Friday afternoon, 
with no warning He and 
the rest of my family had 
plotted a giant conspiracy to 
surprise me with his visit, 
and “ surprise" hardly de­
scribes my reaction

Up until he moved to 
Florida. James and I saw 
each other at least twice a 
year, and talked on the 
phone every month or so. 
Since we lost our parents a 
few years ago. we have 
grown closer and closer, but 
after his move south, we 
had not been able to visit. 
As the months stretched 
into years, I found it more 
and more difficult to talk to 
him on the phone without 
crying And like the good 
brother he is, he realized 
that I had just about 
reached my limit!

He called my daughter 
and my sister and they 
conspired to gather the 
family without alerting me 
The frosting on the cake, 
however, was Friday after 
noon about 2 p m when he 
called me from Florida, I 
thought

W e joked about when we 
would see each other, since 
so many plans for reunions 
have been ruined in the last 
year He promised this time 
that the next business trip 
he took would be routed 
through Amarillo "Sure. " I  
laughed "I'v e  heard that 
several times before."

" If  I fly into Amarillo, 
would you drive over to get 
me7"  he asked

"O f  course not!" I joked 
“ You're making so much 
money on that new job 
rent a Cadillac and drive 
over yourself!"

“ I promise that the next 
plane I get on will be 
coming to Am arillo." he 
said

I laughed again, because 
his business takes him all 
over the country, but never, 
never to Amarillo

Forms on which to apply 
for homestead and ovcr-65 
exemptions were mailed 
Monday by Shirley John­
son. tax assessor-collector 
for McLean Independent 
School District and the City 
of McLean M rs Johnson 
said every taxpayer should 
be receiving an envelope 
which will contain a variety 
of documents, depending on 
what the taxpayer owns 

"Th e re  arc new forms 
this year," M rs Johnson 
said “ The forms are

prescribed by the State 
Property Tax Board and 
may be confusing for the 
taxpayer.”

Mailed out were the fol­
lowing forms: over-65 and 
residential homestead ex­
emption form, a general 
real estate rendition form, 
personal property rendition, 
open space exemption for 
productive value (ag use 
value), farm implement ex­

emption. business personal 
property rendition, mobll

home rendition, water craft 
rendition, and air craft ren­
dition

"Each taxpayer will not 
get all these forms, but will 
get the ones which apply to 
his property." M rs John­
son said.

She urged that all thoee 
who are eligible send in the 
over-65 exemption, which is 
due M ay 1. along with the 
rest of the forms After this 
wear, these applications for

Two hours later, my 
doorbell rang, and there he 
stood I found out later that 
he had been calling from the 
Dallas Fort Worth airport,

I can't describe to you the 
joy that I felt to see him I 
have been horrified that we 
would be like so many 
families, and just allow 
distance and business to 
keep us apart, so that our 
children don't even know 
each other I have seen it 
happen too many times to 
families who never see each 
other except at funerals, 
and I didn't want that to 
happen to us Life is just 
too short to stay away from 
people you love

So. to sec him. and talk to 
him. and know that he was 
really healthy and happy 
and enjoying his job. made 
it a very good time for me

But my joy was tempered 
by the tragedy our town was 
living through last weekend 
and that tragedy made the 
day the worst of times

It has been many years 
since McLean lost one of its 
teenagers In an accident 
Rhonda Herndon's death 
Thursday night has been a 
blow to the whole town. not 
gust because she was so

young, but because she was 
such a special girl 

One teacher at M H S  told 
me Monday “ She was so 
well loved because she had 
the ability to make people 
feel special "

That, and her engaging 
smile, plus her attitude of 
cooperation and friendli­
ness. made her a unique 
personality She was one of 
those kids, her teachers tell 
me. who was always willing

to do the ‘ dirty work” , to 
help plan activities, and do 
the hard work that has to be 
done

The faculty and student 
body were so grief-stricken 
that school was dismissed 
early Friday, and the dis­
trict basketball games were 
cancelled Life in McLean 
just came to a stand still as 
several hundred people 
gathered at First Baptist 
Church Saturday afternoon

Hightower listed interest 
ratrs. crime, immigration, 
social security and farm 
prob ems among his 1982 
prior ties

"One of the keys to 
bringing down interest rates 
is to reduce the impending 
budget deficit in the next 
few years, "he said

Hightower pledged he 
‘ will continue to fight to 
make the government serve 
the people and not the other 
way around ”

Mrs 
Johnson said. ‘ The tax- 
oayers need to be aware 
that they must apply in 
both offices for these ex­
emptions, "she said 

Applications for the coun­
ty exemptions will be mail­
ed from the county treasur­
er's office In Pampa and 
will be returned there 

