The feast was
marked by the giving of
presents to a loved one
Somehow the pagar feast
day was borrowed by early
Christians (as was Christ-
mas borrowed from a
Roman feast). There were
two St. Valentines. The first
was a pagan priest of Rome
who was imprisoned for
helping Christians. He was
converted, and was even-
tually clubbed to death by
the Romans. His special day
was Feb. 14, as was that of
another St. Valentine, the
bishop of Terni, who was
martyred a few years later

It's really interesting to
think that we have carried
down a custom that dates
back to those early days. It
might be interesting to trace
the association of the color
red with Valentine's Day
Do you suppose the
martyr's blood is how that
color came to be linked with
the day of sweethearts? It's
a grisly thought, isn't it?

This way,
they can preserve years and vears of records just in case they are
called to account by a federal agency ftor an alleged misdeed
sometime in the distant past

I feel that the honest businessman should get at least an even
break with the criminals in our society

That is why | have introduced legislation that would place a
five-year statute of himitations on the enforcement of rules and
regulations promulgated by federal agencies

The bill also limits to five years the time period required for
individual record-keeping

This five-year statute of hmitations would nor apply in cases
of fraud or willful or knowing violation of a rule. Any actions
and records relating to dangerous material also are exempted
from the five-year rule

The Bentsen bill is designed to guard against harassment for
unwitting violations far in the past, and to reduce the costs in
volved in record-keeping

T'his measure is by no means intended to weaken the force or
effectiveness of necessary federal regulations. But it will protect
honest business operators across our land from the lingering fear
of prosecution for an alleged violation more than five years in
the past

Antihista-
mines ure especially valuable in helping to control nausea and vomiting that occur with mo-
tion sickness. Cyclizine and dimenhydrinate are available without prescription. The anti-
histamine hydroxyzine is available only on prescription for oral and injectable use,

Of prescription medicines, the barbiturates are sometimes effective. The phenothiazines
of which Prochlorperazine is an example are highly effective and widely prescribed.

CHOOSE FRUIT TREES
WITH CARE

The greatest invest-
ment any homeowner
«nakes is the selection,

planting and care of a fruit
tree. Because a fruit tree is
a long-term investment, it
must be well adapted to the
area. So it's best to pur-
chase varieties recommend-
ed by the Texas Agriculture
Extension Service. The
County Extension Office has
information on varieties that
do well in Gray County

Unfortunately, not all
fruit tree varieties sold in
local nurseries are adapted
in that area. Remember that
buyer demand generates
seller supply If buyers
demand a fruit variety, even
though it does not produce
well locally, a seller stocks
that variety to satisfy cus
tomers

Tradition usually deter
mines what people buy
When most people think of
grapes, they think of Con
cord or, in Texas, Thomp
son Seedless They think of
Bartlett pears of Red Deli
cious Apples. And, every
one has eaten Elberta
peaches--or were they?

Many people fail to rea
lize that there are hundreds
of varieties of each kind of
fruit Texas Agriculture Ex
tension Servie and Texas
Agriculture Experiment
Station personnel are con
stantly testing the many
varfeties to evaluate their
potential in your area. This
is Quite a job since each
variety may perform dif
ferently in each location
Remember, Texas is a big
state with several climates'

How can a change in
climate affect something as
tough as a fruit tree? Many
fruit trees have what scien
tists call a "‘rest period
This is a natural season of
inactivity for the plant due
to internal causes, such as
chemical or growth factors
During the rest period most
plants will not grow regard
less of weather conditions

Have you ever purchased
a peach tree with a short
rest period and had it bloom
in the winter? Unfortun
ately, if a homeowner In a
cold area of Texas pur
chases such a tree, the rest
requirement can be fulfilled
early in the season, and the
tree will start growing dur
ing warm spells in mid
winter This results in re
duced fruit production since
the blooms are killed or the
tree may even die

The Elberta peach, with
which most of us are fami
liar, requires around 1000
hours of temperature below
45 degrees F before leaf
buds will open. The fruit
buds need only 750 to 800
hours below 45 degrees
This means that a home-
owner who plants an Elber-
ta peach In northern San
Antonio might get some
blooms in a cold year, but
his tree soon would be
weakened since the
temperature would not be
cold enough to break the
dormancy of leaf buds. This
same Elberta would grow
and do well in Lubbock
where it would receive
enough cold However, we
'ave even better adapted
varieties than the Elberta
for our area

Now is the time to start
selecting fruit trees for your
yard A fruit trees can add
beauty to your spring land-
scape, cooling shade in th
summer, and a colorful
dress of fall foliage while
adding nutritious fruits to
your dining table Plant now
to enjoy the fruits of your
labor

FOLIAGE PLANTS BRING
NATURE INDOORS

Using live (olhgc plants
brings one closer to the
outdoor environment, and
the large varieties of plants
provide a good selection of
species that will add at-
traction to interior decor

Growing foliage plants
indoors is not difficult with a
little effort if the right plant
is used in the right location

For spacious building in
teriors select large-leaved
species such as dracaenas,

rubber plants, monstera,
dumbcane and philoden-
drons. Their large sizes

makes good focal points in
interior landscaping

Smaller specimens serve
the same purpose in the
home while even smaller
plants like peperomia,
pothos and others are well
suited for dish gardens

The most important factor
to consider when selecting
indoor plants is lighting

Many foliage plants re
Quiare moderate light, but
full sun will injure those
native to the tropics. Local
nurserymen can advise you
on the desired light levels of
different plants

Low light plants including
aglaonema (Chinese Ever
green), cast-iron plant
bamboo and parlot paims
jade plant, English ivy and
sansevierias do well eight to
10 feet from a window

Zebra plants, Norfolk-isla
land pines, crotons, coffee
plants, ti plants, and Afri
can violets require high
light areas within four feet
or large south, east or west
facing windows

Medium-lighted areas
four to eight feet from
windows are good for ferns
dracaenas, pothos, neph
thytis, areca palms, false
aralias and wax plants

Proper selection of foliage
plants for different areas of
the home provides colorful
and functional additions to
interior decor
