I had a wonderful time 
as a sponsor on the 
Methodist youth’s trip to 
Colorado last weekend, 
but I have had enough 
thrills to last at least a 
year

The highlight of the 
trip had to be the trip 
down the Colorado River 
on big rubber rafts We 
floated about eight miles 
down the river, through 
about four “ small" rap 
ids. and then had lunch, 
as our guids told us about 
the big rapids coming up 
on the next 12 miles 
When we neared the big 
one. after lunch, the 
guides stopped the rafts 
and got out on shore to 
walk ahead and scout the 
rapids That didn't give 
me just a whole lot of 
confidence about our 
safety, but when they 
came back, shaking their 
heads and muttering 
about how bad the rapids 
looked that day, I was 
really terrified

However, we made it _ 
through without dumping 
anyone in our boat, and 
all in all. it was a thril­
ling, exciting ride A 
photographer was stand­
ing on shore taking pic­
tures of all the idiots who 
were shooting the rapids, 
and I hope to have a copy 
of that photo In the next 
few weeks In fact. I 
would drive back to Colo 
rado to get the picture If I 
had to I want it for 
proof and I also want it 
to remind myself never to 
do anything that dumb 
again

Monday a reporter for 
a Dallas-based television 
station called to get some 
Information about the old 
Route 66 through Me

It seems to me that I

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Department Order- Head 
Guarters, Texas De­
partment of Nacogdoches 
Oct 8. 1835

The no» guilty by reason of insanity" verdict 
that John Hinckley received ha.» been widely de­
nounced as a severe m isc jrnage  of justice Hi w 
ever the fault doe» not re»i with the ju ry  bui with 
the law

Under federal law the jurv wav 'equ ired to ren­
der the not guilty ' verdict if  there was any rea­
sonable doubt aboul the defendant s sanity Since 
psy hiatry is not an exact science — and it Is rare 
to find any two psychiatrists who agree on the 
same diagnosis — It was easv for a parade of e* 
pert" witnesses to confuse a ju ry  o f lay persons

A hat happens now is that Hinckley w ill undergo 
a civ il hearing to see if he should be committed to 
a mental insttltu tlor His fam ily w ill probably not 
try to spring him until the heat dies down, but if  
they wanted to. he might be able to be freed right 
away Utilizing the same psychiatric * itm

that testified in his c rim ina l tria l, l l  is possible that 
Hinckley could be found not to possess any menial 
illness severe enough to require involuntary com­
m ittm ent Even if  s c rim ina l who successfully em 
ploys the insanity defense Is seni to a mental 
instuiution. he or she is frequently released a 
shun time later

I believe that insanity should be abolished as an 
a ffirm ative  defense in crim ina l cases on both a 
state and federal level Whether or not a defen 
dent committed a crim e ha» nothing lo do with 
that person s mental condiditon Tosay that a per 
son is not gu ilty" — that he or she did not commit 
the crim e — because of "insan ity" Is in itself In­
sane Instead, evidence of mental Illness of a de­
fendant would be introduced al the punishment 
suge of a tria l

Under the proposal that I introduced in the I S*H1 
legislative session, if a defendant was found guilty, 
a judge or jury whu never is assessing the sen­
tence. would then determine if the person was
m enuily il l  and required psychiatric treatment m

confinement or. If probation is granted, as an out 
patient A c rim ina l sentenced to psychlatiict treat­
ment. either at a treatment center w ith in  a prison 
or ai a mental hospita would be credited w ith 
time toward his or her sentence However, a 
crim inal in a mental hospital who recovered from  
the illness before the expiration of the ir sentence 
would be transferred hack to prison to serve the 
remainder of the sentence

It is clear that the present system is absolutely 
intolerable The proper place for considering the 
possibility of mental Illness of a defendant Is In the 
punishment phase of ■ trial when the Judge or Jury 
can look at a ll mitigating circumsunce*. I f  a c rim ­
inal is in need of treatment for mental problems, 
hr or she should receive It as part of the ir 
sentence

Insanity as a defense to crim e serves an impor 
u n i function Proposed revisions o f the area 
wrouid accomplish little  and sacrifice much

