modity markets, that is, the 
Department of Justice never 
looks for such activities

Further, such activities op 
crate within a market frame 
work, and would not neces 
sarily exclude other market 
manipulations Farmers and 
ranchers have their share of 
incapable operatoers, as does 
any field of activity, and they

ings are not dealing in basic 
commidities and are not dealing 
in a market that in any way 
resembles a commodity market 
Oil operators may be dealing in 
a basic commodity market but 
they know going in that it may 
be manipulated or fixed in many 
ways, and it is subject to vari­
a n ts  of all kinds arising from 
points all over the world And in 
the final analysis, oil is not as 
basic as food

In the last few days Sen Dole 
(Kan ) said in effect. "We are 
not going to save agriculture or 
any other group in the United 
States”  ( not a direct qoute), 
and at the same time other 
government officials were as 
suring Isreal that we would save 
them, and the U S governe- 
ment continues to pour money 
down foreign ratholes all over 
the world

Further, the government is 
engaging in bailing out big 
American bankers (and "big 
banker”  is not an indifinite 
term) at the expense of the 
American taxpayer in ways that 
are clearly illegal even under 
exisiting laws and legal deci­
sions Why should a Republican 
senator at this time say that 
” we are not going to save 
agriculture” ? The reason is a 
political asset or weapon Con­
sumers outnumber farmers, the 
people who control the govern­
ment know that inflation is a 
major and serious problem, and 
that food and clothing are the 
chief concerns of consumers

There is also evidence that

deliberate plan* to 
number of privat«

there are 
reduce the 
citizens engaged in agriculture
and to increase the ranks of 
large producers and corporate 
producers, both of whom can be 
more easily controled

At the same time and in many 
instances by the same methods, 
the number of small and rural 
banks is going to be reduced 

The primary moving factors 
in the economy andd politics 
(and not in the sense of Repub­
licans and Democrats of the 
U S are the Federal Depart 
ment, and both are controlled 
by the banking and financial 
interests

The attitude of most farmers 
and ranchers is “ I don't want to 
talk about politics and financial 
intrigue I want to stick to cattle 
market and not get involved In 
these other issues that divert 
the discussion ”

As long as this attitude 
persists they will continue to 
decline in numbers and will lose 
their group and economic hold­
ings They will be caught up in 
such arguements as hedging as 
a benefit to a farmer, and the 
current idea that farming and 
ranching "as a way of life has to 
end” because the consumer 
won’t stand for paving for it 
through the cost of food

If an operator hedges and 
makes money, that is good If 
he loses money it's not good 
The method is speculative in 
itself and not predictable, and 
regardless, he should be able to 
do so without having to be in a 
market that is manipulated- 
assuming that it is

As to the "way of life” idea, 
if a man can survive in farming 
or ranching without direct sub­
sidies. ana do it with relatively 
small economic return for his 
time and labor because he likes 
what he is doing, then he is 
subsidizing food for the con­
sumer. He is going broke 
because he's lazy or a poor 
manager, or because he lost a 
gamble when he borrowed too 
much, then he should take his 
losses and not expect to be 
saved by the government.

Even thougn in Las Vegas 
and at the nearest stockyards 
there is a winner for every loser, 
they all ought to have a chance 
to play witn a deck that isn’t 
stacked

In this week's issue, we have 
included Senator Bill Sarpalius’ 
questionaire, and hope you 11
take a minute to fill it out and

Before you mail the question­
aire, I strongly urge you to 
include a note condeming Sen­
ate Bill 263, a bill which 
Sarpalius has already taken a 
stand against.

SB 263, Introduced by Sen­
ator Hector Uribe of Browns­
ville and John Leedom of Dal­
las, would force counties to do 
away with school d is tr ic t that 
have an enro llm ent o f less than 
500 s tuden ts !

Possibly, for urban schools 
around Dallas. Brownsville, and 
Houston, forced consolidation 
would be feasible.

For McLean students attend­
ing a county scchool of 500 
could quite probably mean rid­
ing a bus 45 miles one way.

To  some of us, it could mean 
a bus ride of more than 60 
miles

I, for one, am not thrilled at 
the prospects of my six-year- 
old daughter riding a bus 60 
miles (approximately two hours) 
just to get to school!

Furthermore, if I wanted 
Kristina in a larger school 
system, 1 would place her there 

One of the reasons Wayne 
and I make ou. home in McLean 
is for our children to be afforded 
the security of a smaller school 

I know that larger schools can 
sometimes offer more programs 
and more careattve stimuli, but 
they can also offer more prob­
lems with which the student 
must cope.

Financially, as a tax payer, I 
also have many qualms toward 
the proposed bill 
, Transporting ,our 200, stu­

dents left miles daily would be a
financial disaster With the 
passage of last summer’s ed­
ucation bill, which requires 
schools to have one teacher for 
every 22 students, new schools 
will have to be built to ac­
comodate them 

Yes, probably on paper the 
axing of teaching jobs (and 
therefore salaries) would alle­
viate some of the financial 
burden off the state The ex­
pansion of transportation sys­
tems and construction of new 
schools and employment of un­
employed teachers would throw 
the burden In our laps 

Bills similar to this one have 
M g y d  before and have not

However, our contacts down- 
state tell us that this time, the 
bill has a good chance to 
become a law

Texas is in financial difficulty 
and the legislator is looking at 
ways to either raise more money 
(lotteries and parl-mutual wag 
erlng) or severly trim the bud­
get (forced consolidation)

Our school trustees have 
adopted a resolution strenuous­
ly objecting to the bill.
