“In a time when so many
school districts have been
forced to raise taxes to main-
tain revenues, Groom School
is in the fortunate position of
having lowered taxes for the
past three years.”

Accidents Reported During
Past Week By DPS

Trooper Gary Davis was
called out Tuesday morning
at 7:00 to a wreck four miles
east of Groom. Hoang Cam
Van of Amarillo fell asleep at
the wheel and ran into the
center median of 1-40 over
turning his vehicle and
came to rest in the north bar
ditch. A passenger Nauyen
Hung Thai of New Orleans
suffered minor injuries and
was taken by Groom Ambu-
lance to the Pampa Hospi-
tal.

A driver falling asleep at
the wheel was the most
likely cause of a fatal acci-
dent investigated by Davis
last week. The accident
occurred 11 miles east of
Amarillo on 1-40. Mohinder
Pal Singh, 33, of Virginia
was dead at the scene and
his passenger Bajwa Kamel,
31, is listed in critical con-
dition at Northwest Texas
Hospital with head injuries.

Singh’s pickup collided
with a GMC Jimmy towing a
travel trailer. No one in the
Jimmy was hurt.

About noon on Tuesday,
Trooper Davis investigated
another wreck on U.S. 287
about one mile west of Good-
night.

Mrs. Irma Garrison of
Houston was cited for speed-
ing and failure to drive in a
single lane in the accident.

Mrs. Garrison ran off the
road crossing the center
median and back into the
west bound lanes where she
swerved unable to gain
control of her vehicle. She
then crossed the median and
struck a car in the east
bound lane and continued on
about a 100 yards before
coming to a stop in the
west bound lane.

A passenger in the car
which she struck received
minor injuries.

Last week Davis investi-
gated two wrecks on July 14,
when severe storms passed
through the area. The first
was a no injury accident in
which the high wind blew a
truck trailer over about three
