City Officials Attempt To Cope
With Excessive Number Of Animals

Officials from the City of
McLean have announced
that they are very concerned
with the large number of
uncontrolled pets in town
and will soon be taking steps
to make changes in animal
control policies.

According to  Mayor
George Green, ‘“The council
recently approved a motion
to write an ordinance to
bring us in full compliance
with state laws on rabies
shots, restrictions on the
number of animals a family
can have, tags for cats and
dogs, fines for animals
caught, etc. Animals are
running around loose in
town and the council wants
to take steps to control the
problem. We don’t want to
end up with a town that has
lots of problems with ani-

Green added, ‘It’s all part
of an effort to get McLean
citizens more involved. We
want them to be more res-

ponsible for their pets and to
keep them penned up a little
better."

Anyone familiar with the
history of McLean knows
that this is not a new
problem. For years, the
council has worked to keep
the pet population under
control but it seems to be an
effrot that will have to be
ongoing.

Green said, ‘“We have
had numerous complaints
from people about the flies,
odor and noise in certain
parts of town because of the
large number of dogs run-
ning around. We have al-
ready and will continue to
take steps to try to resolve
these problems to the satis-
faction of all parties invol-
ved.”

As part of this effort, in
the last several weeks, an
Animal Control Officer from
Panhandle has been called
in to remove some dogs.

Mayor Green said, ‘‘We
have had many people com-
plain about a particular part
of town. They said that there
were too many dogs and that
the flies, noise and smell
was bothering them. So, we
asked some people from the
Department of Health to
come in and talk to the
owners of the property
where the animals were. The
state officials gave them a
letter asking them to take
care of the fly problem and
they also talked the le
into letting an Ani Con-
trol Offficer remove 47 dogs
from the property. The own-
ers were very cooperative
about it and we certainly
appreciate that. There are
still 33 dogs there so we will
have to continue to work
with the owners to resolve
any problems that may ar-
ise.

Gray County Officers
Make Drug Arrest

Last Wednesday proved to
be a busy and, to say the
least, interesting day for
local law enforcement offi-
cers.

Tittle was taken to the
Sheriff's Office in Pampa
and arraigned on possession
of a controlled substance
less than 28 grams. Bond
was set at $2,000.

According to Deputy Car-
ter, the man said he pur-
chased drugs in Amarillo
and had taken them the
night before. He said he had
gotten out of his truck to go
to' the restroom when the
officers found him.

As of Tuesday, he was still
in jail in Pampa pending
disposition of his case.

On Wednesday evening,
Officers Carter and McDon-
ald were called out again. A

Social Security Payments
Due On Domestic Help

People in the panhandle
area who employ household
workers should know that
they have the responsibility*
to deduct Social Security
taxes and to report the
wages paid.

Any

household

who

person ravs
whether

worker
a maid, gardner or
even a babysitter—at least
$50 in cash during a calen-
dar quarter must deduct
Social Security taxes.
Failure to do so may mean
having to pay a penalty in
addition to any overdue
taxes.

A calendar quarter is a
3-month period ending on
March 31, June 30, Sept-
ember 30 and December 31.
Payment of wager that aver-
age as little as $4 a week
would amount to more than
$50 for a calendar quarter an
would have to be reported.
