Nickeil was found in the
bedroom of her Panhandle
home by her brother the
next day. She had been
smothered by a pillow held
over her face.

No arrests have been
made in connection with the
slaying, but several lie
detector tests were conduct-
ed after the incident. Autho-
rities have never determined
the owner of a black, chrome
covered car parked in Nick-
ell’s driveway before the
time the woman’s body was
discovered.

According to the report
the no pass/no play rule has
had little, if any, impacy on
student academic perfor-
mance. ‘‘This may be due to
the fact that McLean ISD has
always had such a rule,”’ the
report states.
