identification.

The laws requiring this
transmission of district data
to Austin provide severe
penalities, including loss of
funding, for districts who
fail to cooperate. The

Education Agency
guarantees the confidentia-
lity of personnel records,
such as student test scores,
teacher evaluations, and
student income records. The
public portion of the records
are only in the general
comparison reports

by the State.
District financial officers,
such as Hutsell, have always

been required to file with the
State the budget adopted by
the Board of Trustees in

‘August, along with the

amended budget made final
the next August. The report
of the independent auditor is
then filed in addition to
district reports.
