This is the time of year 
when telephone solicitors 
began making their calls to 
generate funds for a 
number of organizations.

We will investigate the 
matter and advise you if this 
organ gallon appears to be

operating in a legal manner.
The Carson County 

Sheriff’s Department has 
had an extremely high 
number of investigations in 
the past few months dealing 
with matters of sexual abuse 
and contact with children 
and domestic violence. It is 
our policy under the Family 
Violence Act to deal with 
the matter when we are 
initially called to the scene 
of a domestic dispute.

When we are sent to a 
domestic dispute we do not 
have the capacity to act as 
marriage counselors or as 
mediators. If a deputy 
observes any indication of 
assault (including pain on 
the part of the victim) the 
offending party will be 
r e s p o n s i b le  fo r  th e  
altercation, both parties will 
b e  a r r e s t e d  a n d  
incarcerated. When children

are in the home, the 
Department of Human 
Services may be called to 
care for the children in the 
absence of one or both 
parents if there are no other 
relatives available to care 
for the children.

PROPOSITION NO. 1 
ON THE BALLOT

Section 1 of Senate J< mt Resolution 7 
proposes a cc etitutio tal amendment 
that would allow the kgislature to re­
distribute among other •  hool districts ad 

i taxes levied an I collected by a 
tnct. The an endment would 

also allow the legislature to create couii.y 
education districts with t he taxable prop­
erty of existing school d stricta in one or 
mare counties combined County educa­
tion districts may levy, lollect, and dis­
tribute ad valorem taxes is authorized by 
general law. The lagialal ire would be al­
lowed to act the rate of the ad valorem 
tax to be imposed in a ishool district or 
county education district or it may autho­
rise the board of trusts* i  of each school 
district or county educati in district to set 
the rate, provided that tl e  raU of county 
education district ad vai mem taxes may 
not exceed $1.00 per $ 00 valuation of 
taxable property, unless a higher rate is 
approved by the voters of tile district. 
T V  amendment alao provides that the 
amount of ad valorem Uu es redistributed 
among school districts b. • the legislature 
and effectively redistri Kited within a 
county through county education dis­
tricts may not exceed 2.18 percent of the 
sum of the state revenue ippropriated for 
public schools and the re >enue from local 
ad valorem taxes levied ad  collected for 
public schools. T V  term “state revenue” 
does not include revenue Yotn ad valorem 
taxes, revenue for the | revision of free 
textbooks, or contributi ms to a retire­
ment system. Finally, he amendment 
provides that it does not effect the distri­
bution of the available si hool fund under 
article VII, section 5, of the Texas 
Constitution.

T V  proposed amende ent will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“T V  constitutional ai lendment allow­
ing limited redistrib ition of ad val­
orem taxes for schctls. authorizing 
the legislature or kxs 1 districts to set

a minimum tax rate in county educa­
tion districts, and placing s  cap on the 
ad valorem tax levied by county edu­
cation districts.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2 
ON THE BALLOT

Section 2 of Senate Joint Resolution 7 
proposes a constitutional amendment 
that would provide that, except for state 
educational mandates imposed in com­
pliance with tV  Texas Constitution or 
federal law, or unless enacted by a vote of 
at least two-thirds of the members elec­
ted to each house of the legislature, a 
school district msy not V  required to 
comply with an obligation requiring ex­
penditure of school district funds unless 
tV  obligation is fully funded T V  amend­
ment also requires the legislature to pro­
vide by law a procedure for determining 
whether an obligation is frilly funded. In 
tV  absence of such a procedure, and at 
tV  request of a school district ■» board of 
trustees, tV  comptroller of public ac­
counts shall determine whether or not an 
obligation is fully funded. Tliia amend­
ment applies only to state educational 
mandates enacted after December 31, 
1993.

T V  proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“TV  constitutional amendment ex­
empting a school district from the ob­
ligation to comply with unfunded 
state educational mandates.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 4 proposes an 
amendment to article VII, section 5(b), of 
the constitution, which currently autho­
rizes the legislature to provide for using 
the permanent school fund to guarantee 
bonds issued by school districts and cer­
tain education-related revenue bonds 
issued by the state. The amendment 
would repeal the provision authorizing

the use of the permanent school fund 
to guarantee state revenue bonds, but 
would permit the legislature to provide 
by law for the issuance of general obliga­
tion bonds t>r revenue bonds of the state 
for the purpose of making loans to, or 
purchasing bonds of, school districts for 
the purpose of acquisition, construction, 
or improvement of instructional facilities, 
including all furnishings. The amendment 
also provides that tV  state, pursuant to 
general law, may forgive the payment of 
principal and interest on all or part of a 
loan made to a school district under the 
amendment to partially finance an in­
structional facility. T V  cap of $780 mil­
lion on the amount of bonds that could V  
issued under article VII, section 6(b), as 
amended, would be retained. T V  amend­
ment would repeal the current provision 
of the constitution permitting the legis­
lature to authorize bonds in excess of 
$750 million by two-thirds record vote of 
both houses of the legislature. While any 
of tV  general obligation bonds issued 
under the amendment or any of the inter­
est on those bonds is outstanding and un­
paid, there would V  appropriated out of 
the first money coming into the state 
treasury in each fiscal year, not otherwise 
appropriated by tV  constitution, the 
amount sufficient to pay the principal and 
interest on tV  bonds that matured or be­
came due that fiscal year.

T V  proposed amendment will appear 
on tV  ballot as follows:

“TV constitutional amendment au­
thorizing the issuance of $750 million
