Carson Co. Sheriffs Report

We are currently housing 

ten prisoners in the Carson 
County Jail. We have eight 
prisoners charged with 
felony offenses and two with 
misdemeanor offenses. We 
had three arrests for 
Possession of Marijuana, 
two for Public Intoxication, 
one for Assault with a 
Motor Vehicle and one for 
P o s s e s s i o n  o f  
Methamphetamine.

O ur departm en t is 
currently investigating a case 
of animal cruelty involving 
horses in the White Deer 
area. We are also working 
with authorities in Pampa 
and Amarillo in an effort to 
locate persons who have 
been stealing large dogs 
from the area.
