ship, President Nixon stayed
on the Arlington the night
prior to the splashdown;
mingling in amongst many
of the crewmen, shaking
hands and visiting many of
the sailors, Jack included.

Not many crewmen slept
that night, anticipating the
recovery of the capsule.

After a majestic descent
the command module itself
set down in full view of the
Arlington sailors a scant 3.2
miles from the ship.
