Section 3-1: Unlawful lo keep livestock within City

A. It shall hereafter be unlawful for any person, firm 
or corporation to keep or maintain any livestock within 
the corporate limits of the City of Groom. As used in 
this Ordinance, "livestock" means cattle, horses, goats, 
and other domestic animals generally used or raised on 
a farm.
B. The prohibition against livestock being kept within 
the City Limits as described in paragraph A above 
shall not apply to the following:

(1) All livestock owners who are legally keeping or 
maintaining livestock within the City Limits at 

the time of the passing of this Ordinance;
a. The exemption described in the 
foregoing paragraph B(l) applies only to 
existing livestock owners as long as they own 
the property when: the livestock is currently 
being kept or maintained at the time of the 
passing of this Ordinance;
b. The exemption described in the 
foregoing paragraph (1) is not transferable 
or assignable to any other person, firm or 
corporation.

(2) Lots Nos. 22, 23, 24, 43, 44, 45, 46, 72, and 73, 
in the Original Town of Groom, Carson County, 
Texas, as shown on the recorded map or plat of 
said town are exempt from the provisions of this 
Ordinance.

SECTION 2: That Chapter 3, Article 1, Section 3-5 
of the Groom City Code be amended to read as 
follows:
Section 3-5: Penalty

Any person, firm, or corporation violating any 
provision of this ordinance or failing to observe any 
provision hereof shall be deemed guilty of a 
misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be fined a sum 
of not more than $500.00, and each and every day or 
fraction of a day during which the Ordinance, or any 
part thereof, shall be violated, shall be deemed a 
separate offense and punishable as such.
