People in Amarillo,
Pampa and Panhandie will
also be able to call Groom
the same as a local call.

Unless a GTE customer
subscribes to GTE’s touch
call service, those who own
push button phones will
need to set to “"pulse” on
the tone pulse switch.

The local expanded
calling was passed by 70%
of phone customers who
returned ballots last year.
Rates for the service are
$350 per month for

residential phone services
and $7.00 for businesses.

With the new
improvements and updates
on Groom’s phone system
several other services will
now be available.

service alerts you that
another person is calling you
when you are on the phone.
You can take the call, or
not, as you wish. By
pressing the hook-switch,
you can switch Dbetween
callers.
