A r s e n i c ,  b a r i u m ,  
chromium,  flu o rid e , 
nitrate, selenium, and 
copper are almost always 
found in water. They 
are not dangerous as long 
as they are monitored 
and levels do not rise 
over what the EPA 
considers safe levels. In 
Groom's water all fell 
well below this maximum 
contaminate level.

Coliform bacteria were 
a l s o  m e a s u r e d .  
Coliforms are microbial 
contamination. They are 
found an the digestive 
tract of warm blooded 
animal.
