4. Not have been
finally convicted of a
felony or, if so convicted
must have: 2) fully
discharged the person’s
sentence, including any
term of incarceration,
parole or supervision, or
b) been pardoned or
otherwise released from
the resulting disability to

vote; and
5. Be a resident of the
county in which

application for registration
is made.

To be eligible to apply
for registration, a person
must, on the date the
registration application is
submitted to the registrar,
be at least 17 years and
10 months of age and
satisfy the above listed
requirements except for
the age. The voter
registration becomes
effective on the 30th day
after the date the
application is submitted
to the registrar, or on the
date the applicant
becomes 18 years of age,
whichever is later. The
voter may vote in the
early voting period if he
