Furthermore, the school 
districts which instigated 
the 'Robin Hood" method 
of school financing filed 
an "Edgewood 5’ suing 
the state and property 
rich school districts on 
May 7, 1998. The
passage of these bonds 
will allow local money to 
be invested into the 
c o m m u n i t y  th rough 
school improvement.

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Greg Underwood, Senate Candidate 
Of Bowie, Speaks Out On Education

BOWIE - Greg 
Underwood, Democratic 
candidate for Texas 
Senate, today released a 
list of proposed reforms 
that he believes will help 
Texas public schools 
'lead the way into the 
next century."

"We face a crisis with 
our kids," Underwood 
said. "In spite of the 
best efforts o f parents, 
e d u c a t o r s  a n d  
administrators, many of 
our children are facing 
problems in our schools 
that we as a community 
must solve."

"Failure to address 
these problems could 
jeopardize the future of 
our region, our state and 
most importantly, our 
young people."

First: Violence, gangs 
and drugs must disappear 
from our educational 
institutions. Every school 
should have a strictly 
enforced "Zero Tolerance 
Policy* toward drugs and 
violence. Discipline and 
authority must be 
returned to every teacher 
in every classroom. 
Harsher sentences are in 
order for people who 
deal drugs to our young 
people. And people who 
use young people to deal

drugs should be subject 
to capital offense 
prosecution.

Second: Teachers must 
be paid a living wage

and receive reasonable 
benefits. Every year we 
lose excellent, dedicated 
teachers, administrators
and coaches because of 
under  compensa tion .  
This shortchanges our 
children. We can
probably never pay

teachers what they 
deserve but we can 
compensate them at a 
l e v e l  t h a t  m o r e  
reasonably reflects their 
important contribution.

Third: Build the
classrooms of tomorrow. 
We must recognize the 
importance of advanced 
technology and be sure 
that our schools are 
technologically proficient. 
We must also help our 
instructors in the nature 
and uses of technology 
so they can communicate 
to our kids the need to 
gain these skills.

Fourth: We must
expand the opportunities 
for our kids to get a 
higher education. I 
strongly support John 
S h a r p ’s i d e a  o f  
scholarships to state 
schools for B average 
students. I firmly 
believe this policy will 
both make college more 
available and encourage 
better performance in 
high school.

Fifth: Most importantly, 
we must create policies 
that encourage family 
participation in our 
educat iona l process. 
Parental involvement is 
the single most decisive 
factor in a child's 
development. In this 
time, when two income
f a m i l i e s  a r e  a  v i r t u a l
necessity, we must 
schedule meetings and 
activities at times that 
m a x i m i z e  p a r e n t s ’ 
opportunities to be more 
involved in our schools.

"Education is the first 
hurdle to success," said 
Underwood who is 
President-elect of the 
B o w ie  E d u c a t i o n a l  
Foundation. "In Texas 
today, more than half the 
new jobs created require 
some sort of post 
secondary education, but 
education alone will not 
do the trick. A 
successful life requires 
values and character."

"Sometimes faith bolds 
the answer," Underwood 
continued. "In the early 
70’s, young people in 
C o o k e  C o u n t y  
experienced a period of 
turmoil. We had a rash 
of teen suicides coupled 
with a substantial drug 
problem. I contacted 
"The Cross and the 
Switchblade* author 
David Wilkerson and 
convinced him to come 
to Gainesville, where I 
was County Judge. Then 
I got every young person 
I could find to attend a 
rally. At the rally, 
David spoke with passion 
and commitment - he 
effectively communicated 
with our kids. Today I 
feel very humble when I 
meet successful adults, 
m o s t l y  p a r e n t s  
themselves, who tell me 
that night, that event 
made the difference."

"Let me sum this up," 
Underwood said. "In 
education just as in life, 
success in the future

requires action in the 
present. We must all - 
parents, educators and 
clergy - work together to 
secure our kid’s futures. 
And we must have 
elected officials who 
provide the resources and 
create the atmosphere to 
help community efforts 
bear fruit. That is the 
kid of Senator I intend 
to be," Underwood 
concluded.

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Understanding /our 
school district s budgt ting 
process and the tax rate 
is a vital part o f /our 
participation in the 
school.

