We trust the citizens to use com m on sense when they decide whether to use fireworks 
Some people will use fireworks even with a ban in place. Some people will use fireworks in an 
unsafe nr anner even in a rainy year We have laws to deal with these people As a m atter of fact, 
these laws are |ust as tough, if not tougher, than firework ban laws.

In keeping with our conservative approach to county government, we believe you have 
the right to make your own decisions regarding fireworks You have proven our decision was the 
right ont Panhandle reported only a few, very minor grass fires The fire chiefs of White Deer, 
Groom, and Skellytown reported no fires on the Fourth of July

w indshield  so lu tion . 
Replace wiper blades if 
needed and check the 
tires for wear and correct 
air pressure. Clean air 
and fuel filters can save 
roadside distress also.
Trooper Snider also urges 
drivers to be sure all the 
lights are functioning 
properly.

Driver preparation calls 
for adequate pre-trip rest 
and be free of alcohol 
and/or other drug
im p a irm e n t, w h ich  
includes medications that 
may affect safe driving. 
The dnver(s) should tie 
familiar with route plans 
and weather forecasts as 
well as possible alternate 
routes. Trooper Snider 
recommends travelers to 
share travel plans with a 
family member or friend 
who would know how to 
contact the travelers 
should contact be needed.

W hen trav e lin g , Snider 
encourages all riders to 
make proper use of 
safety belts. "Proper use 
of safety belts is as 
fundamental as a baseball

Many Veterans Unaware Of Benefits
Although over J42 

Billion were paid out in 
veterans benefits 1 « t 
year, billions more wont 
unclaimed in the p ist 
few years. Every y<ar 
eligibility for benefits a id  
the array of availat le 
benefits are changed a id  
very few veterans or 
their survivors keep up 
with the latest m bs. 
Because o f this, a id  
c h a n g e s  in t h e i r  
c ircum stances, many 
veterans, their famili is 
and survivors are nc w 
entitled to money and 
other benefits from the 
government even thouj h 
they were not eligible n 
the past.

A study group of tie  
Cons ume r  Educat ion 
Research Center, a 25- 
y e a r - o l d  n a t i o n *  1 
nonprofit consumer g im p

found that over one- 
fourth of the money paid 
in veterans benefits goes 
to persons who never 
served in the armed 
forces of the United 
States. Most of these 
were related by blood or 
marriage to veterans but 
many were not. Others 
were members of the 
armed forces of countries 
who fought with us 
against our enemies.

Each year the Center 
c o m p i l e s  a book 
describing the latest rules 
on available benefits and 
how to qualify for those 
benefits. The 240 large- 
page Complete Guide To 
Federal And State 
Benefits For Veterans, 
Their Families, And 
Survivors with a forward 
by Sen. Robert Dole is

Mr. Robert L. Berko, 
executive director of the 
consumer group, says that 
many survivors of 
veterans are unaware that 
they might be eligible to 
receive money, medical 
c a r e ,  e d u c a t i o n a l  
assistance, help in buying 
a home or other benefits. 
In fact, eligibility and 
benefits change constantly 
and  some people  
ineligible in previous 
years are now able to 
start receiving money.

The study found that 
many people are unaware 
that they are considered 
dependents or survivors 
of veterans. These 
include those involved in 
illegal marriages, those 
who remarried after the 
death or disability of a 
veteran, children bom out 
of wedlock to a veteran, 
parents of a veteran and 
e v e n  d e p e n d e n t  
grandchildren. Any of 
these may be eligible for 
benefits.

Mr. Berko says that 
the study questioned 
veterans about benefits 
and found that the 
majority were unfamiliar 
with most of the benefits 
now being granted under 
Federal and state laws. 
Even veterans now 
collecting were unaware 
of other benefits for 
which they were eligible 
and could be collecting.

For instance, disabled 
veterans can receive 
apparel allowances if they 
use w heel chairs,  
artificial limbs or any 
prosthetic device that can 
wear or damage clothing 
and, if they have a 
spouse in need of care, 
they can receive an 
a l lowance to pay

someone to provide that 
care.

Few knew that the 
Bureau of Veterans 
Affairs is required to 
send veterans any 
requests for bids on 
supplies or labor that are 
mailed to any other 
suppliers.

Other benefits the 
consumer found that were 
little known are:

A v e t e r a n  ( o r  
dependent) can receive up 
to $837 (40% in
advance) if  he or she 
will assist the VA in a 
work-study program while 
in an educational 
program.

Federal agencies are 
required to establish 
affirmative action plans 
to facilitate employment 
and advancement of 
veterans with any degree 
of disability. In fact 
some job classifications 
must be filled by eligible 
vets.
