C o m m i s s i o n e r  o f  
Eduction and it will be 
July before most of the 
changes are clear. We 
do know some of the 
baric ideas of the new 
laws.

* Teachers will 
receive at least a three 
thousand dollar raise. 
The state will fund some 
portion o f the raise, but 
bow much is unclear.

* The basic allotment 
of state funds per student 
will increase, but again, 
the numbers are still very 
unclear.

* Property tax relief 
was a part of the new 
law. We should see a 
drop in property tax 
rates, but we do not ye« 
know the effect the relief 
will have on school 
revenue.

* The social 
promotion provision could 
have an effect on some 
individual students, but 
given the high passing 
rate at Groom School, 
the new law should very 
rarely be invoked.

Some provisions in the 
new  law  address  
maintenance of facilities 
for small schools. In the 
next few weeks, the 
com m issioner should 
make rulings that will 
determine whether Groom 
ISD can access some of 
those funds for our 
current retrofit project.

Hundreds of other bills 
were passed that have an 
e ffe c t  o n  education. 
Over the next two 
months we will b e  
learning bow they will 
impact our school. 
Again, please be patient 
with us as we try to sort
out the many changes 
that will affect our 
children.
