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The House of
Representatives voted
early today for a plan
pushed by U.S. Rep.

Mac Thomberry (TX-13)
to provide the Pantex
Plant with an additional
$25 million above what
the Bush Administration

- requested for 2003.

The plan was approved
as part of the National
Defense Authorization
Act for the coming year,
which passed the House
by a vote of 359-58 just
before 2:00 a.m. this
moming.

According to
Thomberry, the additional
funds are intended to
help the Plant carry out

the larger role it is
expected to play as a
result of the Nuclear

Posture Review, which
calls for the US. to
reduce its nuclear arsenal
to between 1,700 and
2,200 weapons over the
next decade. Much of
this work would be done
at Pantex.

"Pantex has always
played a critical role in
our national security,”
Thomberry stated. “That

role is only going to
increase as a result of
the Nuclear Posture
Review. Under this
review, the Plant’s
mission is going to
become even more
important, as more and
more of our nuclear

weapons are going to be
taken off of alert status,

"Keeping our
safe and reliable is a big

part of Pantex’s job, [t’s

This
money will help do just
that. *

Thomberry s
member of the Armed
Services Committee,
which has jurisdicti
over the nuclear weapons
complex and the Nation's
military. In addition to
the funds for the Pantex
Plant, he noted that the
2003 National Defense
Authorization Act also
includes $1.8 billion for
the v-22 Osprey
program. This includes
$1 billion for 11 aircraft,
$497 million to correct
technical problems and
conduct rngorous flight
tests, and $420 million
for additional research
and development
associated with the
program.

The 2003 National
Defense Authorization
Act must now be voted
on in the Senate. A
date for consideration has
not yet been set.
