The building a town, like 
building human character, has 
five essential elements to be de 
veloped: Physically, commer 
uially, intellectually, socially 
and morally.

The physical or geographical 
situation is next to being ideal. 
The altitude is medium—neither 
extreme. The climate is health 
ful and invigorating and the air 
filled with life giving proper­
ties. The soil is a happy combi­
nation of farming and grazing 
land; all it needs is to be occupi 
ed, cultivated and appropriated 
Prices seem to be reasonable 
t*ut there is nothing doing. It 
would be better to sell it too low 
for a time than to have so much 
unoccupied territory , b e tte r  to 
grieve after it than to grieve 
over it.

Commerce is the exchanging 
of one article for another, 
whether it be land money, food, 
brains or morals. This land 
ought to be selling daily. Many 
need the land and you need the 
money and the farmers. To a 
new comer like myself this 
question naturally arises, ‘‘Why 
is It not being sold more rapidly, 
and why have we so many empty 
houses?” One way to develop 
the town and the churches ts to 
get the people to move here and 
to hold them when they come. 
The stores and shops ought to be 
sustained by those who live here 
If  you send -gour money to  
Sears A Roebuck you starve 
your owr. institution* Sharp  
competition at home may pot a 
man out of business now and 
then bet it is said to be good for

a town. Prices for farm 
ducts arc comparatively 
but goods are plenty high, 
were possible it should be

thethe opposite for the good of 
town.

Educational advantages here 
are first class—as the best. Mc­
Lean bids fair to become an ed­
ucational center. Hope the two 
story brick will materialize.

Socially. Look out for the 
social side. Don’t neglect the 
new comer. Make it a point to 
get acquainted with him whether 
he belongs to your church, or 
your fraternity or otherwise. 
Show as much interest in him 
as you do in HIS and he will be 
happy and remain with us.

The moral or spiritual develop­
ment Is pre-eminently the work 
of the church. Without the o r­
ganized churches of this town 
the tendency would be towards 
skepticism, infidelity, worldly 
vices and moral corruption. The 
[>eople have impressed me as 
having a high sense of morals. 
Your attitude towards the saloon, 
profanity, pool halls, dance halls, 
Sunday games and such like 
things is to be commended. 
Don’t give an inch or yield a 
single point; but stand by the 
home, righteousness and the 
Old Book. I am pleased with 
the fraternal spirit th a t seems 
to prevail among the Christians 
of various dehominations. If 
you slur one denomination you 
offend all, even they of your own 
religions household. We hope 
this feeling will continue.

There hi one thing, however, 
I am not pleased with 
a  strong tendency on the part of 
many church members to diare 
gard the public religious serv 

a. The effect of this is ba

amt very imd, resulting in a 
downward tendency in all the 
essential elements of it town ot 
community If you church 
members willingly neglect your 
religious duty the outsiders will 
lose respect for your religion 
and turn his hack ui*m the 
church. And the result is a 
deail church without power on 
ongh to save a soul or to go, 
those who may have a letter to 
join, for no live person wants to 
join a grave yard. Ami not only 
that, your pastor is human and 
subject to discouragements, and 
frequent changes of pastors and 
pastorates follow.

We arc lead, finally, to this 
conclusion: If we would de­
velop the town of -McLean we 
should stand by and support 
with our time, brains, muscles, 
money and prayers OUI OWN 
essential institutions.
