When aad if  the cams 
connected to the money are 
settled the money will be 
available for use in the DA 
a n d  v a r i o u s  l a w  
en fo rcem en t agencies 
including EM’S, County 
Sheriff's Departments and 
City Police Departments.

Vehicles are either sold 
or used for undercover 
work or other official uses 
of the DA’s office or law 
e n f o r c e m e n t .
