Summer Fun At The Pool
There is nothing more 

refreshing than a cool dip 
on a hot day. Groom ISD 
is one of the few schools in 
tlic panhandle area to have 
it’s own indoor pool.

The swimming pool and 
building were built in 1967 
after a bond issue was 
passed 2 to 1. The pool 
and building were 1 of 2 
issues on the ballot in the 
spring of 1966 C.J. 
R o b e r t s  w a s  t h e  
Superintendent The west 
wing o f  c lassroom s, 
administration offices and

ag shop were also on the 
ballot.

The philosophy was that 
the community wanted a

pool. If the school, rather 
than the city, built it the 
cost would be spread out 
over the whole district 
rather than just the city 
residents. The school was 
also set up to administer 
the pool personnel better 
t han  the city was 
According to Johnny 
B r u m le y ,  who was 
superintendent when the

p o o l  o p e n e d ,  t h e  
administrators required 
coaches and physical 
education teachers to be 
certified w ater safety 
instructors This allowed 
swimming to be included 
in the curriculum and, at 
least for a time, every 
child in Groom School 
learned to swim

Today the pool is 
mainly open in the 
s u m m e r .
