New York experts say that Bri-
taln—while working hand In glove
with us on. monstary polley for the
present—isn't for & moment losing
aight of her ambition to recapture
supremacy of the world's oapital
market.

Insiders agree that Britain's do-
minance over the dollar and her
influence on American business
through the channels of corpor-
ate financing have vanished into
thin alr because of President Roo-
sevelt's firm stand on home rule
for American flnance and Indus-
try. London had power to shape
our affalrs up to a year ago that
most people never realized, The
change weakens Britain's position
as the nlistreas of Intermational
trade more than she cares to admit.
Tariffs and other forma of trade
preasure loom large in the British
plan.  The Infornged say that the
English tariffs were not adopted as
a permanent policy but ms bar-
galning polnts of wide utility. Like-
wise Empire trade agreements are
chiefly useful to strengthen the
sterling bloo and to impress Bri-
tain's importance on nations which
may be wavering toward accept-
ance of our trade leadership.

An example: imports
of Brazillan coffee have been
sharply cut I favor of imports
from the British coloniea of Jama-
len and Kenyn.
