com m ensurate with the Increased cost 
o f production It Is hardly fair to 
charg e the whole cost of green 
m anuring to the one crop that Im­
m ediately follow s It s *  Is done In this 
bulletin  It should have s  cum ulative 
effect in building up the soil or rem­
edying Its deficiency In organic mat 
te r  The evidence shows that on nor­
mal soils in the O rest P lains a t least 
In th s  first years of th e  work little 
effect from green m anuring Is shown 
on o ther than the first crop

One fact standing out prom inent]; 
la that cultivation ts not an unfailing 
solution o f the problem of drought. 
It will doubtless a llev iate  It to sums 
s i le n t  but ran never fully overt onie 
I t  At d ifferent tim es and In different 
section s certa in  methods h a ts  been 
exploited ns to the solution of the 
problem o f dry farm ing Each of these 
system s may have m erit, but any and 
all fall far short of tb s  p a n s ie s  under 
a ll conditions

^  here work has been carried  on for 
several years with no m aterial dtf 
fe ren re  In yield obtained under ths 
various methods, the bulletin Indicates 
that more freedom may be used by
