In ord--r to determine just what the forests present In the way of at 
tractive sites for summer homes and facilities for boating, bathing, fishing 
mountain climbing and other outing activities, the forest service Is now 
making a recreational survey of the domains over which It has control and 
will list and publish the data ns rapidly aa possible Now, It Is realized, 
most of the applicants for cottage sites are persons who happen to ho fa­
miliar with the forests When the data now being collected are available, 
however, city-bound souls who long for the woods but have neither the 
means nor the lime to make long scar hea for satisfactory sites will be able 
fo choose just about what they wl»h without stirring from their doora.
