The adoption of S ta te  flower* wa» 
1 cgun in Jan u ary , lXy:t. by O kla­
homa which elected ita fa ro rite  the 
miatletue. A fter th is  initial step 
nad been taken o ther ita tea  in the 
Union Mw sim ilar m ovem ent. in 
irogreaa. E lections were held in 
.vomen'a clubs were instrum ental in 
various ways, but in all o f them 
the choice of the S ta te  flower. 
School children took k rea l in terest 
n the selection in some states. By 
UHM) eleven s ta te s  had chosen the ir 
flowers.

The movement had by th is tim e 
« n  ag ita ted  in T esas. No dlffi 

culty was found in choosing a flow­
er which would be native of this 
'la te  and restric ted  to  it. The pos­
sibilities, which were many, in. hided 
the following: Prim roses, Phloxes, 
euphorbiae, Salvias, Texas plumes. 
Texas fire-wheels, ram  lillies, and 
Indian paintbrushes. These Towers 
are all common to  th is s ta te  and 
-heir hab ita t ia this s ta te  more 
than  any other.

So the problem was not to find a 
flower, but to select one out of 
many which should represent Texas 
n the flower kingdom. The poppy 

and the gokienrod were urged by 
some, but both were overruled. 
Golden rod was too oomrfun in o ther 
s ta te s  to  be typically exclusive. The 
flower which won the contest was 
the favorite of South Texas people 
in particular, and all of us who were 
fam ilar with it—the Texas blue­
bonnet. A fter some little  dispute 
th is beautiful flower was crowned 
queen of the floral em pire of Texas.

The Texas bluebonnet o r Lupinut 
Texsensis Hook as it it known to 
botanists, covers th e  p ra in es  of 
southern Texas in the spring, m ak­
ing a  beautiful blue landscape on

the land and beautifies the barren  
places It tran sfo rm s many w atte  
place* and exposed hills into oa»ea
of riotous co lo r— Exchange.

I t  i t  avaricious, but not 
vicious. It patiently  aw aits its op 
port unity to  fasten  itself upon some 
warm-blooded anim al, and when 
once its funnel-shaped m outh comes 
,n contact w ith its  victim it is a 
fix tu re  until filled with the blood of | 
:hv victim . Unlike the mosquito. I 
it carries no saw, drill and pump, 
but draWH the blood through the 
pores o f the skin.

In the d is tan t past, when d o c to rs , 
knew much less than  they do today, 
and bled th e ir patien ts fo r sll m an ,, 
ner o f diseases, the leech was made 
an ad junct to  the profession. They 
only hatl to  tu rn  these little  blood­
suckers loose on the patient, and 
when business was started , clip o ff 
the lower extrem ity  of the little 
worm and let the little  fellow have 
his b reakfast, however unsatisfae- j 
lory it m ight be to  hts worm-ship.

However, we sta rted  out to  tell 
of another kind of a  leech; one that 
walks upon his feet and in many re­
spects resembles a  m an—a dry land 
leech. While they are ail of the 
sam e blood, in order that they may­
be m ore readily rrcogntxed, we shall 
designate them as political, business 
and social leeches.

• The political leech is usually de 
tec ted by his a ttitude  toward the 
governm ent. He lives under the 
protection and enjoys all the  good 
conditions th a t have been secured 
by the immense expenditures of | 
blood and money of others, w ith!

the abuse be heaps on those who 
toil and sacrifice for the common 
good, l e t ’s eali him a  sucker and
lot it go a t tha t.

The bust nes leech h i t  the same 
qualities o f the o ther, but fastens 
itself upon th e  comm ercial body in­
stead of the political. Ills  one de­
sire  is to fa tten  a t  the expense of 
the others. To those th ings th a t 
a re  for general good he makes no 
donation, unless perchance he sees 
a  personal advantage coming to  
him. The appeal to  boost his town 
or community or projects fo r a 
g rea te r town find no response in 
him if it costs him anything in e f­
fo rt o r money. He simply lets th e  
other fellow do it anti he reaps the 
benefit of the ir sacrifice. He is a 
leech on the business of any com­
m unity th a t is so unfotunate a s  to  
number him am ong its  liabilities, 
lb-ware of his funnel-shaped mouth!

The social leech is one who has 
all the advantages of good social 
(conditions th a t h are  cost him no­
thing. He gives no suport to  the 
organisations and institu tions upon 
which depend the social w elfare of 
the community. The school, the 
church and various organ isa tions 
fo r the developm ent o f higher and 
better c itisenship  do not count on 
hts support. These r r e  th ings w ith ­
out which his m ateria l holdings 
would be alm ost valueless; in fac t, 
he could not he induced to  go where 
these th ings do not exist. O thers 
toil and sacrifice to  build up these 
g rea t institu tions, bu t the leech is j 
too busy sucking the v ita lity  from  
the social body to  contribu te  to  its! 
support
