Rosengartcn. formerly of the engin­
eering faculty, I ’ nirersity of Penn­
sylvania. but more recently of the 
United State* Department of Agri­
culture. in an address before the: 
Philadelphia Chapter of the Amer­
ican Association of Engineers.

"The jar and headache* result ing 
from walking on hard sidewalks,” 
ssid Mr Rneengarten. "ha* led the 
shoe industries to produce the rubber i 
heel. It It not also logical for the 
engineer to adopt a shock absorbing! 
sidewalk? When one stops to con­
sider the many advantages to be 
gained by such a sidewalk it ia 
surprising that they are not in uni-' 
veraal use The cushioning effect ia 
not the only advantage whch may 
be considered. The greatly reduced 
wear on shoes is an economic feature 
which toiahe* closely the over­
burdened (wicketbook of the pedes- 
tnan It seems to me that we 
ought to give our people at least 
■* good pavements as we give our 
horse* and motor car*.

Then, too, the cost o f construct­
ing sidewalks of asphaltic materials 
will he found to be from 25 to bO 
per ci-nt rM-apcr than other types 
This, where it is considered that 
they are not slippery and are easily 
repaired at little cost, as well as 
shock absorbing, smooth and pleas­
ant to walk upon, easily rlsaned and 
free from joints and porea. will in 
time make them very popular.

"Their use in public parks ha* 
i-t-en found to be very satisfactory 
Those used in Lincoln Park. Chicago, 
hsve sustained traffic much heavier 
than wa* originally intended. It 
ha* cost the Lincoln Park Commis- 
sion only .bout $300 to mamta.n 
-O.OOfl square yard* of asphalt walks 
since they were laid in 1P13 and
