Peace cannot come with the
major viclory we are about o
acoomplish, because there still
are three German armies re-
malning in France which are not
engaged. It is true that some di-
visions from (hese Lhree re-
maining armies have been shift-
ed into the present battle and
are lost in the Allied pocket.
Some of the enemy divisions

sast of the Seine are lower units
ol poor quality, but the fact re-
mains that these three armies
have plenty of drive and fire pow-
[
Only a political collapse within
Germany — another attempt on
Hitler to succeed—could possibly
deliver this war to an armistice
within the next week. There s a
slight chanee that a political eol-
Japse may show its first manifesta-

tions on either the Russian or the
Allied battle fronts with the Ger-
man army's effort to rid iLself by
revolt of ils new Naxi command-
ers. But even so, our terms still
are unconditional surrender and
clear roads to Berlin.

Gen. Elsenhower has been In
almost constant conference with
all his battle commanders for
the past three days. He is work-
ing st a pressure reminiscent of
the closing days of the Tunisian
and Sleilian campalgns.

These are Lhe closing days of
the campaign "in northwestern
France and the next phases are
the campalgns of northeastern
and southern France.

He Is commanding a naval, alr
and army cordon around what s
left of a German army, once
under Rommel's command — a
cordon withoul a passageway

Harbor, disciosed that B2,
323 Japanese were killed in the
Gilberts, Marshalls and Marianas,
at a cost of 5903 American dead.

Japanese forces still held Heng-
yang against assaults of Chinese
trying lo recapture the vital june-
tlon of the Hankow-Canton rall-
way. Tokyo broadcast that Japa-
nese units there "now are prepar-
ing the next stage of operations.”

In Yunnan to the southwest Chi-
nese gathered for assaulls on
Tengchung and Lungling, enemy-
held bases on the Burma road.
The British met only light opposi-
tion in their chase of the Japanese
fleeing India.

Giant Armadas
Blast German

LONDON, Aug. 14 (AP)
Great armadas of American
and British planes number-
ing well over 3,500 today
bombed war industries in

southern Germany, enemy
installations throughout
France and shipping in the
great port of Brest, while
harrying the Germans in
their perilous retreat in Nor-
mandy.

They struck from British and
Itallan bases,

Up 1o 1,500 U. 8 Flying Fort-
resses and Liberators from Eng-
land attacked German war Indus-
tries at Maonhelm and Ludwigs-
haten and German aicfields, rail
yards and bridges In both Ger-
many and France.

Another great {leet of up to
750 American heavy bombers
struck from Italy st military ob-
Jectives In the south of France
for the third consecutive day.
They alse batiered the north-
west lallan ecoast again. The
hoavies flew withoul escoris.
Mustangs and Lighinings flew
separately and spent the day
sirafing largels In Lhe same

areas which the bombers hil
Targels were not Immediately
idemtified.

Hundreds of British medium
and heavy bombers hammered
jnazi lines In the Falalse sector to
pace the new Canadlan offensive.
A large flight of heavy Lancaster
bombers earlier had bombed Ger-
man shipping at the besieged port
of Brest in Brittany.

Lear expressed this view In an
address prepared for the annual
encampment of the United States
Spanish war veterans in connec-
tion with an assertion that ‘a great
many men will be needed for the
declsive operations in the Pacifie
to earry through the final assault
against the Japs.”

“Victory in Europe is in sight—
how soon I can not proffer a
guess,” sald Lear. “When this
victory I8 gained, we shall turn
much of our fighting force and
all of our strength and hatred
against our enemies in the Pa-
cific. We will wreck them com-
pletely and permanently in & mill-
tary sense.”

He urged that the people “re-
alize the importance of Lthe con-
tinued emergency,” adding thal
“their attitude should be one of
supporting the recommendations
of military planners—definitely,
positively and without the slight-
est trace of equivocation.”

WITH AMERICAN TROOPS IN
France, Aug. 14 UP—The battle

for France has become a twen.
tieth century version of the win-
ning of the American west, with
roaming bands of Germans mark-
ed for extermination,

“Indlan Territory"”—and that's
the term used by army officers to
describe it—Iincludes grest blocks
of forest and farm land from Brest
to Le Mans and from Angers by
the River Loire north to Mortain,

Although American armored col-
umns cut this great block of
France away from the main body
of the German army there still
afe wandering  and  pocketed
groups ranging from small squads
to units of some size still intact
and fighting like roving Indian
tribes of old.