If this Is the first tttme a 
taxpayer applies for an 

over 65 exemption, he may 
be required to show proof of 
age "Th e  taxpayer must 
be 65 on or before Jan 1. so 
we may have to ask for 
proof," M rs Johnson said 

M rs Johnson alto said 
that taxpayers should re­
member that the homestead 
exemption applies only to 
the residence and the land it 
occupies, not the bams or 
outbuildings 

Any taxpayers with quet 
tions could come by the 
school's business office In 
the north end of the Me Lean 
Elementary «  call 779 
2301. she said "A lso. If 
taxpayers who are disabled

or elderly can't get to the 
office, we will come and get 
their exemption applica

JiMinguisbed between •narcotic" anti "n o n  narcotic“  drugs 
As a result, penalties for trafficking in “ non narcotic'' drugs 
arc much lighter

However, the historical distinction between narcotic and non­
narcotic substances loses its validity when you examine current 
patterns of drug abuse and consider that drugs like quaaludcs. 
L S D , "ang*1 dust" and amphetamines are classified as non nar­
cotics.

Recently I introduced legislation to sharply increase criminal 
penalties for illegal trafficking in such drugs 

M y  bill, in line with a recommendation by the General A c ­
counting Office (G A O ),  would eliminate the distinction in pen 
afiigs between "narcotic" and "n o n  narcotic" drugs listed in 
Schedules I and II ol the Controlled Substances Act

R g b r aow, trafficking in narcotic drugs is punishable by a 
maximum 19 year prison sentence and a $29.000 fine, while the 
dealer in non-narcotic drugs listed in Schedules I and II is sub­
ject to a tail term of only five years plus a SI 9,000 fine 

M y  bill would require that a// traffickers in dangerous drugs 
lifted under those schedules be punished by imprisonment of up 
to 15 ysifs and a fine of 129.000 Second offenders would face 
90 years in jail and a $90.000 fine 

Narcotic drugs in Schedules I and II include heroin, morphine 
and codeine Non-narcotic drugs in those two schedules include 
methaquulonc (quaalude), L S D , phencyclidine (angel dust) and 
amphetamines

There is, for example, no more dangerous drug used illegally 
today than angel dust And while my legislation, passed in I T H  
to clamp down on angel (Just abuse is proving helpful, more needs 
to be done

A  recent G A O  study reviewed cases involving 68 clandestine 
laboratories which were shut down by the Drug Enforcement 
Administration These laboratories were manufacturing non 
narcotic drugs listed in Schedules I and II Tw o  out of every 
three of the 199 violators arrested in conjunction with these lab 
shutdowns got oft other scot-free or received prison sentences of 
three years or levs

The leg Million I propose will put those persons who traffic in 
imisom hke angel dust. L S D  and speed on notice that— once 
(hey are caught — they will face more t ban a slap on the wrist 

Law  enforcement officials will have renewed incentive to con­
centrate on putting these clandestine operations out of business 
And, ultimately, my bill will help focus attention on the serious 
problems that result from abuse of so-called "non-narcotic" 
drugs

For example, to get the 
all important nutrient cal­
cium. consumers can tum to 
dark leafy greens, of course, 
but it would take enormous 
quantities to provide |ust 
one day's requirement for 
adults Tw o glasses of milk 
provide the calcium an adult 
needs Or eight ounces of 
cheese, yogurt or cottage 
cheese will do the same 

Calcium is not the only 
benefit, though At the 

same time, these two glass­
es of milk provide a signifi 
cant amount of the high 
quality protein you need 
every day In addition, the 
two glasses are a good 
source of the vitamin A  you 
need every day (if the milk 
is “ whole" or "fortified ’), 
and they 're a good source of 
the vitamin D  needed daily 

Also, two glasses of milk 
are a good source of the 
nboflavien needed daily a 
long with lesser amounts of

other vitamins There's 
more: milk supplies phos­

phorous, potassium, mag­
nesium. sodium. line, cop­
per. iodine, and other trace 
elements

On the ether hand, if you 
want both features fewer 
calorics and your nutrients-- 
there are some low calorie 
milks that have been forti­
fied with vitamin A and D. 
Shop for these to get maxi­
mum nutrients and few cal­
orics

Non fat dry milk proces­
sing doesn’t involve any 
big nutritive changes Most 
of the protein, lactose, min­
erals and vitamins are re­
tained when fresh milk is 
processed into non fat dry 
milk

Cheese is another story 
When cheese is processed, 
some water soluble nutri­
ents. such as lactose, B v i­
tamins. proteins, and min­
erals are lost Finally, one