'oflvlctloo of a serious crim e reflects society's 
judgment that the accused has behaved not cnly 
dangerously but also in a m orallv reprehensible 
manner Moral resp os lb ilttv . a* *e  think of r  ex­
ists only if  the decision to a t is the result of a n  la 
tively free choice to engage n i cnduct k n o w  to 
be contrary to society s demands Under ext«: ng 
nsantty law a defendant is emit led to aequ 'ta l 

only If the existence of serious psychological ib- 
normaltty at the tim e of the conduct shows the ab­
sence of these prerequisites to morally 
reprehensible behavior By acquitting such defen 
Jants. we preserve c rim ina l liab ility  for those who 
are both bad" and dangerous Further we reaf­
firm  and re inforce the responsibltty of the v*st 
m ajority o f actual or potential o ffender! for (heir 
conduct

Society is. of course, entitled to protection 
against persons who act dangerously but in a fa 
shion inconsistent with morel reprrhensibility 
This can be accomplished by procedures for com­
m itting a person acquitted on insanity grounds 
There is simply no basis for believing that convic­
tion and crim ina l sentencing provides more pro­
tection tor society than Insanity acquittal and 
subsequent commitment 

Some are disturbed at the conflicting psychial 
ric testimony generated by insanity cases Vet bai­
lies among e x e r ts  in other areas of litigation 
seldom »timu'ale demands that wo abandon litlga 
lion in those area» It is unfortunaiely true that 
psychiatrists are often of little  help in addressing 
ultimate insanity question» Hui (his is because 
these ultimate questions are not ones of scientific 
fact but rather of moral o r ethical judgemem No 
one is belter equipped than 12 jurors to decide 
whether a defendant was so affected hv serious 
psychological abonormalitv that he should not be 
regarded as having acted in a manner that justi 
fies personal condemnation 

Little would be accomplished by making evi-

dence of insanity relevant only to sentencing. 
There would s till be dispute concerning whether 
the defendant acted in such a manner as makes 
him deserving o f  imprisonment.

Insanitv cases are so infrequent that they consti­
tute an almost insignificant aspect of c rim ina l Jus­
tice administration In 1980. only I I  persons were 
committed to Texas mental hospitals follow ing ac­
quittal by reason of insanity (Only eight were 
committed in 1981 I Bui In 1980. Texas district 
court» disposed of neariv 80.000 cases It Is not un­
reasonable to conclude that insanity acquittals ac­
counted fo r no more than 02 percent of the cases 
processed, or about 1 in 5.000

Given the numerous important problems thai 
undoubtedly exist in the rim inal Justice system. It 
would be most unfortunate for attention and effort 
lo be sidetracked Into this area It would be even 
mure un ion unate to abandon a basic pnnciple of 
crim inal law in the course of such misplaced 
efforts

The 1980. for farmers in Texas have meant high interest 
rales, rising costs and falling prices. These factors have com­
bined to push many farmers lo the brink of insolvency.

And (his spring, nature has dealt another serious blow 
to our farmers, particularly those in West Texas. The 
damage caused by recent hail storms is almost incomprehen­
sible. Preliminary estimates indicate that 7$ pciccnt of Ihe 
4.2 million acres planted in colion was damaged. That means 
the loss of about a million bales o f cotton. Figures still are 
being compiled on other crop losses, bul it is clear (hat wheal 
production has been affected substantially, and the corn 
crop also suffered significant damage.

The impact of this loss of food and fiber will be fell 
throughout ihe economy of the region Bul ihe real tragedy 
is the plight of Ihe individual farmers, who face imminent 
bankruptcy if assistance cannot be provided.

I speni enough time as a boy chopping cotton on my 
grandfather's farm to understand the heartbreak of seeing 
a crop destroyed by a whim of nature. I know that farming 
is more than a business. It is a way of life deeply cherished 
by those who cultivate (he land and feed and clothe the rest 
of us.

In any year, crop damage of this severity would be a 
serious blow to farmers. But this year could be far worse 
because of the economic factors which have left many 
farmers facing this natural disaster with their credit resources 
exhausted.