Factors which cot trol 
the tax you pay are 
many. The first, and we 
hope always the Most 
important to you, are the 
services you wish to 
provide the students in 
our jurisdiction. rhe 
State of Texas mand tes 
a basic program core 
curriculum of Read ng. 
Math, English, ind 
History. Also required 
by the state are services 
for gifted and talened 
students, English as a 
second language (or 
b i l i n g u a l )  c l a s s e s ,  
remedial services, t nd 
s p e c i a l  e d u c a t i o n  
instruction.

Traditionally, and in 
addition to the requited 
program, the taxpayers of 
this district have seen tie  
necessity of providi lg  
enr ichment  services.  
These services inclu le 
athletics, band, vocation il 
agriculture, vocation il 
technology, ag show s, 
and U.I.L. competitic n 
activities.

G r o o m  t a x p a y e r s  
provided these ennchmei t 
services before the stat;, 
under the 'Robin Hoot * 
finance plan, gave achot I 
districts incentives to d< > 
so. The results of 
G r o o m  S c h o o l s '  
compulsory testing verif/ 
the ongoing success of 
the school’s traditional 
curriculum.

When property-ric) i 
school districts adjoining 
this district had tax rate 
averaging 25 to 30 cent 
per one hundred dollar 
of value, the Groon 
I.S.D. tax rate was in tht 
$1.25 to $1.35 pei 
hundred average. Youi 
board o f trustees hat 
considered all the optiont 
available to them in 
maintaining a quality 
curriculum and yet 
keeping the rate as low 
as possible.

Your school district is 
238 square miles, situated 
largely in Carson County, 
but with acreage also 
lying in Armstrong, Gray, 
and Donley counties. 
The taxable value of the 
properties within this 238 
square miles has been 
approximately 53,000.000 
dollars, plus or minus, 
historically. Except for a

brief period of oilfield 
activity on the northern 
border, which caused a 
temporary increase of 
value in the early 
eighties, a penny of tax 
levied has yielded 
approximately five cents 
for the operation of the 
school.

In order for a school 
d i s t r ic t  to beg in  
o p era tions at the 
beginning of the fiscal 
year on September 1, 
there must be funds in 
the bank to pay all start­
up costs. If there is not 
money in the bank, then 
money must be borrowed 
and interest [»aid.

Since the mid-eighties, 
the school district has not 
had to borrow funds to 
begin the year. The 
school year is beginning 
earlier and earlier, as 
most districts now start 
the school year fifteen to 
twenty days before the 
fiscal year starts on 
September 1.

The State of Texas has 
an elaborate formula for 
computing what this fund 
balance should be. This 
involves computation of 
how much cash will be 
expended to put in 
supplies, pay personnel, 
keep up the physical 
plant, and pay utilities 
until January. Some 
legislators have suggested 
that excess funds held
lo c a l ly  b e  d e d u c te d  f r o m
funds to be paid the 
district by the state. 
Because of reasoning 
such as that, the school 
d istric t w ished to 
maintain the fund balance 
at or near the state’s 
suggested, ideal fund 
balance.

The basic legislation, 
enacted in 1990 and 
under which we still 
operate, coincided almost 
exa c t l y  wi th  the 
beginning of the decline 
in student population in 
the Groom School.

Many costs have 
remained steady or fixed 
since the 1970’s. The 
same number of teachers 
and staff is required, 
along with the same level 
of building maintenance.

The decline of pupil 
population in ratio to the 
district’s total taxable 
value and the fixed costs 
o f operation have yielded 
a much greater per-pupil 
cost and a much greater 
taxable value per pupil 
served. This increased 
ratio causes a reduction

in the percentage of the 
budget to be funded by 
the state, and the number 
of pupils to be served 
causes yet another 
reduction in the amount 
of state aid.

The past three years’ 
budgets have been deficit 
budgets. The twofold
b e n e f i t  i s  t h e  r e d u c t i o n

of the fund balance to 
the level the state
considers optimum, and it 
has allowed the board of 
trustees to maintain the 
tax rate at a steady level 
without increase while
maintaining the exact
level of services.

The state continues to 
burden districts with 
m o r e  a n d  m o r e  
requirements. These
'unfunded mandates* 
force costs up. A small 
school such as Groom is 
constricted between these 
mandates and a tradition 
of providing enriched 
educational opportunities.

Bear in mind that a
district’s tax rate for 
m a i n t e n a n c e  a n d  
operation is held to a

maximum of $1.50/100 
by law. Groom School 
has only 6 more cents to 
consider adding to the 
tax rate. The fund
balance will not last at 
this rate more than two 
school years.