Only from Mortain north to the
sea Is there anything like a stabl-
lized front. Elsewhere, American
mechanized cavalry is thrusting

Baker Island Used
As Base For Year

TTH AAF HEADQUARTERS,
Central Pacific, Aug. 10 (De-|
layed) (B—Brig. Gen. Robert W, |
Douglas, Jr., commander of the
Tth U. 8. army alr force, disclosed
today that Baker lsland, some 2.
000 miles southwest of Honolulu,
has been an important American
alrbase for almost a year,

The general said a Central Pa-
cific American task force moved
bases of the Tth to the little ls-
land, within 600 miles of the Gil-
bert lslands while they still were
dominated by the Japanese, He
added, “our occupation of Baker
island was one of the best kept
secrets of central Pacifie opera-
tions.

' The War Today

by Dewitt Mackenzie

Assoclated Pross War Analyst

Our best summary of the fluld and confusing
patile of western Europe comes from Commander-
in-Chief Elsenhower's great order of the duy im
which he tells his troops that they “have ereated In
France a fleeting but definite opportunity for a ma-
jor Allied victory.”

Those three fateful words, “fleeling but
delinite,” tell the whele story. We musin't take
complete success for granted. Great leadership
and gallantry oy the Allied forees have pui us
in position where, General Ike says, “we can
make this week s momentous one In the history
of this war.,” But we haven't yot clinched our
“wvietory. “This week” may lell the story.

L . -

We have the Boche in a tight corner. On the
Normandy-Brittany front he is engaged in a gener-
al withdrawal to the northeast, that ls, towards
Paris and the Selne river, Within that broad front
is a cul-de-sac of death whose narrow mouth opens
towards Paris. Inside this trap is a large force of
Germans struggling to escape.

The Allies are attacking furiously to close the
motith of their trap, which is only a few miles wide
a8 this is written, Canadian and Brilish troops are
driving down from the bloody Caen sector while
American armored forces are striking north from
‘Argestan.

We don't know — nobody knows — how many

Germans there still are within that trap, but there
may be 100,000, They are battling flercely to es-
- eape—the primitive fight of man for a chance to
live. They're reported to be doing thi: grimly and
methodieally — stlll exhibiting the discipline and
training of what once was an almost perfect fight-
Ing machine.

Can they avold panile and get away? Some
eerdainly will, but only time will tell how many.
This great baille, of which the cul-de-sac Is
only & part (though a very important one) Is one
of the thrilling momenis of the war. Iis out-

mean much to the hopes of an early

I call your special attention to the assignment °

air services In this battle. With the
Germans swarming all roads, main and
Normandy and Brittany, the mighty
can-British fleets are taking a terrible toll
both in lives and equipment. Moreover, Nazi com-
munications not only on the battle-front but
throughout western Europe are being shattered by
endless line of Allled planes,

:

T'e can't foresee what tactics Field Marshal
Kinge may pursue in an effort to save himself,

Evidences that military services of the United
States are not becoming complacent as result of
progress on the allied battlegrounds may be seen
frequently in trajning and recruiting policles with-
in the nation,

One of the latest such evidences is seen In the
announcement of econtinued recrulting of 17-year-
olds with the provision of uactive perviee upon
reaching their 18th birthday. Such recruiting, con-
duected on a quota-baxia throughout the United
States, seeks the enlistment of boys In four reserve
programa.

Altbough perhaps not monumental in Its
significance to the war as a whole, the continued
recrulting of 17-year-olds offers a significant ex-
ample the Army thus far has not let up on its long
range military preparstions,

A 17-year-old entering a reserve branch might
not be subject to active duty for almost a year. Al-
lowing additional time for further training and
preparations for assignment, the period before he
would be ready to fill an active part in actual serv-
fce in the military personnel might extend well be-
yond the period in which the more optimistic be-
lieve the European and perhaps the war against the
Japanese will have ended.

Training of new aviation classes, continued
drafting, continued WAC recruiting and various
other evidences point to the fact the military itself
i& not relaxing its long-range war preparedness,

Whether such policies point (o the fact the gov.
ernment is not letting up with the goal In sight, or
whether they point to the fact the goal may be much
further from realization than many believe, it is an
attitude which the elvilian well might copy.