For this reason, I have asked Secretary of Agriculture 
John K. Block to use every resource available to him to help 
Texas farmers survive this crisis.

II is clear (hat implementation of the crop insurance 
program enacted as part o f 1981 farm legislation is insuffi­
cient as yet to alleviate the economic pressure.

I have asked (he Secretary to consider invoking a special 
provision of the 1981 legislation which provides for direct 
disaster payments to producers. A high-level disaster task 
force sent by Secretary Block is compiling the necessary in­
formation and local officials are marshalling supporting data 
to forward to the department. And Secretary Block has 
promised me thal he will give this situation his careful per­
sonal attenfion. I will continue to press vigorously for a 
prompt and favorable ruling.

In a larger sense, however, I hope (hat (his disaster will 
help focus attention on the broader problems that face 
farmers throughout (he nation.

We need to remind officials throughout (he Administra­
tion, and in Congress, of the absolute necessity of main­
taining a viable agricultural economy. The solutions to the 
many problems plaguing farmers will not be easy. Some 
solutions will come naturally as we improve the overall 
economy.

However, we must examine and deal with the problems 
unique to agriculture. It is my hope and expectation that 
we will be able to refine our domestic farm policies and ex­
pand export markets If we can accomplish these two ma­
jor goals, the innovation and hard work of our Tanners will 
carry them through these trying times

Summertime furnish 
mgs convince consumers 
to ‘ th ink w icker!”  
Wicker comes to con­
sumers worldwide as 
headrests, floor mats, 
hats shoes, tea strainers, 
spice containers, all 
styles of boxes and bas 
kets and even houses and 
hearses The way Texans 
know wicker best is furn 
iture.
Why Wicker?

Wicker furniture has 
had its fashion ins and 
outs over the history of 
home furnishings 
People were especially 
wild about wicker during 
the Victorian times when 
they put it in every room 
in the house 

People are doing the 
same thing today and 
probably for the same 
reasons: wicker is
natural, handmade, and 
comfortable Wicker is 
new, at the same time, 
old It's rustic, yet 
exotic Wicker is 
homey--simply, prac
t> tally, naturally, com 
fortably homey, and that 
appeals to almost every 
one
Keeping It Clean 

An important part of 
keeping that "forever 
new" look in your wicker 
furniture is keeping it 
dean Go over It thor 
oughly with a soft brush 
and warm soapy water

Use a toothbrush for 
hard to-get at places 

Wicker pieces made of 
reed and willow (both 
natural and painted) 
should be periodically 
wiped off with a soft wet 
cloth If this type of 
wicker becomes brittle, 
take it outside and hose it 
off The water will 
"feed" the reeds and en­
sure greater flexibility 

Wicker made of either 
fiber (twisted paper) or 
sea grass should never be 
hosed off because water 
will weaken the weave as 
well as the Individual 
fibers To clean this type 
of wicker furniture, use a 
damp cloth only.

Very diluted domestic 
bleach will whiten soiled 
reed and willow pieces 
that have been left in 
their natural state, but 
this procedure should be 
used with great caution 
and only if scrubbing 
with warm soapy water 
does not do the job 

Wicker furnishings, 
kept clean and in good 
condition, will continue to 
give any decor the inter­
national flavor and feel­
ing of comfort they have 
graced the world with for 
centuries 
Collecting Wicker 

The collection of an­
tigüe wicker furniture as 
a hobby seems to be ever 
increasing It is im­
portant to know what to

look for when buying old 
wicker furniture

One of the first things 
to determing when buy­
ing wicker furniture is its 
age The older the piece 
is. the more valuable it is 
to the collector or antigue 
dealer One of the main 
problems in collecting is 
identify ing old wicker 
and spotting reproduc 
tions There are a few 
key points to look for if 
you are not sure whether 
a piece is old or a re 
production

The seats on reproduc­
tion wicker chairs are 
never cane seats with 
wooden frames, but rath 
er flimsy, circular-woven 
reed seats Reproduc 
tions are also much light 
er than old wicker pieces 
because the framework is 
made of bamboo rather 
than wood Another clue 
is the poor Quality of

reeds used in reproduc 
tions • they are fibrous 
and usually very brittle.