Although allled successes may encourage such
comparatively oplimistle statements as those given
recently by Winston Churchill and may encourage
a happier outlook on the part of all individuals, the
dangers of complacency have aply been illustrated
previously to the natlon and previous experience
may scrve as a warning,

Another Post-War Need

In looking ahead for the day when we will
again be seeking to establish our “normal order.”
we believe too much attention can be placed upon
purely materialistic gains. One heartening thing to
come out of the adversity of war is a new apprecia-
tion and dependence upon the spiritual side of
man's nature. L

One thing between the splrit and the material
which we need to look to In the days after our war
struggle s past ls the recreation in the individual
mind of a feeling of freedom and independence.
These, we belleve, will leave him with a desire not
only to perpetuate the blessings of liberty, but to
look ever to himself as the responsible head of his
affairs. From this can stem a healthy cure for too
much state benevolence and at the same time im-
prove the quality of government—a natural con-
sequence of the serious acceptance of individual
responsibility in soclety.

What Is clear Is that he apparently had hoped to
pull his forces back northeastward ahd make a
stand along the Seine river, with Paris as an anchor.
This would protect the Nazi forces along the coast
of the English Channel and cover the ultimate re-
treat of the Nazis into Germany. The way things
are developing he may never get a chance to put
this plan into exeeution.

ON THE WESTERN FRONT—
{by wireless)—What we gave you
yesterday in ftrying to describe
hedgerow fighting was the gener-
al pattern.

If you were to come over here
and pick out some hedge-enclos-
ed fleld at random, the fighting
there probably wouldnt be fol-
lowing the general pattern at all
For each one |s a little separate
war, fought under different cir-
cumstances,

For instance, you'll come to a
woods Instead of an open fleld.
The Germans will be dug In all
over the woods, in little groups,

(and it's really tough to get them

out. Often In cases llke that we
will just go around the woods and
keep going, and let later units
take care of those surrounded and
doomed fellows,

Or we'll go through the
woods and clean it out, and an-
other company, coming threugh
a couple of hours later, will find,
it full of Germans again. In a
war like this one everything is
In such confusion I don't see
how either side ever gels any-
where,

Sometimes you don't know
where the enemy Is and don't
know where your own troops are,
As somebody said the other day,
no battalion commander can give
you the exact location of his va-
rious wnits five minutes after
they've jumped off,

We will by-pass whole pockels
of Germans, and they will be
there fighting our following
waves when our attacking com-
panies are a couple of miles on
beyond. Gradually the front gels
all mixed up. There will be Ger-
mans behind you and at the side.
They'll be shooting at you from
behind and from your flank.

Semetimes a unit will gel so
far out ahead of those on either
side that it has to swing around
and fight to its rear. Somelimes
we fire on our own troops,
thinking we are in German ter-
ritory. You can't see anything,
and can't even tell from the
sounds, for each side uses some
of the other’s captured weapons,

The tanks and the infantry had
to work in the closest cooperation
in breaking through the German
ring that tried to pin us down in
the beachhead area. Nelther could
have done it alone,

The troops are of two minds
about having tanks around them.
If you're a foot soldler you hate
to be near a lank, for it always
draws fire. On the other hand, if
the going gets tough you pray for
a tank to come up and start blast-
ing with its guns,

In our breskthrough each In-
fantry unit had tanks attached to
. It was -the tanks and the in-
fantry that broke through that ring
and punched a nole for the armor-
ed divisions 1o go through.

The armored divislons practical-
ly ran amuck, racing long dis-
tances and playing hob, once they
got behind the German lines, but
it was the infantry and their at-
tached tanks that opened the gate
for them.

Tanks shuttled back and forth,
from one fleld o another,
throughout our breakthrough bat-
tle, receiving their orders by ra-
dio, Bulldozers punched holes
through the hedgerows for them,
and then the tanks would come
up and blast out the bad spots of
the opposition.

It has been necessary for us
fo wreck almost every farm-
house and litlle village in our
path. The Germans used them
for strong points, or put artil-
lery observers 1n them, and they
Just had to be blasted oul
Most of the Freoch farmers

evacuale ahead of the [fighting
and flter back after It has pass-
ed. It Is pitiful to see them come
back to their demolished homed
and towns.