The next thing to con­
sider is the condition of 
the piece Almost any 
damage to the wicker­
work itself can be re­
stored Examine the 
fram ew ork  c a re fu lly . 
Many older pieces have 
been left outdoors for 
years and the framework 
has warped or, in some 
cases, been rotted by the 
elements. Most struc­
tural damage can easily 
be repaired, but any 
weak Joints that are hid­
den under the wicker­
work usually entail re­
moval of wicker around 
the joint, repairing the 
Joint, and then restoring 
the wickerwork to its 
original condition This 
long process usually re- 
guires a professional re­
pairman and can be guite 
coetly.______________

W« had a lot of 
participation at th« Sick 
Plant Clinic recently A 
lot of the problem» cen 
tered around Mimosa 
trees with Fusorium Wilt 
tomatoes with Septoria 
Leaf Sport Fungus and 
Cottonwood tree ieaves 
with leaf miners

On the subject of the 
fusorium wilt, it is bad 
news for mimosa tree 
owners

The symptoms include 
leave wilting, drying and 
shriveling, although they 
may remain green or 
yellowish for some time 
Later the leaves fall and 
the branch dies Some 
times only one side of a 
tree may be affected the 
firs t year, but trees 
usually wilt and die with 
in a year of onset of 
symp«>ms

Suckers may sprout 
from the main trunk but 
there is usually no re 
covery Brown discolor 
ation can be found in the 
sapwood of trunks and 
branches even before 
leaves wilt Discolored 
areas of cut stems may 
appear as complete rings

Dark rings are also 
present in the roots In 
fection is through the 
roots The fungus can be 
carried over in seed from 
diseased trees

Our advice is not to 
spend any money on try 
ing to save a sick mimosa 
tree It will die anyway 
use the money to buy you 
a good replacement tree 
If it is in a valuable to 
cation

On the subject of the 
Septoria leaf spot on to 
matoes infection usually 
occurs on the lower 
leaves near the ground, 
after plants begin to set 
fruit At first, small, 
watersoaked spots are 
observed, which under 
ijfral conditions will be 
come numerous Large 
areas of the leaves may 

be affected, but the indi 
vjdual spots can be rec 
ogmzed The water 
soaked spots become 
roughly circular with 
dark margins surround 
mg a light gray center 
with time black specks 
which are spore pro 
ducing bodies, can be 
seen in the center of the 
spots If the spots are 
numerous, the lower 
leaves will turn yellow, 
die and progressively 
drop from the plant, until 
only a few leaves remain 
on the top of the plant 
The fungus is most active 
when temperatures range 
from 60 degrees to 80 
degrees F . and humidity 
conditions are high The 
disease is usually not 
serious during periods of 
hot, dry weather The 
fungus can overwinter on 
crop residues from pre 
vious crops, decaying 
vegetation and some 
tomato related w ild 
hosts Crop rotation 
plowing under crop resi 
dues, and clean culttva 
tion w ill reduce the 
amount of inoculum in 
tomato fields Repeated 
applications of such 
fungicides as captan. 
dyrene. maneb. or zineb 
can assist in controlling 
the disease

For the leaf miners on 
the cottonwood trees, 
you can essentially forget 
them They have only

one generation per year 
and aftei they get be 
tween the two leaf sur 
faces an insectional ap 
plication will not control 
them
Reduce Landscape. 
Garden Watering

You can reduce the use 
of water in your home 
garden and landscape by 
fo llow ing these eight 
tips

1 Mulch to conserve 
water A mulch is any 
thing which covers the 
ground around plants and 
between rows Mulching 
conserves moisture in the 
soil by reducing the rate 
of evaporation Mulch 
also greatly reduces the 
presence of weeds, which 
compete with your plants 
for precious water and 
nutrients

Many organic mater 
lals may be used as 
mulches such as grass 
clippings (let the grass 
dry a bit before applying 
to the garden) wheat 
straw, partia lly  de 
composed leaves or com 
post

Plastic mulch also 
works well, is easy to 
use and prevents surt.ii« 
evaporation Plastic 
mulch when applied in 
the spring, keeps soil 
warmer and gives sum 
mer crops like tomatoes 
and peppers a faster 
start

Try to put on the 
mulches when the soil is 
moist, even if you're not 
ready to plant You can 
easily push back organic 
mulch at planting time 
or cut slits or holes in 
plastic mulch Ground 
mulched when dry is apt 
to stay dry if rain is 
sparse

2 Grow cool weather 
crops In many areas 
rainfall is heaviest in 
spring and fall Ground 
water evaporates more 
slowly in cool weather, 
too so take full advan 
tage of spring and fall 
growing seasons for 
crops that like cool condi 
tions. beets broccoli, 
cabbage cauliflower 
collars kale kohlrabi, 
lettuce mustard greens, 
onions, peas spinach. 
Swiss chard and turnips 
Plant these crops early in 
spring so they finish pro 
duction before hot sum­
mer For fall crops sow 
in summer as recom 
mended on seed packets, 
but keep the seed bed 
constantly moist for good 
germination

3 Plant summer crops 
early Transplant your 
indoor started tomatoes, 
peppers and eggplants - 
and direct sow beans, 
cucumbers and sguash •• 
a little earlier than usual 
to encourage bearing be 
fore sizzling tempera­
tures arrive If unusually 
late spring frost threat­
ens. cover the young 
plants at night with hot 
caps, inverted plastic 
milk jugs or other pro­
tective devices Remove 
covers in the morning

4 Use shade to ad 
vantage Moisture evap 
orates more slowly in 
shaded soil than in sun 
Leafy vegetables such as 
cabbage, lettuce, spinach 
and Swiss chard do well 
in partial (not complete) 
shade that is. areas 
which receive full sun for 
only part of the day 
Basil, mint, parsley and

tarragon are a few herbs 
which thrive in partial 
shade But fru iting  
vegetables such as toma 
toes, peppers and vine 
crops need full sun for 
satisfactory production 

5 Space plants closely 
Space plants and rows so 
maturing plants just 
overlap This will shade 
the ground to reduce

Home Fire Safety 
Most fires happen 

when everyone is asleep 
So. every home needs 

at least one smoke de 
tector close to where the 
family sleeps to awaken 
everyone in case of fire 

Once awake, most per 
sons have a good chance 
to escape since inhaled 
smoke and gases cause 
many fire related deaths 
and injuries 

Each year, more than

6 000 deaths and nearly 
3(1000 in juries happen as 
a result of home fires 
These fires start from
wany sources, like gas 
0l,ne flam m able fabrics 
In clothes, cigarettes and 
space heaters But. if
you follow these tips, you 
can minimize the pos 
sibility of a fire  loss in 
your home

1 Store gasoline out 
side the house and well 
a»ay fro m  ig n it io n
sources

2 Store gasoline only 
In containers designed 
specifically for th is pur
pose

3 Never use gasoline
for c lean ing  c lo th in g , 
machine parts or any
thing else

4 Use charcoal starter < 
for l ig h t in g  ou tdoo r 
grills Never throw  any 
flammable ligu id . like 
gasoline, on burn ing or 
smoldering fires

5 Follow washing in ­

structions for flame re­
sistant clothing to pre­
serve its protective gual- 
tty

6 Teach everyone in 
the household to “ drop 
and ro ll”  on the floor or 
ground in case clothing 
catches fire

7 Don’t wear loose 
robes or other loose 
clothing when cooking

8 Keep upholstered 
furniture away from wood 
stoves, ranges, space 
heaters and fireplaces

9 Caution smokers a- 
gainst placing ashtrays 
on upholstered furniture 
or smoking when drowsy, 
drinking alcohol or taking 
medication

10 Make sure every 
gas or fuel burning space 
heater is properly vented

11 Check electric 
space heaters for a shut­
off switch that activates if 
the heater tips over and 
be sure heaters have pro 
tective g rills  around

heating elements
12 Be sure extension 

cords used with space 
heaters match the heat­
er's electrical reguire 
ments

13 Never use a port­
able electric heater in a 
bathroom or near a sink

14 Locate at least one 
smoke detector near 
sleeping rooms

Test the smoke detec­
tor at least once a month 
to see If It’s working
